Has Proved Very Disappointing
to Texas People.

The figures are all in and
Critics are busy disapproving
them, and for all we know they
have fertile grounds to base their
reasons. The figures show a
total populationof 3,896,542s0uls,
or an increase of 27,8 percent in
the last decade.

We all know, that aside from
the busy stork, Texas has
drawn thousands of immigrants
from the older settled states
every year, and therefore a
population short of 4,000,000 has
proved too low for the citizens of
‘this great state to be saftisfied

't with the count, and a renumer-

ation is strongly taiked by state
officials. Governer Camphell
commenting on the returns said:
““The figures are very disapoint-

§!ingandl am confident that a

revision will show that a mistake
has been made as there are few
communities that will not show
a greater percentage of increase
than the figures given by the
Census Bureaun.” State
Superintendent Bralley also
said that Texas ought to show ab
least 4,356,105 if countedon a

schoolastic population of 968,269
children, allowing 41-2 popu-
lation for each schoolastic, which
is a low estimate.

West Texas, though has come
in for its share of the gain;
making records thatare possibly
unequaled in history except in
cases of free land countries.
Terry county, with the except-
ions of Lynn, has made the
greatest gain of any county  in
th state. She showed a popu-
lation of 48 in 1900 and 1,426, in
1910 or an increase of 2929.2 per-
cent. Should we make such
strides in the next ten years, we
would have a population right
here in Tecry county of 4,000,000
souls more or less, but we shall
be satisfied with much less, as
we hardly believe we are capable
of placing that many ‘people
comfortably on the spurof the
moment. Still Terry county is
going to suprise some one again
ten years hence on the matter
of population, and in the ‘mean-
time, year by year she isgoing to
force herself to be recognized by
her bountiful yield in products of
the field, garden, and orchard.
Watch Terry county grow.

Now as to the redistricting,
West Texas is going to come in
for a good share of the new
representation which will help to

- I'll
bet a Yankee dime (we infer that
this bet applies to the lady cor-
respondents.—Ed.) you are all
like Hottentot. in looking for the
Chatters Corner, eagerly reading
the contribution when you find
one in the Herald.

Now listen here, my dear con-
temporaries, your letters in the
Herald are “‘letters from home”
to me, while my letters 'from a
country in which very few of you
have ever lived, can be of only
passing interest to you. Now,
get newsy and comeon! I en-
joyed those Lively letters so
much; for they WERE lively in
the broadest sense, and philoso-
phical, too. Dish us out some
more of that good doin’s Mr.
Lively.

As our Editor remarked earlier
in the fall, the nights are long
and we might very easily write
some interesting and profitable
letters, but at that time, I was
overworked putting up my crop
in the day time; and when night
came, I was selfish enough to
prefer reading what some one
had written to putting in any of
my time writing for others to
read. I read the Terry County

People of our community are
through gathering their crops,
which turned out much better
than we anticipated. Most
every one has made plenty of
feed for home use, and some to
sell.

Our school opened Dec. 5th,
with an enrollment of 28 pupils,
and others to start soon. The
Trustees had the good fortuneito
secure the service of Prof
Thorpe as teacher, and are well
pleased with his method of
teaching.

Elzy Groves, left Monday on a
business trip to Tahoka. &

Bro J. H. Hill. of Brownfield,
came down to see us last week,
and while here, bought and
crushed a four horse load of
maize. Says he intends putting
in a big grain crop, and 50 acres
of cotton in 1911.

S.E. Hamilton, returned a
short time back from an extended
trip some where, and as we
have never heard him say just
where he went, we kinder had
a tip that he had been looking
after his Bananna Farm near
Chihuahua, Mexico, and collided
with a band of hombres, in their
war paint. For he didn’t bring
home any bananas, but is often
heard singing the good old song:

Tho’ old Terry may be sandy,

Theres no place like home.

G. M. Smith, while digging for
fish bait in the bed of the draw
that runs through the farms of
said Smith, and S. E. Hamilton,
unearthed the prow of an ancient
sailing vessel of Egyptian
pattern.

Hogs Following Cattle.

An Indiana cattle feeder who!| [y

has just turned off several
hundredgood fat cattle, considers
himself $2000 poorer because he
did not have hogs to follow them.
There was waste enough for 200
hogs, and he figures that they
could have been made worth $10
apiece above cost on the rich
droppings.

The above is taken from an
exchange, but it serves o show
a case whrein a feeder has made
a great mistake in Indiana, and
the same may be applied to
Texas or any other state. In
Texas this year there will be a
lot of feeding of cattle. It is
estimated that the number of
cattle to be fed during the winter
in this state will exceed that of
last year by a very large figure.
In fact, it might be stated that
there was practically no feeding
in Texas last year, owing to crop
failures and high prices of feed.

Ip Indiana ths prinecipal feed
is corn,and it is presumed that
the feeder that considers himself
loser by not running hogs after
his corn feed cattle. In Texas
corn is not fed to a great extent,
but those who do feed corn
should consider the loss by not
having hogs. Feedingcattle and
hogs together
accomplished with any great
success by feeders who use
other feed than corn, but by
those on farms. And on the
farm is where the most corn is
fed to cattle in Texas and Okla-
homa. A cattleman from
Arkansas was, in Fort Worth
Monday, and he stated that he
profiting by following his cattle
with a bunch of hogs. The
additional cost of fattening hogs
with his /| cattle he considers
practically nothing.

In Texas there are many
small feeders who keep but a
car load ata time of feed. These
are the farmers who find time
and bave the surplus money to
participate in such business
during the winter season. The
cattle are in most instances fed
in the field soas to fertilize the
land. ‘The same farmer has in
his pens around thebarn prehaps
fifty head of hogs that he feeds
bushels after bushels of corn.

The cattle  are fattened and
sent to market and money is
sometimes made on them. The
hogs 'are killed at home for
domestic use or sold to a local
butcher. The land on which the
cattle are fed is helped to a
certain extent, but generaly the
fieldis solarge thatthe droppings
from a small herd of ecattle do
not fertilize the land very ‘much
during one winter. Now if the

hogs were allowed to follow the

cattle, the droppings from the
cattle would fatten them and at
the same time the land would
recieve more manure. The hogs
would be fattened along with the
cattle, and the vast amount of
corn that would have been fed to
them in pens around the barn
would be saved.—Fort Worth
Reporter.

One of the most satisfactory methods
of slopping ever used or seen wvsed
calls for a space about one rod wide
and two or three rods long, fenced off
for this purpose. This is divided into
two parts, one division being used for
the sows, the other for the small pigs.
Each is ftitted with a -gate, which

should swing easily and be large in or- |

der that the bogs may pass through it
in large pumbers without too mueb
crowding. Across the gateposts of the
part the pigs are to use a board shounld
be nailed bigh enough to let the pigs
pass through, but not bigh enough for
the sows.

With such an arrangement siopping
can be easily and satisfactorily done.
The feeder can pass into the lot, close
the gate and fill the trougbs withont
the sows scrambling all around him.
If necessary he can throw a few ears
of corn to divert their attention while
he gets into the feed lot with the slop.

When the trough is ful)l the gate is
opened and the sows are let in togeth-
er. Under such circumstances both
large and small sows ought to get an
equal chance at the feed provided the
trough is of reasonable length, where-
a8 when the slop is turned in pailfm
by pailfal swhile the sows crowd
aronnd it is always the big ones that
get the feed.
