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The Psanut, its Culture
and Harvest.

Kind Editor, I will give your
readers a short talk on the Span-
ish peanuts. I have been raising
them for the market for the last
six years and find they are a
profitable erop. They do the best
on sandy land, the way I plant
them. I have a riding planter
(cotbon and corn planter.)

I just take the seed box off out
of my way, then I take a piece of
tin (an old stove pipe will do) and
make me a funnel to drop the
peanuts through into the furrow
so they will fall behind the plant

er plow. Then I can drop them as
fast as a team can walk, and ride
all the same, I prefer thisto the
regular wallting peanut planter.
I have my land furrowed off so
the team will give me no trouble
in staying to their place

I plant them below the level so
that when I get them layed by
they will be as near level as pos:
sible; one harrowing and two

plowings is plenty of work tolay

them by under any ordinary
circumstances, but the ground
ought to be kept loose about
them during the time that the
nuts are making. ThLey are a
plant that will stand more blow-
ing than most anything.

If your land blows bad they
are the best thing that can be
planted  on, and ‘much easier
worlied than cotton.

In our com-
munity last season they made

from 35 to 50 Yushel per acre,
they will stand as much dry
weather as most anything.

I planted some this time one
row of June corn and one of pea-
nuts the nuts made 40 bu. per
acre and the June corn didn’t
make 5 bu. to the patch. I also
tried one row of cotton and one
of peanuts but I don’t like that
way very well, while the cotton
or the nuts don’t interfere witi
each other but the picking of the
cotton is unhandy to a person
that likes to pitch 2 rows at a
time. If I plant any more in the
cotton I will plant two rows of.
cotton and two of peanuts. The
only advantage there is in that is
where your land is rea! sandy it
blows awful bad after you harv-
est the peanuts It there is no%
somathing left on the land to pro-
tect it tilkyou get ready to start
another crop. 1 think corn is
the best to plant in them if any-
thing is planted with them. Now
as thisis my first attempt to
write to anewspaper and I am
not much of a hand to give advice
I will ring off hope however some
one may be benefitted by what I
have said and if any ~one has
something bette: I would like to
have it. Ihave only given you
my experience for the past 6
year. In thelast 3 hard year 1
have made more off of my peanut
land than of anything I planted

When the
spring rains comes it will wash
off. It will not injure the trees,
in the least. Another way is to
place a few bear grass around
each trae and the spears on the
grass will sticks Br’er in rabbits
Hence he keeps a safe distance,
The bear grass hasa two fold
purpose as it will catch the sand,
and hold the best soil around the
roots of the tree, otherwise-it
sometimes all blows away and
exposes the roots to wind and
weather, and causes it to loose
vitality or perhaps die entirly.
