Farmers Are Losing Cattle From Eat-
ing Acorns—Take Precautions
to Keep Poisons Out.

It is dangerous to give molded o:
spoiled hay and other feeds to live
stock, especially horses. Such feed is
apt to cause sickness and even death.
We have heard of instances where
farmers have lost a number of valu-
able animals from this cause. Care
should be exercised to see that all feed
is in good condition. Hay put up when
toco damp may mold, corn and oats
often harbor various kinds of fungous
diseases that may be poisonous to
stock, and corn silage when improper-
1y stored may cause trouble. The food
.an animal eats has a marked influence
upon its physical well-being. We are
informed that, in Wisconsin, farmers
are losing cattle from eating acorns
picked up in the pastures. Young cat-
{le are particularly affected. Sheep
and hogs can eat the acorns without
bad effects, and milch cows seldoz: die
from this cause, but young calves are
poisoned and little can be done for
them. It is the part of wisdom to take
precautions to keep fccdz known.to be
dangerous, away from.  animals,, and
give them only that which is in good
end scund condition.—Farmer's Guide
