Projected Rall Underpass

Crossings To

Rest With Verdlct At The Polls Tuesday

Whether or not the city council is
to enact legislation formally closing
the Elm and Oak street Texas &
Pacific railroad crossings as the only
requisite to construction of two un-
derpasses to handle traffic between
the north and south approazhes of
the rail property rests with the bal-
lot box. Referendum election on the
question is set for Tuesday of next
week.

The city couneil called for the
election in an order unanimously
passed January 14 after it was rep-
resented that finances to construct
the proposed underpasses would be
advanced by the railroad corporation
and the State Relief Administration,
the former to build the underpass
structures and the latter to supply
labor for' making improvements to
the street approaches.

One of the crossings would be

The
second underpass is to bLe opened
under the Colorado river bridge and
would service the industrial district
south of the tracks.

Bros. In 1888 And Left
For Los.Angeles

Frederick W. Braun, who for a
few years during the hectic boom
days of Colorado City in the B80's,
operated a drug business here, died
recently at his home in Los Angeles,
Braun sold his dpug business to John
L. and W. L. Dess, and the former
has since operated the store at the
rame location on East Second street.

Doss recalled Wednesday morning
that Braun came to Colorado in
1883 and entered the drug business,
His ambition was to enter the whole-
sale drug trade and after a few years
decided to go to Los Angeles. “He
left Colorado with $20,000 in cash in
his pockets and after a few years in
Los Angeles was considered the
weglthiest citizen in that city,"” Doss
recalled. “At the time of his death
Braun owned more sky-scrapers in
that California u(y than any other
individual.”

Braun was condmtmg his drug
store here at the Sgcond street build-
ing since owned by Doss, The latter
had a drug Lusiness in building on
West Second now occupied by the |
Broadway Cafe,

“John, I am going to make a trade
with you,” Braun is-quoted as having
gaid as the two friends told each
other godd bye in the drug store
hegre 47 years ago. “If 1 ever need
a j?) and you have one, you will give
‘it o me and if you ever need a job
and I have one, you will get it.”

That was the last
time Doss and Braun met until 21
years 'ater when Mr. Doss was vis-
iting in Los Angeles.

BUREAU RECORDS INDIGATE

Baby Born Every 4 Minutes
With Grim Reaper Taking
Half That Ratlo

A new bnby every 4 minutes, 320
every day, 10,100 a month—that’s
the record of Texas, who showed
121,608 births registered with the
State Bureau of Vital Statisties in
1934. This total carries an increase’
of 8,800 over 1933, when 112,669,
the greatest number of births ever
registered ‘with the Bureau in any
year, were registered.

The 1934 records showed an ex-
cess of 57,956 births over the total
deaths, Last year in Texas  there
were 63,5662 deaths recorded, or one
death every 8 minutes, 174 each day,
or 5,296 per month. Or putting it
another way, about two babies are
‘born .in Texas each time a death oc-
curs in the State. o
The Bureau of Vital' Statistics is
a part of the Texas State Depart-
ment of Health and is charged with
the duty of seeing that every birth
and death occurring in the State is
properly filed and registered. . Such
records are known as vital statistics)
because the information contained is

of vital importance to the persen
himself, the community, and the
State.

Mitchell county registered a better
record than the State average as to
‘the number’ of* births as compared
with deaths during the year. There
were 462 babies born in the county
during 1934, compared to 154 deaths.

Several deaths reported in this
county last year were children, some
of whom died at birth, records of the
registrar discloses, There were few
sets of twins born during the year.

“has submitted the following rather
comprehensive definition by the out-
standing authority, Irvin 8. Cobb.”
