Purpose of the march on Washing-
ton is to impress members of congress
and administration leaders that pro-
ducers of one of the Nation's basic
crops face severe reverses unless the
AAA is preserved. Recently it de-
veloped that financial interests and
“big business” in the East were unit-
ed in attempt to break down the act
through strong lobby and ° other
sources at the capitol,

Whulfjen, designated as chairmsat
of the Mitchell county delegation,
was one of the first planters to
register protest when rumors reached
here that special interests would at-
tempt to destroy the law. In addi-

- tion to his extensive farm holdings,

Waulfjen is president_of the Farmers
Gin Company, among the larger gin
corporations doing - business in the

county.
Barber is member of the director-
ate, West Texas Cotton Growers

asociation and the other three men
listed have been prominently asso-
ciated with cotton production here
for years.

The mysterious cause of “lo€oism,”
a malady that causeés animals in West
Texas and other States to act insane
after eating the loco weed, has been
discovered by scientists, of Texas
Agricultural Experiment Station.
Loco is the Spanish word for ingane.

Practical means of controlling this
hazard to live stock, which usually is
on overstocked ranges and under
unfavorable grazing conditions, wili
require further study, however, the

station pointed out.

Dr. G. S. Fraps, chief chemist, and
E. C. Carlyle of the Texas station,
working in co-operation with Dr.
Frank P. Mathews of the Loco Weed
Research Laboratory at Alpine, have
finally isolated the poizonous prin-
ciple of the loco weed, which Dr.
Fraps has named locoine. The Al-
pine laboratory was set up several
years ago by the United States
Bureau of Animal Industry and the
Texas station to study this poison
which has cost. Texas ranchmen
thousands of dollars in past seasons.
The discovery resulted from the
separations of the extract by various
chemical methods and testing each of
the separations to determine whether
it carried the toxicity. Each time the
harmless portion was disearded and
a further separation made of the
simple but lengthy process of making
part carrying the poisonous principle,
until the cause was isolated.

The tedious and costly process,

which usually requires three or four

months of feeding to animals, was

simplified by using cats instead of
largér domestic animals. Rabbits and
other small animals do not appear to
be affected by the poison.

Locoine is related to alkaloids nnd
forms salts with acids, the scientists

report. Locoine tartrate has been
prepared as miscrosfopic crystals.
Locoine tate, citrate and chlo-
ride also have been prepared.

In addition to the chemical studies,
Dr. Mathews has been doing experi-
mental work at the Alpine laboratory
to determine the nature and extent of
the injuries sustained when grazing
animals consume this week.

Horses ‘are more susceptible to the
poison than cattle, sheep and goats,
he found, as well as that the dry
plant is as poisonous as the green
weed.  For horses only about 30 per
cent of the animal’s body weight in
green loco plants will cause death,
but for cattle 90 per cent of the ani-
mal’s weight in plants is required to

produce the first symptoms of loco- .

ism and much more to cause death.

Dr. Mathews also found that when
concentrates are added to the ration
less loco plant is required to produce
a critical stage of locoism, but he
found that the toxic principle of the
plant is not excreted with the milk,
Texas Station Bulletin No. 454 re-
ports his preliminary experiments and
discusses the symptoms of the poi-
soning.

PRAIRIE DOGS STARVING
DUE TO CONTINUED ARID
STATE OF Tf.XAS RANGE

Prairie dogs i- West Tom ranges
are starving to death, probably due
to effect of the severe sand and dust
storms, combined with continued
drouth in many lrm of the terri-
tory, John M. Hill, Jr., of San An-
gelo, district &logm for the U. 8.
Biological survey, states in a recent
report to this newspaper.

Twenty of the burrowing animals
diminished to mere ‘skin and bone,
were found dead the other day on
the Boles ranch in Tom Green coun-
ty, he said. Several of the animals,
too near death to escape, were cap-
tured on the U-Bar ranch.

The Federal official stated that he
did not have record of any prairie
doge in Mitchell‘county.

RECRUITING
BY ARMY POSTS IN AREA

The War Department hds ordered
army recruiting officers to resame
recryiting for the regular army, af-
ter a suspension of three months.
Two hundred’ recruits are wanted at
once for the garrison at Fort Bliss,
Texas, and over eight hundred more
will be needed when the increase
takes effect in July. Troops at Fort
Bliss are mostly cavalry and field ar-
tillery, with a sprinkling of quarter-
master, medicos, signal men and
ordnance.

Recruits must be at least five feet
four in height and of corresponding
weight, and must be in first class
physical condition. They must be un-
married and must have no one de-
pendent on them for support. They
must be men of good character and
must be over gighteen years of age.
Character must be testified to by at
least two well known and reputable
citizens of the gommunity. If under
twenty-one years old, age and con-
sent to enlistment must be sworn to
by parents. (Blanks for character
and age may be gecured at any army
recruiting office). In, addition, the
educational test js the equivalent of
about the eighth grade in sehool.
The main recruiting office for this
district is loea at Fort Bliss, Tex-
as. Branch es are at El, Paso,
Big Spring, Lubbock, Texas,
Clovis, New Mgxico, and Phoenix,
Arizona.

Applicants feoxr enlistment must
make their own way to the b
offices. Then, if they pass the pre-
liminary examingtion that is givén by
the sergeant, they can be sent at gov-
ernment expense to. Fort Bliss.
