“Mrs., Nelle 45. wife of
E. C. Harvey, well-known oil oper-
ator of Wichita Falls and Dallas, is
back at home here after almost six
months spent in various Texas jails
and after being tried in District
Courts in three Texas counties, found
guilty in each trial and sentenced to
nine years in the Texas penitentiary,
all the outgrowth of one of the
strangest cases of mistaken identity
ever unfolded in Texas.

“Climax to this strange trail of
circumstances that hovered over an
innocent Wichita Falls woman,
threatening one of the gravest in-
stances of miscarriage of justice ever
recorded, came in the State peniten-
tiary of Arkansas at Collegeville,
near Little Rock, Sunday. Within
those grim walls another woman, re-
sembling in many ways the woman at
that time held in jail at Marlin under
