wildlife; to propogate and stock game
as necessary to increase the supply.

passing in violation of state laws and |
association regulations; to provide !

AN EDITORIAL .

There's a sirong possibility,
feared by every candidate con-
cerned, as well as many veters,
that Saturday’s election will be an
unfair one. Only the: gqualified
voters of Mitchell and other coun-
ties can prevent its being so—
and they can do this by the simple
process of remembering to vote.

No worthwhile candidate wants
to be putl into office or kept out
by a minority vote. As one candi-
date said, “If I'm kept out of
office, T want to feel that most
of the people really wanted the
other fellow. If I go in, I want to
know that I'm backed by the
majority of the voters. I don't
want to hold office, or lose it,
through the will of the minority.”

Put yourself, for a moment, in

If you will,
the chances are that you'll make
a special effort to get your vote
into the Saturday count,

These candidates have been
laboring wunder difficulties ever

WASHINGTON. — The generally
dry cycle that "lasted from 1930
through 1936 may be at an end, ac-
cording to J. B, Kincer of the U, S,
Weather Bureau. He bases his pre-
diction on pientiful rains this year
{ollowing those in 193,

This suggests the possibility,”
Kincer said. “that the long drouth
has spent itself and that the years
immediately ahead may bring more
abundant rainfall to the country.”

He compared the 1930-36 drouth
with the one that extended from
sbout 1886 through 1895. Following
that period of deficient moisture
came a series of years—1896 through
1909 —when rainfall was generally
abundant. ‘

The first half of 1938 was olt-
standing for it precipitation. About
80 per cent of the United States had
more than normal rainfall. The
country as a whole averaged 12 per
cent above normal. All states, ex-
cepting the tier extending from New
York to Florida, and Louisiana and
North Dakota, and Washington had
above normal rainfall.
