WASHINGTON NOYES,

A SPECIAL says that Dr. Campbell, the
American C‘:nul at Monterey, Mexico, re-
cently went to Laredo, Texas, and left the
Consulate in charge of Rev. Shaw. One
night after he left the American Consul’s
office was entered by a mob of Mexicans
end Rev. Shaw, acting United States Con-
sul at Monterey, was attacked and beaten
nearly to death. The furniture and papers
belonging to the Consulate were destroyed.
The information created a profound sensa-
tion at Laredo. '

Ture Surgeon General of the Marine Corps
recently received an official dispatch from
Vera Cruz, Mexico, that yellow fever pre-
vails with unusual severity in that’city.
Ninety deaths occurred in May; 2061 in
June; and 144 up to date (the 18th) in July.
The number of new cases are diminishing,
especially amongst the shipping, for want
of material. Surgeon General Hamilton
said no case of yellow fever had as yet ap-
peared on the shore in the United States,
and he believed the precautions taken will
prevent its ingress beyond quarantine
limits. o

In the*Criminal Court at Washington on
the 18th, Judge Wylie delivered an opinion
upon the pleas in abatement by the defense
and the demurrer entered by the Govern-
mént in the case of the United States
against William P. Kellogg, charged with
illegally receiving money while United
States Senator for action in connection
with the expedition of certain star routes.
The court overruled the plea of defend-
ant’s attorney.

AT noon, Washington City time, on the
19th, was inaugurated the most extengdive
strike in the history of this country. For
some time past there has been dissatisfac-
tion between the Western Union telegraph
operators and the company, growing out of
what the aperators declared was too small
pay and too many hours work. The opera-
tors made a demand for a redress of their
grievances to which ‘the company refused
to accede. The Brotherhood of Telegraph
Operators accordingly ordered a strike, and
promptly at noon on the day mentioned
most of the operators in every office in the
United States and Canada left their desks
and walked out, The Brotherhood is said
to number 13,000 members, well organized
and backed by the Knights of Labor, an-
other powerful organization.

"The Next Presidential Campaign.

About this time four years ago the Re-
publican family was badly divided on
the third“term quéstion, and each side
was vigorously preparing for the ‘‘bat-
tle royal"” which occurred at Chicago.
The high enthusiasm and thorough or-
ganization of the third-termers seemed
to promise an easy victory, and their
organs talked as glibly of what the new
Administration would be and do as if
Grant’s nomination and election were a
foregone conclusion. This *‘counting
of chickens before they were hatched
continued up to the day the National
Convention met, and not until the neck
of the hen had been duly and truly
wrung did the third-termers wake up to
a realizing sense of their obstinate folly
and its consequences. Even then they
could not or would not understand the
disastrous defeat, and
persisted in attributing to ‘‘treachery
and fraud” what was simply the logical”
result of eight years of Grantism. So,
instead of accepting defeat gracefully
and shaking hands with the victors,
they grumbled and growled, kicked
and cursed, and finally were only
whipped into the traces by the dread of
Democratic success. But they never
forgot nor forgave those who had
spoiled . their plans and compelled
them to eat humble pie, and dur-
ing Garfield’s brief term his bit-
terest assailants were the men without
whose efforts and influence he never;
The pecu-;
liar circumstances of his death tempo-
rarily suspended hostilities, but these
were renewed before “‘the funeralbaked
meats’’ had grown cold. What the
ballot box did not do for the Stalwarts,
the assassin’s bullet did; and they at
once proceeded to make the most of
their unexpected luck. As soon as Ar-
thur had laid aside his mourning gloves
and note paper, he dismissed all the
members of the Garlield Cabinet (-xmr‘n
Lincoln, who happened to be the only
Stalwart that Gartield had admitted to
his conneil board. When the big heads
had dropped into the basket the little
ones followed, and very few anti-Stal-
warts are now feeding at the public
¢rib, save in cases. where the oflice is
not worth having. So matters went on
until the Administration candidate for
Governor of New York was buried be-
veath a hundred thousand Democratic
mnjm‘it{y; the Republican ticket else-
where faring little better. Since then
Arthur has “gone slow,” and the Stal-
warts have contented themselves with
occasional thrusts at their enemies, by
way of reminding them of the wrath to
come.  There has been no compromise,
and the two factions are practically as
wide apart to-day as when the third-,
téerm business fell at Chicago never to
rise again.

It remains to be seen how the family
fend will be patched up for the ulpproach-
ing Presidential campaign. It is evi-
dent that no man who was conspicuous
and active in beating Grant in 1880 can
be nominated with the consent of the
Stalwarts in 1884; and equally evident
that no man conspicuous and active in
pushing Grant can be nominated with
the consent of the anti-Stalwarts. As
it will be hard to find a Republican of
any considerable prominence and popu-
larity who did not commit himself with
more or less emphasis to one side or the
other, the selection of an available can-
didate will not be an easy task, and the
chances for a good deal of Republican
bad blood before and during the Con-
vention are encouraging, Blaine an-
nounces himself as out of the President-
ial ring, and it is certainly time he was;
but as he has plenty of friends to re-
ward and enemies to punish, his power
is sure to be felt when the opportunity
arrives. On the other hand, there is
Conkling, soured and surly, waiting to
“get even’’ with his rebellious subjects
in New York, and determined to have a
candidate of his own stripe or make
things live{y for the party. Logan and
Cameron, too, are on the war-path and
will take several scalps before the fight
is over, even if they lose their own; so
that from present appearances an ocean
of il will be required to smooth the
troubled waters sufficiently to insure the
Republican ship safe and happy sailing.
Meanwhile, we may observe, the Re-

ublicans have given n,\xg all hopes of
grcaklng the solid South, aad the ex-
eriment so fragrantly illustrated by

Iahone and Chalmers is a confessed
failure. So thie probabihties are that
the Southern delegates to the Conven-
tion will be treated with much less con-
sideration, and have much less weight
than in 1880; which must; to sorme ex-
tent, assist the anti-Stalwarts. How-
ever, the full strength of the Admninis-
tration is likely tobe thrown into the
opposite scale, thereby restoring the
balance and leaving the forces of the
belligerents nearly or quite equal,
which means a sharp contest, in which
no quarter is given or asked.

T‘Lough Democrats are not as united
as they ought to be, their union is com-
plete and hearty compared with that of
the Republicans, and the points of dif-
ference can and will be easily recon-
ciled. If the party will cut loose from
self-appointed leaders, treat \}'ith con-
tempt the dictatorial advice of self-ap-
pointed organs, reaflirm its old princi-
ples for an all-sufficient platform, and
nominate a ticket which unmistakably
represents these principles, a Demo-
cratictrinmph next yearis assured. All
the signs now look that way, and noth-
ing but great and inexcusable blunders
can neutralize the effects of Republican
dissension and demoralizationand drive
victory from the Democratic banners,—
St. Lowis Republican.

He urges the payment of claims and
pensions from a single county amount-
ing to a greater sum than was the taxa-
ble wealth of this county when slavery
subsisted. He is thus a claim-agent,
directly or indirectly, for two-thirds of
the people he represents, and each of
his clients support him that he may have
protracted opYorumities for the collec-
tion of their claims. Public morals are

CEORCE BALCH.

“Giye honor to whom honor 1s
due,” is appropriate to the subject
of this sketch.

George Balch, the present Sher-
iff of this county, first saw the
light of day in the County of
Niagara,in the State of New York,
in the year 1833, Frem there he
moved to Illineis, and was ona of
the much abused “Lincoln men,”
of that Sate—a band of men, few
1n number at the time, but ulti-
mately destined to bring about the
solution of the great problem of
the age—the abolition of human
slavery.

In 1856 Mr. Balch headed a
band of 250 men, pledged to the
principles of abolition, and came
to Kansas to aid John Brown, in
his momorable contest against
fearful odds. In this contest,
which has made the name of Kan-
sas famous, and entitled her to the
proud motto which she bears,
“Through difliculties, to the stars,”
Mr. Balch bore a prominent. part,
and won for himself great credit
as & pioneer of this State.

Among some of the hardy feats
of his life, two deserve special
mention: A

Ho carried the U. S. mail from
Independence, Missouri, to Salt
Lake City, Utah, and made the
trip in the midst of a western
winter, long before railreads in
Kansas were thought of, and acress
what was then called the “Great
American Desert.”  For his
temerity in undertaking such a
fearful journey, his hands and feet
were frozen, resulting in the loss
of one finger. The only wonder
is that he lived to reach his desti-
nation,

In 1859, he walked from Denver,
Colorado, to Lawrence, Kansas,
carrying his food, and killing what
game he could find on the route.
Thuis trip, in that day, and alone
and through hostile Indians and a
desert country, stamps him at
once as & man of courage and
daring.

In the same year (1859) he set-
tled in Chase county, where he
bas continued to reside ever since
as an honored and respected citi-
zon,

When the war broke out he was
ono of the first to join the 5th Kan-
sas cavalry, in which well known
fighting regiment he served hon-
orably through the war. He en-
listed a8 a private, and was mus-
tered out a8 a private, which fact
he is proud of, te-day, having
never laid claim to any empty
title not won on merit—if won at
all—which are so common and
easily aequired when peace has
taken the place of war.

He has espoused the cause of the
peopleé in the unrelenting fight
against monopolies, and during his
term of office he has saved the tax-
payers more money than any other
Sheriff this county ever had. The
people will regret his retirement
from office, when he shall have re-
turned to his farm, away from the
hurry and bustle of actual official
life, and evil-doers witl meet in se-
cret conclave and rejoice when they

to be, but that we are destined for
a higher and nobler life, and such
was the case, last Monday, when
the friends and neighbors of Mr.
Arch Miller and wife, residing a
few miles southeast of this city,
gathered together at his residence
to celebrate the crystal wedding ot
bimsel!f and wife. It had been ar-
ranged that Mr, Miller and his
amiable wite were to go to Mr.
Richard Cuthbert’'s on a visit that
morning, so a8 to completely sur-
prise them, but as 1t was in the
midst of oats harvest Mr. Miller
had to be let into the secret 1n or-
der to get him away from his farm;
but, as to Mrs. Miller, it was a
complete surprise; and when she
got home and saw the crowd and
tound out what was the cause ot
so many of thewr friends being
there, she did not know whether
to cry or laught; but, in order to
express her teelings, we will say
that her heart was filled with inex-
pressible joy. There were more
than one hundred persons present
at tho dinner, which had been pre-
pared during the absemce of Mr.
and Mrs, Miller, and a very pleas-
ant time was had until nightfall,
the dinner having been partaken
of m the orchard near Mr,
Miller’s house. Mr. Miller is one
of the old settlers of this county,
and the old and young settlers will
wish him and his aimable wife
many happy returns of their wed-
ding anniversary.

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KANSAS STATE NEWS.

Important Decisions,

Tae Rajlrgad Commissioners recently
made two important decisions. The first
was in rvelation to switeh charges and was
upon complaint of G. R. Anderson, of Mo-
hon. The decision was that the ‘“*charge of
five dollars per car made by the Missouri
Pacific Railway for the switching of coal
over one-half mile of their track at Fort
Scott, from the junction of the Missouri
Pacific Railway with the Kansas City, Fort
Scott & Gulf Railway, to be transported
over the latter road, is excessive and exorbi-
tant. The Board finds that, for the same
service at the same place, the charge of
fifty cents per car is made for the transfer
of live stock and one dollar per car load
for the transfer of fence posts. The Board
further finds that no éxtra power or force
is employed by the Missouri Pacific Rail-
way to perform this service in addition to
that employed in operating the usual
freight trains on their line.” The Board
decided that not to exceed two dollars per
car was a sufficient charge for such service.
The Board is also “of the opinion that
such switching expense should not
be borne by the shipper, but
that tlie railroadssat points where they

" center and receive freight from connecting
lines should provide such facilities for the
transfer of shipmentsby connections other-
wise as will in noway discriminate agninst
shippers engaged in business on connect-
ing lines of road.”—-The second decision
related to the charges made to shippers
who use elevators and those who do not.
This complaint was from Eudora. The
party complaining in this instance stated
that he was charged on shipments of grain
from Eudora to Kansas City, two cents per
hundred pounds over and above the rate of
grain shipped over the sameline when con-
signed to elevators, His grain was
consigned to  the Zenith mills.
The railroad admitted the charge
and justified it by showing that ‘“‘where
grain is promptly delivered to elevators it
is, as a rule, promptfy disposed of, requires
less switching and less labor in every way
at our Missouri River stations than when
delivered on the track.” The Commission-
ers reviewed the case at some length, and
decided that these considerations presented
a “possible state of things which is likely
to entail great loss on the Company by im-
peding its business, and inconvenience on
the public by abridging the Com-
pany’s carrying facilities, It is,
on many accounts, highly desirable
that shippers should avail themselves of
the facilities provided for therapid loading
and unloading of grain off and on cars, * *
“Besides, it is not fair nor reasonable that
the shipper who, to avoid and save elevator
charge, unloads his grain by methods that
detain the car upon the track atthe place
of delivery for twelve hours should be
charged the same and no more than one
who, by paying for the use of modern
methods, detains the car but one-fourth of
of that time.” The practice of taxing side-
track deliveries by an increased rate on
shipment, the Board said was notsanctioned
by the law. The Commissioners were
of the opinion *‘that the more just method,
and one more in consonance with the spirit
of the law, would be to tax the detention
of the cars by way of demurrage, beyond
such time as the Company shall fix as
reasonable, having reference to all the
facilities available at point of destination.””
In this case the complainant shipped to the
Zenith mill, and it does not appear that he
was chargeable with unreasonably detain-
ing the cars, and the Board thought the
rate of two cents extra in the rate to him
was excessive.

Miscellancous.

In the Methodist Church at Wichita, re-
cently, While Mrs. Lowry, the evangelist,
was painting in glowing colors the wrath
of God, and how he suddenly and without
warning had so often called persons into
his presence, a gentleman in the congrega-
tion fainted, which created an intensely
exciting scene among those present.

FiNpLEY A. BURKE, an aged gentleman,
of Council Bluffs, Iowa, was seriously in-
jured and had a narrow escape from death
by recently falling under the cars of a
Santa Fe train at Topeka. He was dragged
from the track just as the car-trucks grazed
the top of his head.

Burke, who edits a paper at Albuquerque.
William H. Burke is well known to the
newspaper fraternity of Kansas.

G. P. N. SaApLER, of Leavenworth, As-
sistant Engineer of the Missouri Valley
Bridge and Iron Works, while inspecting
the Government building at Topeka the
other day fell a distance of sixteen feet and
was injured to that extent that he was un-
conscious for several hours.

TaE June report of the State Board of
* Agriculture recently issued puts the wheat
area of the State at 1,500,000 acres. The
yield for the State is 26,701,439 bushels.
With shipping wheat added the crop is 27,
956,505 bushels. The crop is about all har-
vested. The corn area is 4,651,042 acres, an
increase of four per cent over 1882, The
State as a whole has as good a prospect fora
corn crop as at this period last year, pos-
sibly a little better. Encouraging reports
come from all sections asto the appearance
of the plant, its wdnderful growth, the
superior stand and excellent color. The
sat crop is estimated at 28,265,193 bushels,

THE TELEGRAPHERS’ STRIKE,

About Eight Thousand Members of the
Brotherhood of Telegraphers Forsake
Thelr Instruments—The Strike General
Throughout the Country.

New Yonrk, July 20.
The telegraph operators here have struck.

At precisely twelve o’clock yesterday, Wash-
ington time, several hundred operators in
the Western Union Telegraph room laid
down their utensils and started for
the halls. Superintendent Humstone, who
was present, sald the number
to leave was about what had been expected
from the reports made to the company. In
the operating rooms were stationed several
policemen, and these, together with the of-
ficials who were present, asked the strikers
to move out as rapidly as possible,
and to leave the building. The
operators  who remained at  their
keys did very little work at first, and
were interested spectators. Long lines
of operators were soon filing down stairs,
On their faces were depicted various emo-
tions. The majority were hilarious, but
there were not wanting those whose feat-
ures bore traces of uncertainty and fears
for the future. Many were thoughtful,
and evidently appreciated that the strike
might mean long weeks of idleness, with
a scanty salary. The general feeling
was one of confidence, however, and
determination to win was the catch-word,
As soon as the advance guard of strikers
reached the basement, the hundreds of curi-
ous people, who were there and in the
street about the building, sent up a shout,
thus spreading the mnews. In a .few
minutes mgre a bulletin board
posted the facts, and the long con-
templated and much talked of strike
Lad begun, and was fully known at all news
centers.  There was no disturbance on the
Associated 'ress wires, which tap Wash-
ington, DBaltimore and Philadelphia with
their tributary territory, those wires being
manned by Associated Press telegraphers,
who have made no demand and have no
grievance.

Cnicaco, July 20.

The great strike of telegraph operators
was inaugurated in Chicago at 11:05 yester-
day. The majority of the operators at the
Western Union, Mutual Union, and Balti-
more & Ohio companies left their desks in a
very orderly manner, and were received by
crowds of spectators in the streets with
cheers as they marched along. A geod many
of the lady operators joined the strike. The
sirikers repaired to Uhllich’s Hall, where
they went into secret session. The chief
operators and a few of the men staid in the
operating rooms and managed to keep busi-
ness going. A large number of the officials’
clerks are telegraphers and were at once as-
signed to the operating-rooms, and a score
or more of men from country offices were
taken in to fill the places of the strikers.

Simultaneously with the marching out of
the Western Union men the operators on the
Board of Trade floor quit their instruments
and went out on the street to greet their fel-
low strikers. ‘The Baltimore & Ohio oflice
was also deserted at the same moment.

By twelve o’clock communication was re-
established with Boston, New York, Phila-
| delphia, Toronto, Baltimore, Minneapolis,
St. Paul, Milwaukee, Indianapolis, Cincin-
nati, Omaha, and St. Lowis, which points
are the most important telegraphic centers,
It is understood more men are left in Chi-
cago than in offices east of here.  Almost
none remained in New York., Pittsburgh
had ten at noon, Philadelphia seventeen,
Cincinnati twelve, and Omala sixteen. The
Chicago “‘C. N. D.’s” (commercial news de-
partnient reports) were being sent hence on
four wires, which will aequaint outside
boards of {rade with the condition of Chi-
cago markets_ jin fair shape.

WASHINGTON, July 20,

In this ecity twelve operators are at work
instead of fourteen, the regular number.
Nine of the day force worked through Thurs-
" day, and it is understood five of these prom-
ised to return to work to-day. Twenty men
are employed during the day. At the
American Rapid oftice the manager and
one operator remain on duty and six have
struck. T
= CINCINNATI, July 2).

The telegraphers' strike in the main of-
fice of the Western Union Company here oc-
cirred at 11:30 yesterday. At that hour
the Local Chief of the Brotherhood gave the
signal, three raps on the desk. The signal
was obeyed by all members of the Brother-
hood rising and going immediately out.
There was no confusion, and no excitement.
Only about half a dozen of the working
force remained at their desks. Other oper-
ators will soon be put on.

At the main office of the Baltimore &
Ohio every operator went out, and business
is wholly suspended. 'The same happened
at the main office of the Mutual Union.
On "Change no messages were received or
sent by either of the three companies hav-
ing offices there. At the Western Union
Office a guard was immediately placed to
prevent outsiders entering the operating
room. All operators about the office were
sent to duty up-stairs.

PIrrTsBURGH, Pa., July 20,

The telegraphers’ strike was inaugzurated
at 11:47 Thursday morning. At that hour,
at a given signal, every member of the
Brotherhood quit work, and, coming out of
the several offices, formed a procession, and
marched to their headg¢uarters, where a
meeting was held.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., July 20,

Promptly on 1ceeiviig the signal, viz. ¢
“General Grant drcppe | dead,” two-thirds
of the operators in the Western Union office
left their desks. Tlers are now eighteen
first-class operators ¢n duty and the ranks
are filling up rapidly §

LouvisviLLE, Ky., July 20,

The telegraph operators here all struck at
twelve o'clock Thursday, Washington time.
The Baltimore & Ohio office is deserted.
Of over thirty in the Western Union, only
four remained, but five additional have al-
ready been secured, and more will come.
The Western Union say they will transact
all the necessary business.

CLEVELAND, O, July 20,

At nineteen minutes before noon all the
Western Union operators, except five, left
their keys and struck. The Western Union
is steadily filling vacancies at operating
tables, accepting all business as presented,
and expects to be in usnal working condi-
tion in twenty-four hours. The American
Rapid Office is closed to business. The
Mutual Union foree is not affected.

81, Louvis, Mo., July 20.

Fifty-four of the seventy-five operators of
the day force on duoty in the Western Un-
fon left their Instruments promptly at twelve
o'clock Thursday, Washington time. The
force now in the office numbers about fifty,
and business is moving with reasonable ce-
lerity.

lZShirred Eggs: Butter a dish and
break into it a number of eggs, taking
care that they do not encroach u[)on
each other enough to break the yolks.
Sprinkle pepper and salt over them, put
a small {)iocc of butter upon each, and
add a table-spoonful of cream for each
egg. Bake in a hot oven until the
whites are set.—N. Y. Times.

—A writer says in the Country Gen-
tlernan: My experience with the use
of paris green for rose bugs on grape
vines was pleasant last summer. I used
a teaspoonful in a pail of water, and re-
peated it after heavy rains. It cleaned
the vines of bugs, and did not injure
the vines in-the least.”

—The tin cans in which fruits, vege-
tables and meats are preserved are, as a
rule, carefully made with a view to pre-
vent any contamination of their con-

tents with poisonous materials, the
main danger being from the solder,

which contains lead. The Manufac-
turer's Gazetle says: ** If there were any
trouble we should hear more complaints
than we do now, and we must conclude
that the tin cans in common use are, to
all intents and purposes, harmless.”

—When meal is fed plain to cows
they often pass it with but half diges-
tion, or in this shape it is apt to pass
into the intestines without being re-
turned with the cud to be remasticated.
This ereates a loss, and to prevent it mix
the feed with wet cut hay, straw, fodder or
other coarse feed. It is said that meal
fed dry, if not mixed with rough feed,
will be better masticated than when it
is fed wet.— Prairie Farmer.

—Jelly rolls are delicious made from
this recipe: Three eggs, half a cup of
butter, one cup of flour, one and a half

teaspoonfuls of baking powder, two-

thirds of a cup, of pulverized sugar, a
little salt, bake in shallow pans—adrip-
ping-pan, well buttered, is good for this
purpose: put in the dough tillitis about
walf an inch thick: take it earefully from
the tins when baked and lay on acloth;
spread jelly evenly over it with a knife;
roll while hot; if this is not done the
cake will erumble.—Boston Transeript.
—In curing clover, the sun onlyis
neccessary to wilt it afterentting. When
this is well done the clover should be
ut in cocks, small at the base, but as
high as they can be well made. The
cocks may be tramped some in making
them. In aday or two they become
hot within and must be opened out, but
not until all dew and rain has dried off.
Take the cocks down in flakes without
shaking to pieces and expose to the sun.
After being thus exposed for an hour or
two, the clover ecan be removed to the
stack or mow. KEach layer in the stack
should have a light sprinkling of salt.

Poultry Diseases.

Canker in fowls should not be neg-
lected, for it is often a forerunner of
roup in its worst form. Chlorate of
patash will be found to be an effectual
remedy for all except the very worst
cases. Put a pinch of the dry powder
on the canker spots and keep the fowl
from water for an hour or so. Two or
three applications will generally effect a
cure. In bad eases touch the spots with
a stick of lunar eaustic, and give a weak
solution of alum or of chlorate of potash
to drink.  Chlorate of potash is a cheap
drug and can be obtained in }mwdurcd
form at any drug store. Keep fowls that
have canker apart from the rest of the
flock, and thoroughly cleanse all drink-
ing vessels, feed boxes, ete., before they
are again used for other fowls. Bumble
foot 18 a wart corn, a lump on the bot-
wom of the foot, and is usually caused
oy jumping from a high perch to a hard
floor. When the lump appears to con-
tain matter, ent it open, press the mat-
ter out, wash the foot with warm castile
soap-suds, and kegp the fowl in a sepa-
rate coop on a bed of straw until the
foot is well. To prevent this, put the
roosting perches nearer the floor, or
cover the floor with four jor five inches
of dry earth, or else mak& a ladder for
the use of the fowls. When you see a
fowl that is crop bound going around
with a crop that looks larger than it
ought, catch it, and if the crop is hard

and swollen you may conclude that there.

is some obstruction in the passage from
the erop to the stomach. Poursome warm
water down the throat and then knead
the crop gently until the contents seem
soft; then hold the head down and the
bill open and work at the crop a
few minutes longer; after which give a
tablespoonful of castor oil and shut the
fowl up without food for twelve hours
or longer. If this course of treatment
does not benefit the fowl, cut open the
crop and remove the contents with a
teaspoon handle. Make the cut, which
should be about an inch long, near the
top of the crop. After the crop has
been emptied, oil the finger and pass it
carefully as far as possible down the
passage to the stomach. Lastly, sew
up the cuts, but don’t sew all the edges
together; take two or three stitches in
the cutin the crop and then sew up the
outer skin separately. Keep the hen
on soft cooke(ll) food, and but little of
that, and away from the other fowls for
a week or so. Give no drink for two
or three days after the operation. In
making the cut be careful not to injure
any ldrge blood vessel. When a hen
mopes around with hanging wings, ap-
pears in distress and goes often to the
nest, but does not lay, she’s egg-bound,
and the first treatment should be a large
dose, say two tablespoonsful of castor
oil. 1f this does not give relief within a
reasonable time, inject sweet oil into
the oviduet. This is the season of the
year that your poultry must be watched
and well attended to. Be careful in
setting your hens: give them a good
clean nest in a quiet, partially darkened
place, and keep them well fed and their
warters clean and free from vermin.

atch the young broods and give them
suitable diet and a change of it, plenty
of water and a little extra attention.
When quite young, feed often, but do
not throw too much feed to them at
once. To give more than they will
readily eat is wasteful and does more
harm than henefit to the fowls, Sue-
cess with your poultry will depend
largely upon the care and attention that

In a Whirl of Water.
