IN speaking of pauper immigration to

The cerrespondence between ex-Con-
oressman Dezendorf, of Virginia, and
Secretary Chandler, of the Navy De-
partment, recalls to mind the electoral
fraud of 1876.

Three years ago William Mahone be-
came a conspicuous figure in politics.

With spe-
cious promises of light taxes, good
times and liberal subsidies, he won upon
the ignorant negroes of the State and
got himself elected to the United States
sScnate.

THE FIERY FIEND

Visits Cottonwood Falls and Lays
Nineteen Business Houses
in Ashes,

Destroying over $50,000 Worth of
Property, in Less than
two Hours,

About One-fourth of Which was Cov-
ered by Insurance.

Details of Losses and Insurance.

Notes and Incidents.

Abeut half past one o'clock, last
Friday morning, a most disastrous
fire broke out in this city, which de-
stroyed all the west side ot Broad-
way, from Main to Friend streets,
an entire square, exoept Music Hall,
a stone building, all et which other
buildings were frame, one and two
stories high, and occupied as busi:
ness houses, though a portion of
some of them were eccupied by fam-
ilies, some of whom barely made
their escape, especially the family of
Mr. M. M. Young, whose wife was
lying quite ill at the time, and the
shock ot which came nearly proving
fatal to her, but who is now improv-
ing.

The fire originated in the rear of
Jake Hornberger's furnitare store,
but how it began is wnknown, as
there had been no fire in that build-
10g since neon the previousday, and
that was 1n a coal-oil stove Mr.
Hornberger had been using for melt-
ing glue; though it is very generally
believed to bhave been the work of
an incendiary, and no stone should
be left unturned in ferreting out the
facts in the case and bringing the
guilty party to justice.

The fire had reached the adjoining
buildings almost before the town
was aroused, and so rapidly did 1t
spread north and south, that there
was no power on earth to stay it,
and by three o'clock, that morning,
the principal buisiness square of our
tewn was mothing but a mass of
burning debris and a leng line of
smouldering ruins te show where
nineteen business houses had stoed
the previous day.

The night was very calm, there
being but a shight breeze from the
west, which began about the time
store building, and bad 1t not been
for this fact, there might have heen
much more property destroyed than
there was,

Men, women and children werked
with an earnest in carrying out goods
and packing water, that showed
that our town is fillled with moble
hearts and generous hands, and to
this may be attributed the fact that
much property was saved that oth-
erwise might have been destroyed.

Scarcely had the morning dawned
before the burnt out merchants were
hunting temporary quarters in which
to continue their respective busi-
ness, and now the business of this
town is moving right along. Near-
ly all the business men are making
arrangements to rebuild, and what
now looks lixe a sad calamity may
prove a blessing to the place, 1n
its being rebuilt with a better class
of buildings; and, for this reason,
and as every merehant has more or
less due him, parties indebted to
them should come torward and pay
up immediately, thus showing that
they are worthy of the comfidence
placed in them.

Information About Dees,

soft

A correspondent of a foreign paper
writes: Many persons will just now
purchase swarms and commence bee-
keeping: it is, therefore, essential that
they should know something of the
natural history of bees. We can calcu-
late by the weight of the swarms the
number of bees, as the “anthorities™ al-
low five thousand bees to the pound. The
hive will then consists of queen, work-
ers, and drones. The queen lays all the
eggs, from which the inhabitants of the
hive are produced. She deposits from
two to three thousand daily for weeks
in succession. The workers perform
the essential duties, such as comb build-
ing, brood raising, and honey gathering.
The drones are the m#ldes, and their ap-
proach at the swarming season for the
fertilization of young queens is a wise
provision of nature. They gather no
honey, and are driven from the hive
during the month of August, when their
services are no longer required. Honey-
comb consists of six-sided cells made
from wax, which is not gathered, but
elaborated from honey by the bees.
Five worker cells measure one inch
across, and in these honey and pollen
are stored and worker bees pr«,ullm-ml‘
The drone cells measure four to the
inch, and in these the drones are raised.
The cells in which the queens are raised
hang like acorns upon the side or end
of the combs, and sometimes as many
as twelve or fourteen may be found in a
hive at swarming time. When a hive is
deprived of its queen, previous to the
introduction of a foreign sovereign, and
fearing that her majesty may not be
favorably received, the beekeeper must
be careful to cut out all queen cells save
an open one, on which he may cage the
new queen, as, when liberated after
forty-eight hours’ confinement, the bees
imagine she has just emerged from the
vacant cell, and acknowledge her author-
ity at once. The queen no doubt lays
all the eggs: but they must be kept
warm by the bees until they produce
tiny white grubs, which hatch out at
the end of three days, and are then fed
by the nurses with a mixture of honey,
pollen and water; when full grown, |
the end of six days, they are sealed over
with a brownish cup of wax and pollen
mixed together. Fn twelve days they
emerge from their incarceration perfect
bees, thus occupying the cell for twenty-
one days; first three daysin the egg
state, six as an unsealed grub, anc
twelve in a state of gquictude ensconced
within the cell. Drones pass through
like changes, but require twenty-five
days to complete the transformation
from an egg to a perfect drone. The
drone brood may at any time be known
by the size of ‘their cells and their con-
vex cappings. Bees can raise queens
from eggs destined to become worker
bees, provided that drones are abroad
to mate with the young queens. Should
this occur when no drones are about,
all their efforts would be in vain, as the
eggs deposited by such a queen would
produce nomne but drones, even the
eggs laid in worker cells would produce
miniature drones, and the hive go to
ruin.  Although the queen is much
larger and more fully developed than
the worker, she arrives at maturity in
five days’ less time, and she hatches
out in about eight days after bein
sealed in. Thedose of royal jelly which
she receives is said to hasten on the
transformation scene. The queen lives
five years, but the worker’s life in sum-
mer does not exceed two mouths, but
the bees hatched out in autumn live till
the following spring. Drones are to be
found in May, but are driven out of the
hive before the end of August, and their
nervous nature prevents them returning
to the hive, hence they die at once.  As
we advance in the practice of bee-keep-
ing, we must avail ourselves of the in-
ventions of modern science, such as bar
frame hives and comb foundation, as
much valuable time is saved in their
employment,

A GREAT CALAMITY.

Forty-Seven Out of an Audience of Only
Ninety Perish in a8 Burning Theater at
Dervio, 1taly.

Loxpox, June 26,
The intelligence of a frightful calamity
at a place of mnuse’ment in Dervio, on the
shore of Lake Comno, has just been received.
While a performance was in progress at a

puppet theater the structure took fire and |

was entirely destroyed. Forty-seven per-
sons lost their lives and twelve others were
injured.

The performance was given in a small
hall over a tavern. Ninety men, women
and children composed the audience. A
Bengal light was used to represent fire.
Sparks from this ignited a quantity of straw
and fire-wood in the adjacent room.

On perceiving the flames the showman
shouted “fire,”” but the spectators thought the
ery was merely a realistic detail of the shoty,
and remained seated. Cries of fire were
soon raised outside the hall. The audience,
thinking an affray had arisen in the strect,
barred the door leading from the hall. They
did not discover their mistake until the
fiames burst into the room.
had been extinguished, forty-seven charred
corpses were found near the table, ineluding
he bodies of the showman und his wifle.
The greater number of the remains
are those of women and children. The
wounded were hurt by leaping through win-
dows. A child was flung out of a window
by its mother, and fell upon a pile of straw.
