MUCH IRRIGATION.
Tbe eubjsot of irrigation ie at­

tracting great interest in this 
eection now and the time is in • 
far distant when all of the irri­
gable land in this and adjoining 
oounties will be und< r irrigation. 
It has been known for a long 
time that irrigation was a paying 
system, but only reoently have 
our people taken hold of it to 
any considerable extent. Some 
large and valuable irrigation 
plants in this oounty have been 
in operation for a year or more. 
Among those who have irrigation 
plants are thi Big Valley Canal 
and Irrigation company, J. H 
Randolph, J. W Perkins, Henry 
Ezzsll, T. J. and F. P. Young, 
while L F. Harvey, Wm, Wil­
cox. Joe Curtis, er., and D. 8 . 
Warner are among those who 
irrigate a part of their orope.

C. C. Yarborough, H, G.

The prioe of 
ootton at onoe dropped to the 
bottom—or so far down that it 
gave those holding ootton a bad 
oaee of "blues ”  Talk was gen­
eral that the prioe would con­
tinue low aod that thoee who 
were holding ootton had lost 
heavily aod should sell at onoe 
to prevent further lose. The 
market soon reaoted from the 
cffeot of tbe heavy estimate and 
prices have been slowly increas­
ing einoe. It hae now developed 
that there was an error in oalou- 
lating the estimate and that in 
reality the figures should be 1 1 ,- 
662,000. Even these figures ap­
pear to be too high and we of th-f 
ootton growing states will con­
tinue to hope for an ’increased 
price and many b*J,iev® cotton 
will sell for 10 os*'1*,9 a pound in 
Ooldthwaite by Christmas.
