WASHINGTON NOTES.
G e n e r a l  Ch a r l e s  E w in g , brother-in ' 

law  of Genera] Sherm an, died in W ashing­
ton the o ther day.

A s s ist a n t  A d ju t a n t  G e n e r a l  R u o o l e s , 
telegraphed  General Crook th a t the  Secre­
ta ry  of the  In terio r cannot receive the  In ­
dian  prisoners a t San C arlos agency. The 
Secretary  says ho w ill endeavor to' take 
care of the children, hu t in his opinion the 
ad u lts should bo held as prisoners of w ar, 
and kep t from  contact w ith  the peaceable 
Ind ians of Arizona. The S ecretary  d irects 
th a t the  prisoners he kept a p a r t, and fed 
out of the  appropria tion  for subsisting  In ­
dian prisoners of w ar u n til he shall receive 
full reports from  General Crook, w ith  any  
recom m endation he m ay have to  nmko upon 
the subject. G eneral Crook, in rep ly  op­
posed keeping the captive Apaches a p a rt 
from  the  o ther Indians.

T h e  Com missioner of Ind ian  AfTnirs has 
authorjzed the In d ian  A gent a t  F o rt-G rif- 
fen, Texas, to allow the Louisville (K y.) 
Exposition to  take to  th a t  placo four or five 
Tonka way Indians, w ith th e  understand ing  
th a t they  shall be p roperly  cared  for.

P r o po sa ls  fo r the purchase  o f o ld  nav y  
vessels stricken from  the reg ister w ill he 
received a t  the  N avy D epartm ent un til 
Septem ber 21.

T h e  T reasu ry  D epartm ent la s t week 
purchased 385,000 ounces o f silver for de­
livery a t  the New O rleans and Philadelphia 
m ints.

T h e  S e c re ta ry  o f  th e  T re a s u ry  h a s  do- 
c idcd  th a t  th e  new  ta r if f  a c t  ab o lish e s  th e  
ex em p tio n  fro m  d u ty  on b ee t su g a r  m a ­
c h in e ry .

T he cost of the  s ta r  route m ail service in 
Louisiana and  Texas fo r the fiscal y ea r 
about to end w as $333,141, a  reduction  of 
$141,078 from  the cost of the  some service 
during  the preceding year.

T h e  Presiden t lias appointed  C ap ta in  S. 
L. Phelps, of the D istric t of Columbia, 
M inister to  Peru , and R ichard  Gibbs, of 
New Y ork, M inister to Bolivia. These ap ­
pointm ents were m ade necessary  by  the 
resignation of P a rtrid g e  and th e  re tu rn  to 
the U nited S ta tes of M anly, who is ill and 
unable to  rem ain  a t  his post.

T H E  EAST.
A r th u r  H. ISl a n e y , the  cashior and 

head bookkeeper of the M assachusetts Loan 
and T rust Com pany, of Boston, has con­
fessed to embezzling $14,090 of th e  com­
pan y ’s funds, owing to  m ining and o ther 
stock speculations.

I n the libel suit, in New Y ork, of A ugust 
Belm ont against John Devoy, ed ito r of the 
Irish Nation, who charged B elm ont w ith 
m isappropria ting  the  funds o f .th a  Irish  
Society the ju ry  re tu rned  a  v e rd ic t of 
gu ilty  w ith a recom m endation to  executive 
clem ency. Belmont seconded the  roepm- 
m endotlon.

T he death sentenco of Joshua Gifford, 
wife m urderer, a t  A lbany, N. Y ., was com­
m uted to life im prisonm ent.

A t  A lbany, N. Y ., the steam boat express 
tra in , owing to n m isplaced sw itch, ran  
into a siding and struck a box car under 
which John  W a lla c e ,m u te r  m echanic, and 
W illiam  H ayner, y a rd in aster of the  Dela­
w are & Hudson Canal Com pany, w ere re  
pa iring  a truck . The two m en were killed 
and the engine wrecked.

W il l ia m  T. Cook & Co., straw  goods 
m anufacturers, Foxboro, Mass., failed , 
w ith  liab ilities of $200,000.

A  s p e c ia l  m eeting of the  W estern  Nail 
Association was held a t P ittsbu rg , P a ., the 
o ther d ay  for the purpose of considering  
the ad v isab ility  o f c u rta ilin g  the produc- 
tion by the suspension of operations. The 
m atte r w as postponed to  n e x t meeting. 
R eports showed stocks ligh t, dem and good 
and prices unchanged.

A d isp a t c h  from  Provineetow n, Mass., 
sta tes th a t Mate Dunham  and six  o r e ight 
of the  crew  of the  w haling  schooner E llon 
Rtzvah, were lost ilia  w haling voyage. The 
cap tain  and the m ate struck a whale a t  the  
same tim e, and the  m ate’s line becoming 
fouled, his boat w as dragged u n d e r and 
was never seen afterw ards.

T he residence of Ezekiel M. P a tte rso n , of 
New B runsw ick, N. J . ,  w as robbed of 
$12,000 in bonds and gold du ring  the  ab ­
sence of the  fam ily recently .

T H E  W E ST.
T h e  eighth annual convention o f th e  

A m erican Association of N urserym en, 
Florists and Seedsmen met in’ St. Louis 
las t week, the P residen t, ex-L ieu tenan t 
G overnor N orm an J . Coleman, presiding. 
A bout 150 delegates from  various S ta tes 
attended. The T reasu rer’s rep o rt showed 
a balance of $200,074.

A c o nv en tio n  of tho people of Dakota, 
recently  held a t H uron, resolved “ th a t for 
the purpose of enabling  the  people of th a t 
p a r t of Dakota south of the fo rty -six th  
paralle l to organize and form  a S ta te  Gov' 
em inent and mnko application for adm is­
sion in to  the  U nion of S ta tes a  delegate  
Convention is hereby called  to m eet on 
Tuesday, Septem ber 4, 1883, a t 12 o’clock 
noon, for tho purpose of form ing a S ta te  
C onstitution republican  in form  and  doing 
all o ther th ings essential to  p rep are  the 
T errito ry  for m aking app lication  to  th e  
General G overnm ent for adm ission of such 
p a r t o f Dakota as a  S ta te  of the U nion .”

T h e  other day  Prof. E . J .  S tew art, an  
itin e ran t aeronaut, m ade an  ascension in a  
balloon a t  F ayette , Mo., but a lig h tin g  in a  
stream  th a t was swollen, drowned.

W h il e  John  P a rn e y  w as re p a irin g  a  
break in  the electric  lig h t w ires a t  K ansas 
C ity, recen tly , the cu rren t w as tu rn ed  on 
ami tho electric  shock caused his death  in  
a  few m inutes.

C h a r l e s  W in t e r s , ed ito r of the  X enia  
(Ind .) Timm  was p robably  fa ta lly  shot the 
other night. W in ters had  been a rre s ted  on 
the charge of receiving stolen goods and  
threatened to punish the persons causing  
his a rrest. He m et some of them  on the  
street and a  general fight followed, du ring  
which he received n shot in  the side.

T he Chicago express on the Om aha line, 
when near E ast M inneapolis, M inn., the

o ther d ay , ran  off the track , owing to  a 
m isplaced sw itch, and the en tire  tra in , con­
sisting  of the  engine, baggage an d  th ree  
passenger coaches and sleeper, wore de­
ra iled . E ng ineer W in. H arring ton  and  
B aggage M aster Roberts were in s tan tly  
k illed  and  a brakem an nam ed V an d erh art 
w as bad ly  hu rt. I t  was the  first tr ip  of 
th e  eng ineer over the  road. The tra in  was 
ru n n in g  a t  the high ra to  of fo rty  m iles an 
hour w hen th e  accident occurred. A few 
of the  passengers were sligh tly  injured.

F r a n k  V a u g h n , the m oney clerk in th e  
local office o f the A m erican E xpress Com­
p an y  a t  Ind ianapolis, Ind ., who was a r ­
rested  some weeks ago for embezzling a 
$5,000 package, w as recen tly  found g u ilty  
and  sentenced to  the p en iten tia ry  fo r two 
y ears.

T h e  Butto coach, w ith  eight passengers, 
was stopped by road agents a t  Boulder 
M ountain, M ontana, recently , and the p as­
sengers searched and robbed of a ll th e ir  
m oney an d  valuables. The robbers took 
the  trea su re  box. Am ount of contents no t 
known.

C a r e f u l l y  com puted s ta tistics re g ard ­
ing  th e  C alifornia w heat crop make th e  
y ield  50,000,000 bushels a t least. H ad there  
no t lieen ho t northers in the  beginning of 
Ju n e  the crop w ould havo been Oil,000,000.

A r e c e n t  fire a t  Balt Lake C ity , U tah, 
destroyed tho Mormon Council House where 
secret m eetings were held, and  tho Taber- 
naele w as on fire several tim es. H alf a  ton  
of pow der exploded while th e  s treets wore 
crow ded, destroy ing  over $7,000 w orth of 
g las s’ and  in ju rin g  tw elve persons. The 
losses footed up about $75,000.

W h il e  bath ing  in the r iv e r a t  C leveland, 
Ohio, a few days since, Eddie lty d e r, aged 
fourteen, began to strangle, and his b ro th ­
er, C harles H .,a g e d  tw enty-nine, jum ped  
in to  a ss is t him . Both were drowned.

A n o th er  attachm en t w a s  filed against 
P e te r  McGeoch’s W isconsin p roperty . I t  
was by  George E. E ldridge, N athaniel S. 
Jones an d  C harles J .  S inger, who m ade a 
dem and for $1)3,400.

T he o ther m orning Mrs. L. C. Fitch , tho 
w ife of a  p rom inent m erchant of W arrens- 
burg, Mo., cam e to  her death  under v e ry  
pecu liar circum stances. Accom panied by 
a friend  she s ta rted  for a neighboring tow n 
in a buggy. On tho road  the horses be­
cam e frightened and sided. Mrs. F itch  
rose up suddenly  and fell back dead. She 
was only eighteen years old.

I t is reported  th a t bloody resu lts  m ay  be 
expected from  th e  arm y of tw enty-five 
Texas cow boys whom H alvell & • Denny 
have em ployed n ear Caloosa, in the Creek 
Nation. This cattle  farm  is held n ear tho 
Creek lin e ,a n d  the  cattle  are  m ostly grazed 
in th a t section, and ^t is to  p rev en t 
tho Creek officers from collecting a g razing  
tax  th a t the  herders a re  arm ed. A bout 
two m onths ago the  Creek Com missioner 
had im pounded 6,000 ca ttle , in tend ing  to 
hold them  un til the  ta x  was paid , and 
w hile bolding them  w ith a  few herders, 
Denny w ith  a  largo force m ade a charge 
and  drove th e  ca ttle  off. Now tho Creek 
officers a re  holding 400of theseca ttlo  under 
a  strong  guard , and instead  of pay in g  the 
law ful ta x  the  owners have arm ed th e ir  
men and propose to take forcible possession 
of th e ir  stock, and  the  a ttem p t to do th is it 
is said  w ill re su lt in a fight.

T h e  Ohio Dem ocratic S ta te  Convention 
nom inated  Judge  Hoad Icy for Governor.

A t e r r ib l e  explosion occurred recen tly  
a t  the b las t furnace No. 5, N orth Chicago 
ro lling  m ills. Thirty-five tons of m olten 
iron  w as sca ttered  in  ev^ry  direction, and  
tw o men w ere fa ta lly  burned.

B e n ja m in  Old , a farm er seven ty  y eers 
old, liv ing  n e a r A shland , Mo., had  a  bottle 
of chill m edicine p repared  a t  a  d rug  store 
the  o ther day . Not g e ttin g  re lief quick 
enough, he em ptied the en tire  contents of 
the  bottle a t  one dose and died in  fifteen 
m inutes.

W illiam  McCullum  and; W illiam  L as­
key, fo rm erly  em ployes of- Fow ler Bros., 
who in th e  McGeoeh-Fowlor la rd  investiga­
tion  a t  Chicago testified fo r the prosecution 
th a t  Fow ler’s la rd  w as ln rgely  ad u lte ra ted  
an d  subsequently  testified in  behalf of the 
defense th a t  th e ir  form er sta tem en t w as 
fa lse  in every  p a rticu la r and  th a t they  
w ere h ired  by  the  prosecution  for $30 each 
to  m ake such false s ta tem en ts, were nr- 
re sted  and  held  in  bond to answ er tho 
charge of p e rju ry .

A  to rn a d o  recen tly  passed through p o r­
tions of M issouri, doing a g rea t am ount of 
dam age. In  L ivingston CouCty m any 
build ings w ere blown down and fields w ere 
strew n  w ith  household goods and  debris. 
•Edward D. W ilson and th e  w ife of Jack  
W ilson w ere  killed and some tw en ty  p e r­
sons in jured . A t Jefferson  C ity  the roof 
of the G overnor’s m ansion, which w as un 
dergo ing  rep a irs , w as blown off. The now 
cell build ing  of the p en iten tia ry  w as un ­
roofed, a  considerable portion  fell inside 
to  the  ha ll below. C harles G ates,
son  of ex-T reasurer G ates, w as in 
the  h a ll; a  'p lank from  the  falling  
roof s tru ck  him  on the head, knocking 
him  to •the floor, when the  whole of the 
m ass cam e tum blingdow n, com pletely cov­
erin g  him  up. His r ig h t leg w as broken 
an d  his head severely out. Three men 
who s ta r te d  to  cross the  r iv e r were sup ­
posed to have been lost. A t Colum bia the 
sto rm  w as very  severe. Portions of the 
roofs of the  S ta te  U niversity , public school, 
C hristian  Church and  E xchange N ational 
B ank w ere blown off an d  o ther dam age 
done.

W h ile  P h ilip  Bandeau and  M. Odenn 

w ere s tan d in g  under the shade of a  sm all 
p ine  tree  a t  Bay St. Louis, La., recently , 
d isp u tin g  over a sm all account, both wore 
killed  by lightning.

S amuf.l  C a r t e r , ‘ an alleged pension 
agen t, w as a rrested  a t  Louisville, K y., on 
th e  charge of conspiracy  to  defraud  the

Governm ent. He secured $1,900 pension  
for Em ily Johnson in d  a good rich fee for 
him self b y  sw earing  E m ily was h e r  ow n 
m other.

T h e  m onum ent erected by the w om en of 
K ershaw  C ounty, S. C., in  m em ory of th e  
C onfederate dead w as dedicated re c e n tly  
by a  g ran d  m ilita ry  dem onstration, in  
which tw en ty  com panies p a r tie p a te d . 
S en a to rs 'H am p to n  and  B utler a n d  o th e r  
distinguishoil men w ere  present. The cere­
m onies on the  unveiling  consisted of a n  
a r tille ry  sa lu te , ded icatory  p ray ers  a n d  an  
ode by the ladies and  a m em orial o ra tio n  
by S enator Ham pton.

F if t y  m em bers of th e  T ex as L e g is la tu re ,
indicted  some tim e ago for poker playing, 

orsettled  their cases w ithout a  tr ia l ,  by pay­
m ent o f fines and costs.

*Th e  dead body o f  Mrs. Fillm ore Adams 
was found recen tly  in tho woods near 
C harleston, Tenn., w ith her th ro a t cut. 
C ircum stances pointed to her husband as 
the m urderer, and he was arrested .

H a r r y  Mc Co y , a negro, was in a  cabin 
near L ittle  Rock, A rk., recently , w ith two 
colored girls when John  Peoples, aged four­
teen, w ent into the  cabin and asked for 
some bread and  bu tter. The negro ordered 
him out, and  when the  boy again  asked for 
som ething to  eat McCoy picked up a shot 
gun and  k illed him.

T h e  boiler of an  engine a ttached  to  •  
th resh ing  m achine in  R obert W illiams* 
place, n e a r G reenville, 8. C., exploded re­
cently . Seven men were stan d in g  close to 
tho m achine, and  ail were seriously wound­
ed and  blown about tho yard . The en­
g ineer and a  colored m an w ere fa ta lly  
hu rt, and two o thers w ere ex|>eoted to  die.

At C larksville, A rk., Gove Johnson, Jim  
Johnson, McDonald and H erndon w ere 
hanged for the  m urder of Conductor Cain- 
while robbing the  L ittle  Rock & Fort: 
Sm ith tra in  nenr M ulberry last March.

Inn  and the  m ountain  stream s w ere rising  
rap id ly .

CnARi.ES T. G o o d w in , Cashior o f the 
Lake Shore freigh t departm ent, a t  Cleve­
land, O., has been m ysteriously  m issing 
for some tim e. A ud ito r Lelaud said  Good­
win’s accounts w ith tho ra ilw ay  com pany 
are all s tra ig h t, and  friends could no t ac­
count for his d isappearance unless he had 
become insane. L ater reports say  the  body 
of tho m issing m an was foifnd in  the lake, 
he having com m itted suicide

A s p e c ia l  fro m  M atam oras, Mexico, says 
160 R evolutionists a ttacked  C hiautta, 
Mexico, and  carriod  off two officials. Cav 
a iry  pursued and the R evolutionists, being 
pressed, assassina ted  their prisoners. They 
were overtaken by the cav a lry , cu t fp 
pieces and th ir ty  killed.

Ov e r  one thousand deaths, i t  is reported, 
have occurred a t  V era Cruz w ithin the  p ast 
two m onths from  yellow  fever.

A r e c e n t  tornado in the w estern portion 
of Douglas C ounty, Neb., wrecked several 
fram o buildings an d  dam aged a  large 
am ount of p roperty .

A. N. McDonald and  Leonard Lott 
a ttem pted  to  escape through a  second story  
window. McDonald received severe in ­
ju ries, and L o tt w as overpow ered by 
smoke and perished.

Tildeii s health were such that he could 
enter upon the management of the cam­
paign of next year, public sentiment 
would at once concentrate upon that 
statesman as the ideal standard-bearer 
of the Democratic party. Upon this 
point fill reports agree that whilst Mr. 
r. is physically not robust, his intel­
lect tint faculties are as vigorous, ener­

getic and forceful ns when he performed, 
in a most remarkable manner, the duties 
of Governor of New York. His great 
executive genius is unimpaired. His 
utterances show the same clear, strong, 
cogent, rousing power that lias always 
characterized them. He is a man of ex- 
traodinary mental composure, and his 
nerve of brain is such that “ age can not 
wither ” nor bodily feebleness or fatigue 
affect.

There is no occasion for fatal antago­
nisms between the friends of candidates 
in the coming campaign. There is a 
long list from which to select a Presi­
dential leader, and with any one of 
them we will be satisfied, let the choice 
lie Tilden, McDonald, Morrison. Cleve­
land, Hancock, McClellan, Bayard, 
Thurman or any other of like qualifica­
tions. The duty of the Democracy is to 
survey the field, and when the time 
comes do tho best for tiie party. Then, 
we doubt not, there will be perfect 
harmony and thorough co-operation. 
At this distance from the opening of 
the canvass it does not seem that a 
more vitalizing issue can be presented 
than would he embodied in the nom - 
nation of Tilden and Hendrieks. We 
do not share in any such e s t im a te  of 
Mr. Hendricks ns that he would permit 
his name to be used for the purpose ot 
injuring Senator McDonald, or to bo in 
the way of that gentleman in any polit­
ical aspiration; and only would Mr. 
Hendricks be acceptable as completing 
tho ticket with Mr. Tilden. Wore 
there to be a general wish for tlip re­
nomination of the ticket of 1876 we do 
not question that Senator McDonald 
would at. once and cheerfully advise his 
friends to disregard his own interests.

The renomination of Tilden and Hen­
dricks has lately been considerably agi­
tated in Indiana. State Auditor Eiee is 
quoted as having said there are no few­
er than forty-six Democratic newspa­
pers of tiie State in favor of that ticket. 
Mr. Hendricks himself has at last over­
come Ids objection to being a nominee for 
Vice-President: or at least so it would 
seem from an interview with Mr. Turpin, 
editor of the Wabash Courier. The re­
port of the interview is as follows:

Senator Bayard o i l  the Tariff.
W ilm ing to n , Del., May 23,1883. 

Joseph Pulitzer, Esq., New York:
The more important tho question the 

greater the necessity in dealing with it 
gravely and worthily, and anything like 
finesse or the appearance of finesse or 
trick in dealing with such an issue as a 
tarifl’for revciAie or a tariff for the pro­
tection of certain classes of our citizfins 
will greatly weaken the party resorting 
to it.

Quite independent of tho economy to 
the Treasury and incidental* benefit to 
American producers and manufacturers, 
which is to be effected by a higher or 
lower rate of tariff taxation, is the more 
profound question of political right and 
power to lay any public burden upon 
the eniiro people for the benefit,, profit, 
or ‘protection’ of private individuals.

If this claim he admitted as one of 
rigid, then privileged classes do exist in 
this country, and although titles inay 
not be allowed by the Constitution, yet 
all the advantages and privileges of 
rank will be obtained without tho name.

I know of no position more impreg­
nable, and upon which it is more im­
portant for the Democratic party to form 
itslines, than that public property cannot 
be taken for private, use under any pretext.

The Constitution of the United States 
—and of every one of tiie States so 
united—provides for the taking of pri­
vate property for public use only upon 
the rendition of ‘just compensation to 
the owner—but nowhere in this conn 
try, and nowhere where free institu­
tions have recognition can the sovereign 
power take public property for private 
use, or t he private property of A to be 
bestowed upon B, with or without com­
pensation.

Tiie only ground upon which any in­
dividual can be deprived of his property 
is to benefit the community, and when­
e v e r such a n  exigency a rises  he must 
(under our guarantees) be first justly 
compensated.

Tho form  of the exaction is imma­
terial—as much so as the place—and a 
tax collected in the interior, or at a 
man’s residence, or nt tiie seaport ol 
entry and under a tariff' law, .and au 
exciso or direct law—it is all tho same, 
and to he justified must be in the name 
ami for the use of the Government of the 
United States.

With this principle oneo laid down, 
the rate of taxation will be easily 
measured bv the public exigencies, and 
such a spectacle as was witnessed at the 
last session of Congress—of a handful

Sowing Summer Fodder.
There comes a time efery summer, 

during Hie hot and generally dry days 
in August and September, when the 
pastures dry up. Tho grass is close, 
and stock cannot thrive so well as they 
should. It is at tins time when n sup- 

; plemental feed is so much needed that 
green fodder comes in to till a vacant 
place, the same as good rye pasture 

I comes in as a help in the early spring,
: before tho pastures get started sufficient­

ly to give a full feed in the spring. Es­
pecially is this the ease where consider­
able stock is kept and the pastures are 
grazed closely. When this is tho case 
no food can lie given so cheaply and in 
such quantities as corn fodder.

In our owu experience we have oft- 
times found it invaluable, and in the 
East, where land is high, stock is kept 
as much to enrich the soil as for the 
profit in keeping, and it is a necessity 
io raise as much food as possible on the 
smnllest.spacc. To the Western farmer 
a supt>ly of winter fodder is generally 
raised when tie raises a crop of corn, so 
that, generally speaking, to sow corn 
simply for fodder would hardly be 
necessnrv, as he gets all the fodder he 
wants with his corn crop.

Very few Western farmers care to cut 
corn during August and September to 
feed cattle, horses or sheep, preferring, 
if possible, to wait until the corn ma­
tures. To those who want to keep their 
stock growing a supply of corn fodder 
to cut and feed at tins time will be found 
very valuable.

The soil should be rich and as clean 
as possible. Plow well, harrow fine and 
roll, so as to get into a good condition 
as soon as possible, so as to insure a 
quick growth. Sow about one and a 
1 hi If bushels of shell corn to the acre. 
This will sow it very thick. Wiien up 
well it will shade the ground com­
pletely, and if the ground is rich and has 
been put in good condition, the com 
will grow right along, so that by the 
last of Atigti^ it will be all tasscled out, 
and be ready for feed, when it can be 
out and fed out as needed. What may 
be left over can lie cut before a hard 
frost and shucked up, and will make 
good winter feed. There is very little 
if any waste. Stock will eat nearly 
every bit of it tip clean, and so they will 
of the fodder in the winter. Where it is 
raised for winter use alone, we would 
prefer sowing not more than one-half 

Jliis quantity; that is, three peeks would 
be sufficient. Where sown so thick, the 
stalks are very small, and there is little 
or no chance for ears. If sown thinner 
for winter feed, let stand until Septem­
ber, just so as to cut and cure before a 
hard frost; considerable nubbins will be 
made on the corn, which will make the 
fodder more valuable. When sown ex­
clusively for late summer feeding, this 
is no item, and, as a larger amount can 
be grown on the same ground, wo ad­
vise. thick sowing.

On a plot of four acres that had been 
well manured the summer before, and 
then sowed to rye for sheep pasture, the 
sheep kept it down, and the first of 
June it was turned under, harrowed 
twice and rolled, then drilled at the 
rate of one and a half bushels per acre. 
After cutting off and feeding one-third 
of it to stock in August and September, 
we cut and hauled off forty-four tliree- 
iorso loads of good fodder for winter 

use.
Nothing else could havo given any- 

hlngliko the same quantity of feed with 
to small an outlay. But lo get such re­
mits the ground must be made rich by 
liberal manuring.—Chicago Herald.

The Dairy Belt.
This is an old-time phrase. It came 

into use when the impression was cur­
rent that there was but a narrow limit 
to the territory in which dairying could 
lie successfully carried on. It lias no 
significance now, and is fast becoming 
obsolete. It is now known that not only 
good milk, but good butter and cheese, 
can be successfully produced anywhere 
that cows can be kept in a fairly health­
ful condition, and supplied with nutri­
tious and succulent food. It is not 
necessary that the food should he grown 
in any particular climate, or on any 
particular soil, though vegetation is to 
»ome extent modified by both climate 
and soil. Milk and its products iuay 
vary in different localities, and yet be 
equally good. There is no place in tho 
United States so hot or so cold, so wet 
or so dry, that cows will not prosper by 
a little protection from heat and drought 
in one extreme, and from cold and 
storms in the other; and wherever cat­
tle can flourish milk and its products 
are easily attainable of good quality and 
at reasonable cost. It has been taken 
for granted that dairying could not go 
South beyond certain lines, but wher­
ever such lines have been fixed, they 
have quickly been exceeded. Year by 
year the dairy crept further South, till 
Mississippi even is becoming a dairying 
State. Cotton seed, mill feed and soil­
ing with cereals and maize, furnish an 
abundance of client) milk-producing 
fooil in the face of heat anil drouth. 
Some pains may lie necessary lo supply 
water in certain localities, and to pro­
tect cows against heat and flies, but such 
difficulties are generally easily sur­
mounted where thero is a disposition to 
do so.

In crowding the dairy into high lati­
tudes, it lias boon supposed that the 
long, cold winters would consume tho 
products of the shorter summers, and 
make tho production of ntilk an ex­
pensive undertaking, but the experience 
of dairymen in the Far North has proved 
quite as favorable as tlint of their fel­
lows in more lenient skies. The expense 
of long winters is greatly alleviated by 
warm barns, and the sFiorter summers 
are more frequently inters]icrsed with 
showers, and spring and fall seasons 
are too near together to leave room for 
a summer drouth between them, and 
pastures remain fresh and green and 
growing the whole season through—a 
favor which dairymen farther South are 
seldom permitted to enjoy. Where 
land is not very expensive, there is 
nothingwhich eau supply food for cows 
so cheaply and easily as grass, and 
nothing can surpass a fresh and green 
pasture for promoting large yields and 
high quality of ntilk. Thero 5s in green 
pastures no "let up” to the fullest flow 
—no drying down from a midsummer 
drouth to a diminutive mess, to dwindle 
through all the remainder of the season, 
with an unpaying return, Snaking the 
total of a long season less than the fuller 
flow of a shorter term. It lias proved 
with dairying in the highest latitudes it 
has reached, that it is quite as cheap to 
protect a herd against the long winter’s 
cold as against tho long summer's 
drouth, thus leaving open the limits of 
successful dairying, and making the 
American dairy bolt an unmeaning 
phrase.—N ational L ive Stock Journal.

Preserving l’retly Faces.
The desire to improve the appearance 

or preserve her beauty is implanted in 
every woman’s heart. Nothing can lie 
said against t he desire; it is perfectly 
legitimate. But very much eau Jjo said 
against the methods wildly seized upon 
to reach the wished-for end. moder­
ate use of si tuple violet powder for the 
bath or used lightly on the face is not 
injurious to tho skin; it lias a pleasant 
feeling and takes away the glossy look 
front some faces; but chalk and paste 
that are too frequently used give the 
skin an unnatural and painty appear­
ance, and when the folly of using rouge 
on the cheeks is added a pretty face is 
vulgarized., Many Indies have an in­
delicate manner of powdering in public, 
and if you are a careful observer you 
will frequently see a young woman on 
boat or train or in waiting room take 
out a handkerchief with powder in one 
corner and deliberately chalk her face, 
very often before men who are standing 
about. One of the most beautiful 
blondes I ever saw contracted the habit 
of powdering to excess. Her natural 
complexion was exquisite and had no 
need of artificial aid, but she thought it 
added to her appearance and so 
she powdered to such an extent 
that every one noticed it and 
gave Iter no credit for what 
nature had really done for her. A 
proper care of health and diet will 
add the most of anything to one's ap­
pearance, and the laws of health are 
entirely opposed to filling the pores oi 
the skin with chalk and paint that are 
frequently composed of poisonous ingre­
dients which are not only dangerous but 
vulgar.

Mr. Labouchere’s advice to ladies to 
wash their face in very hot water if they 
wish a beautiful skin and no wrinkles 
has been widely read and adopted by 
many women. The complexion, be­
cause it is one of the lirst and foremost 
attributes of feminine beauty, is more 
tampered with, more subjected to every 
conceivable style of treatment than the 
care of the hair, teeth, eyebrows, lasites, 
nails and hands would amount to alto- 
gethcr, if summed up in one. Such 
various treatments of the skin often re­
sult in doing it more harm than good. 
Washing in hot water is undoubtedly 
very beneficial for the skin in certain 
cases, but with all due respect to La- 
bouchere, it is not to be recommended 
universally. It is self-evident that each 
typo requires a treatment particularly 
adapted to its own needs, and women 
must exercise their own judgment in 
such matters and study what sort of skin 
they really have.

It is not well to use much soap, not­
withstanding some women preach an­
other gospel in reference to this, but if 
you have a very fresh, tough skin you 
may bo able to stand frequent lather­
ing* for a few years and imagine you 
owe your freshness of coloring to that, 
but you will soon see tho folly.—New­
ark (N. J .)
