Attracted by an advertisement in 

this paper of the ‘ Austin Mill and 
Grain Company,” a Bulletin man 
made a visit of investigation to tee 
just what has been lately done In 
milling circles, for lia recognized the 
uew company as a re-organization of 
the Lambertson Milling Co., well 
known to the trade and the people 
here The business haet as stated, 
been re-orgamzed under the new 
name. The milling business la under 
tbs personal management of Mr. W. 
P. Logan, who has been assistant 
manager of that part of the business 
tor many years, while the store or 
grain business Is nowander tbe effi­
cient management ot Mr. Dongles 
King both men belDg especially 
adapted by life training to their re- 
epeottye branebea. Tbe capacity of 
tbe mill has been increased by addl 
tions just completed to 260 barrels of 
tlonr per day, 1600 sacks of oorn meal 
and 1600 sacks of corn chops. Tbe 
writer la not a machlnlet nor a miller 
and cannot deal In technical terms In 
describing what be saw. Tbe grain Is 
received on the company’s own 
switch, where it is Brit weighed on 
track soales, and then unloaded 
directly Into an elevator which car­
ries it to the top of tbe tall elevator 
building. Here the wheat passes into 
a blower and the light chaff and dust 
is blown out and away. From there 
It la taken to the bins or to the mill 
as may be desired There are some 
ten ot tbese large bins In tbe elevator 
for storage, besides an immense 
warehouse which can be used for 
tnat purnose when desired. After 
passing Into the mill the wheat goes 
Into a cleaning machine and separ­
ator which removes all the chaff, 
trash and foreign matter, then 
through a magnetic machine that re 
moves any tacks, nails or metallic 
substances that may have gotten into 
tbe grain and then through two pol­
ishing machines that polishes all the 
fuzz off the grain and collects it into 
two huge revolving dost collectors. 
After tbe steaming process the gram 
Is then ready for the rolls, where it 
Is ground, purified and separated. A 
machine new t> this section has jm t 
been Installed which dries tbe dour 
after it is ready for tbe packer, 
parities It and bleacnes It, making it 
light In color and removing every 
particle of dampness In tbe flour. 
Heretofore, and even now In every 
mill not equipped with this special 
machinery, the flonr is turned eat a 
bit damp, becanse of the steaming 
process through which the wheat 
goes jost before passing into tbe 
rolls, which Is Increased by tbe grind­
ing ol the grain.

PROP JBED  AMENDMENT T-o’ THK
8TATE CONSTITUTION AU­

THORIZING THE LEVY OF 
A TAX IO  PAY JURORS.

Joint Resolution siuendipg Heettog I, 
of Aiuole s, of tbe Uonatitutton 
of the Htate ot Texas, providing 
for the levying of a tax ot not ex ­
ceeding fifteen cents on tbe one 
hundred dollars valuation, to pay 
jurors.

Section 1. Be It resolved by the 
Legislature of tbe State of Texas: 
That Section 8, of Artlole 8, of the 
Constitution of the State ot Texas, be 
eo amended as to hereafter read as 
follows:

Section 2. Tbe State tax on prop­
erty, exclusive of tbe tax necessary 
to pay tbe public debt, and of the 
taxes provided for the benefit of the 
public free schools, shall never ex 
ceed thirty-five cents on tbe one 
hundred dollar valuation; and no 
county, city or town shall levy more 
than twenty-five cents for olty or 
oounty purposes, and not exceeding 
fifteen cents for road and bridges,and 
not exceeding fifteen cents to pay 
jurors, on the one hundred dollars 
valuation, except for tbe payment of 
debts incurred prior to tbe adoption 
of the amendment September 26tb, 
1883, and for the erection ot public 
buddings, streets, sewers, water 
works and other permanent Improve­
ments, not to exceed twenty-flve 
cents on the one hundred dollars val 
uation, In any one year, and except 
as is in this Constitution otherwise 
provided; and tbe Legislature may 
alio authorize an additional innual 
ad valorem tax to be levied and col­
lected for tbe further maintenance of 
the public roads; provided, that a 
majority of the qualified property 
tax-paying voters of the county vot­
ing at an election to be held for that 
purpose shall vote each tax, not to 
exceed fifteen cent« on the one hun­
dred dollars valuation or the properly 
subject to taxation in sneb county. 
And the Legislature may paae local 
laws for tbe maintenance of the pub­
lic roads and highways, without tbe 
local notice required for special or 
local laws.

Sec. 2. The Governor Is hereby 
directed to issue tbe necessary proc­
lamation for submitting this amend­
ment to the Constitution to tbe 
anallfled voters of the State of Texas, 
on the first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, 1906, at wblcb 
election all voters favoring tbia 
amendment shall have written or 
printed on their ballots. “ For the 
amendment to authorize the levy of 
a tax to pay jurors ” The voiere op­
posed to this amendment shall have 
written or printed on their ballots, 
“ Against tbe amendment to authorize 
tbe levy of a tax to pay jnrors.”

elected. In addition to said compen­
sation the members of each house 
shall l e entitled to mileage going to 
and returning from the seat of gov­
ernment, whioh mileage shad not ex ­
ceed three cents per mile,the distance 
to be computed by the nearest and 
most dirmt route of travel by land, 
regardless of railways or water 
routes; and the comptroller of tbe 
state shall prepare and preserve a 
table of distances to each county seat, 
now or hereafter to be established, 
and by said table the mileage of each 
member shall be paid;but no member 
shell be entitled to mileage for any 
extra session that may be called 
witbln one day after the adjournment 
of any regular or called session. It 
shall be nnlawtal for any member of 
tbe Legislature daring his term of 
office to accept any free transporta­
tion over any railway line or lines la 
this state, and any member of the 
Legislatnie violating the provisions 
of this Act prohibiting the acceptance 

i of tree transportation shall forfeit the 
office to which he has been elected 
And it «ball be unlawlnl tor any of 
sucb member« to accept, receive, 
have, use or enjov, directly or Indi­
rectly, for themselves or any other 
person, any free pass, frank, rebate, 
privilege or advantage not acoorded 
to the general public from any rail­
road company, telegraph company, 
telepbone company, sleeping car 
oompany, or otber corporation, or 
any persons firm or corporation act­
ing as a common carrier in this state 
Any member of the Legislature vio­
lating this provision (hall forfeit bis 
office. And tbe necessary laws shall 
be enacted to carry out the pro­
visions of this Article.

STATE CONSTITUTION RELAT­

ING TO CERTAIN EXEM P­
TIONS FROM TAXATION

Joint resolution to amend Section 2 
of Article V III of tbe Constitution 
of the State of Texas, relating to 
certain exemptions from taxation.

Be it resolved ov the Legislature of 
tbe State of Texas:

Section 1. That Section 2,of Article 
V III, of the Constitution of tbe State 
of Texas, be eo amended that the

Section 3 The qualified electors 
for members of the Legislature of tbe 
State of Texas shall vote npon this
amendment on tbe — day o f ----- , at
which election all persona favoring 
said amendment shall have written 
or print, d on the ballot as follows:

8 of 1 be Constitution exempting from 
taxation endowment funds naed ex ­
clusive 1 for sebool purposes.”

Section 4. The sum of 36000 or ao 
much thereof aa may be neceeeary is 
hereby appropriated ont of any fund, 
in tbe treeanry of tbe State of Texae, 
not otberwiee appropriated to pay 
the expenses of eucb publication, 
proclamation and election.
