NEW ROAD LAW.
The law creating a tn< re <ffi- 

oient road ayetam in Mill« county 
has been signed by the governor 
and aa it carrie. the emergenoy 
clause it ia row in full foroa in 
this county.

Tbia law makes each commie* 
aioner ex-officio road commie- 
•ioner and allow, him $2.50 per 
day for hi. »ervicea, provided he 
doaa not receive more tban $240 
for aucb aervice io any one year. 
He ia a.lowed to have a deputy 
to do the work if be ho desires, 
ou' in that ca.e the deputy gets 
the pay. Tbe commissioner* 
aourt is to continue to exeroiae 
genera! aup-rvisioo over tee road 
worn id tbe county and oac open 
and oloaa roads at will and may 
work road« and build bridge» 
by aontr.o:.

Each comrni**icn«r baa super­
vision over tne road overseer* in 
bia precinct. Any person ap­
pointed road overseer who faile 
to perform tbe duties te liable to 
a Due of (26, unless he ha. a 
valid exouae. Each overseer shall 
be allowed $1 50 per day for all 
work on the road except for the 
five days required by law, pro 
vided he doe* the extra work bv 
instruction of the ootnmia.ioner 
All tools, machinery, eto , neo 
aaaary for the work that may be 
owned by tbe* county shall be 
delivered to the road overseer, 
who shall give a reoeipt for it 
and shall not allow its use for 
private purpose«.

A man liable for road duty 
hae tne privilege of paying $3 
on or before February 1st 
to the commissioner of hie pre­
cinct or to the ouuoty treasurer 
aedrtoeiving therefor a reoeipt 
which will exempt him from road 
du'-y for the current year and 
p.reon. who fail to pay poll tex 
•ball be liable for three daye 
extra road duty.

All moosy collected from those 
liable for road duty ahall be 
placed to the oredit of the pre- 
oirot in which they reside and 
all ohaegaa and new roade ahall 
be paid for out of fund* belong­
ing to the preoinot where the 
roads are loosted.

Tbe oommieeionera court has 
power to order an election to 
determine whether or not a tax 
of 16 oente of the $100 valuation

of property ahall be levied in the 
eounty and this «peoial tax dote 
not exempt from road duty those 
who pay it. lo tbia oonneotion 
it is understood that the court 
now baa In contemplation the or­
dering of *uch eleotion and tha 
proclamation will probably be 
ieeutd next week.
