PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE STATE
CONSTITUTION AUTHORIZING THE E8«
TABLISHMENT OF A STATE PRINTING
PLANT,

Joint reeolution authorizing the
submission to » vote of the puople of
the state of Texas of a proposed
amendment of Section 21, Article
XVI, of the constitation of the state
of Texss, relating to printiog, pub-
lishing, stationery, paper and fusl,
'md making an sppropriation there-
or. ’

Be it resolved by the leglelature of
the state ot Texas.

Section 1. Toat Section 21 of Ar-
ticle XVI ot the constitution of the
state of Texas be ao amendei as to
hereafter read as follows:

Bection 21. All printing and pub-
llehings, and all stationery, praper and
fuel for the varioue departments, and
for all offices, whether created by
this constitution or by law, shall be
done and supplied a8 may be pro-
vided by law, and for the accom plish-
ment of these objects and purposes
the legislature may provide and es-
tablish all requieite means and
agencles, invesied with such powers
as may be deemed adequate and ad-
vieable,

Sec. 2. The toregoing constitu-
tiona! amendment shall be submitted
to & vote of the qualified electors of
the state at an election to be held
throughout the state on the first
Tueeday in August, A, D. 1907, at
which election all voters fayoring
sald proposed amendmiont shall write
or have printed on their ballots the
words, “For the amendment to Sec-
tion 21 of Article XVI of the coostl-
tation, relating to stationery, print-
ing, paper and fuel,” and all those
opposed shail write or have printed

S¢c. 3. The governor of the state

is hereby directed to lssue the neces-
sary prociamation for sald election
and to have the same published as
required by the constitution and ex-
isting laws of the state.
