Speakers were sent to nearly ev­
ery comm unity hy kith tba pro­
hibitionist^ nod tbe ant««, and 
tbe heavy vote polled show# the 
interact that was excited. Out 
of 1160 votes polled in the county 
720 were ftvoreble to prohibi­
tion tnd 447 were oppoeed to it. 
Ceradan, Priddy, Payne aod 
Kegenoy each gave a aaj wity 
against prohibition, but every 
ookwnieeiooere precinct in the 
county gave a majority for pro­
hibition Tbe reeult wac ac­
cepted with good grace by iboae 
woo were oppoeed to the measure 
aod good feeling prevails in all 
quarters.
