CHAPTER XXIX.

An ordinance of the olty of Gold- 
tnwatte, Mill* Uonnty, Texsk, organ­
izing a Corporation Oonrt IS and for 
such city, underact of theYS^h. Leg­
islature, page 40, providing all detalle 
thereabout; and authorising thff 
election of a recorder to be the Judge 
of such Court In place of tbe Mayor, 
and providing for the secretary of 
the city to be the clerk of inch coart; 
and adopting a seal for inch court; 
and providing for the taxation of 
coate In ench coart, and fixing the 
compensation of tbe cffljer* of suoh 
court; and providing tor the collec­
tion of fine* and costa Imposed in 
anch coart bv execution or by Impris­
onment a« allowed by law.

I
Be It ordained by the city council of 

the city of Uoldtbwaite, mat there is 
herenow and hereby organized and 
provided tor a Corporation Court In 
ana for the city of Goldthwaite, ae 
tkeeame te cr-aUd and established 
by act of the 26:h. Legislature, page 
40; and the Mayor of tbe city »ball 
no longer be ex officio recorder of 
Buch Coart. but there «ball be elected 
as provided In that act, a recorder, 
other than the Mayor, to preside over 
such Court; and in c*«e ot a vacancy 
In the office of recorder, the lame 
hall be filled by appointment of a 

recorder by the council in the manner 
allowed by tbe lew; each recorder to 
be eleoted for the term ot two year*; 
and if appoln’ ed, to be appointed 
strictly In accordance with law.

II
Be it further ordained by the city 

council of the olty of Goldthwaite. 
that tbe olty secretary of Goldthwaite 
shall he and la here declared to be. 
tx-offlelo olerk of each Corporation 
Court, with fuU power given the 
olerk of anoh Court bv not of the 14th.

Be it former ordelned by the 

city council o f the olty of 
Goldthwaite, that the compensa­
tion of the recorder of each Court 
and hi* fees therein »ball bo the 
•ame ai are allowed juatloee of the 
peace for like services In that Court; 
and the oom peasetlon of the nity at­
torney In said Court, and the fee* al­
lowed him, iball be the same a* are 
allowed the county attorney for like 
eervloe* In the Juttloe of the peace 
Court*; and the compensation and 
fee* oi tbe police marshal or other 
peace officer acting for the olty In 
the matter of ortmlnal cases In the 
Corporation Oonrt, shall bo tbe same 
as are allowed sheriffs and oonatablee 
for like service* In the Juetlce of the 
peace Court*.

tbe County )*ll of Mills county, 
Texes, If arraugemqnts then exist by 
whlcn snob Imprisonment is provided 
for; or shell be imprisoned in each 
otner place ae may then be provided 
for ench persons; and shall be eo lm 
prisoned and kept for the period 
provided In the ordinance under 
which euob person may be oonvictod, 
If convicted under and ordinance or 
law providing for a period of tmprla 
onment; bat If tbe ordinance or law 
under wnlcb inch person Is oonvlcted 
does not provide for a period of lm 
prleonment In case tbe fine and costs 
»re not paid, then each person shall 
be committed and held In each Im­
prisonment for a term of ten days, as 
allowed by law, in ceee tbe line and 
costs are not paid; and each person 
may be put to labor on the streets ot 
the city during ench term of impris­
onment; and when such person shall 
have discharged each fine and costs, 
either by payment or bv Imprison­
ment, the olty shall be liable to tbe 
t ffloers of tbe said Oonrt for their 
costa as herein provided.

The said Corporation Oonrt shall 

have a seal, having engraved tuereon 
a star of five points, In tbe center, 
and me words. Corporation Oonrt In 
Goldthwaite, Texas, thereon, the 
Impress of wbioh shall be attached to 
ail proceedings required by law to be 
ao authenticated.

Immediately after lta peeeege and the 
publication reqalred by law

assist in budding another bridge. 
Under these oi'oumstaoce, it is 
not likelv that the bridge will be 
repaired for some time to corns, 
if it is ever repaired.

CHAPTER X X V ftI.

An ordlnanue of the city of Gold- 
th wait«, Mills County, Texas, pro­
hibiting the leaving of horse« and 
snofaHke animals or teams hitched on 
rhe streets, sqoare or alleys of Gold- 
thwalte nngarded, and repealing 
OhapterV of the Ordinance« of Gold- 
th watte.

I
Be It ordelned by the city oonnoll

of tbe city of Goldtnwalte, that It 
shall be, and la berenow declared to 
be nnlawfnl for any person to leav* 
any hone or other animal, or any 
team or teams of sack animals In the 
charge of aneb person, hltcbed to any 
veblcl« on any street, square or alley 
of Goldtbwalte, unleae the same 1* 
left oontlnnonaly In the care of some 
person competent to control same, or 
unless the same be aecnrely tied to a 
bitching post or otber secure stay to 
which It is lawful to tie; or unless all 
tog* or traces connecting such animal 
or animals to the vehicle are un­
bitched, and tbe animal, If one la or 
all of them. If more than one, are. se­
curely tied to tbe veblcle.

II
That ohapter V of the Ordinances 

df Goldthwaite aa the eame now ap­
pears, be, and the same la hereby re­
pealed.

III
Be It farther ordained by the city 

council of the city of Goldthwaite, 
that any person who «hall violate 
article I of this ordlnaooe, shall be 
guilty of a misdemeanor, and rhall 
upon oonvtctlon be punished by a floe 
of not leaa than one nor more than 
ten dollars, and execatlon against tbe 
property of eneb person may Issue, 
as allowed by law, and in case snoh 
fine and costs are not paid, each par­
son may be confined In tbe oonnty 
Jail, or otber place provided for Im­
prisonment of olty prisoners, upon 
commitment, for tbe term of ten 
days, and may be pnt to work on the 
street« during soch imprisonment.

This ordinance ahall be In force 
immediately upon Its passage and 
aftrr tba publication required oy lew.
