Shot His Mother.
A speoial from Coleman gives

the following account of a de­

They 
procured whiskey, it is said, dur­
ing the day acd the young Tioer 
accompanied nis father to his 
borne tu ar Voss Saturday night, 
both being reported intoxicated. 
On nearing the Tioer borne the 
lather and son, it is alleged, be 
came involved tn a quarrel. The 
mother, hearing the dispute, met 
them a few hundred feet away 
from the house and tried to quite 
them. The eon, according to re ­
ports, drew a 45-caliber six- 
shooter and shot his mother 
through toe abdomen. Tne ball 
passed througb above the hip 
and bit the ground. Young Tioer 
was arrested Saturday night by 
the Voss r fficers and on Sunday 
was brought to Coleman and 
lodged in jell to await the aotion 
of ihe grand jury. He olaims 
that he thought hie mother was 
some one trying to hold up and 
rob nim, as be had $100 on bis 
person. A telephone message 
from Voss today says Mrs, Tioer 
is still alive, but there is no 
hopes for her recovery.
