or let a state wide prohibition
statute become a law withous bis
signature, that unless it was s
piatferm demand he would have
to wait until it was presented to
bim, and then let him exerciee
bis conscience about it. Thin
conscience matter upon such
vital questione i3 importaoi,
Mr. Davideon being ae he says
an anti in principle, can we af«
ford to put him in the very nlace
where his cobpscience mighs
bave the balance of power to
give us prohibit.on or deny it.

Judge Poindaxtar, who spoke
to about 800 people June 23, 1910,
is the fourin acd Iast to speak,
and like the criminzal Inwyer who
13 walcoing the opposing councll,
he tried hard to ciach bis case
and secure s verdict, but fortun-
ately the voiers are not *‘under
court rule’’ afier his argument
is over. Judgs Poindexter is
joer az unwiling to have a de-
[cision of the law upon etatuicry
prohibition from the _Supreme
cours of Texas, the only place to
finally decide upon ita constitu-
ticnality, when he says he would
vote such a bill, as Mr, Colquaits
i# in not being willing ta atlow
the people a-chance to vote on
the question of submission,
They both eaem to want to exer-
cise too much power, or con-
science. Judge Poindexter’'s
pogition on court reform is prac-
tically what Jobhuoson put in bis
original platform. The Judge,
like most lawyers, tries to build
himself up by asserting that
Johnson was not sincere. He
was not considered fair in hie
talk about his cpponents by the
friends of the other candidates.
He made several statements that
have been called in question. !
His yardstick in measurive a pro-
nibitionist goes back to 1887, ard
yet he is accredited with saying
May 1. 1908, at Waxahacghie that
he and Bailey both believed in
state wide prohibition by oconasti-
tutional ameandment, in 1887, but
the workings of local option had
wrought such a change as to
make him opposed at that time to
state wide prohibilion but in
favor of local option. If that be
true, he is newer than Johneon as
a convert. His statement con-
cerning the Hon. Cone Johnson’a
receptica at Gainsville has beeon
established as false by telegrams
and other information. His at-
tempt to discredit Johnson by
reading one sentence from the
middle of a strong prohibition
letter and trying to pervers the
meacing of said letter is condemed
by all. and for him not to read
the entire letter is not only un-
fair but ridiculous, The report,
a8 shown by the Johnson county
records, which shows that his
property in Cleburne, known as
the Porter Hotel, wan used sg a
saloon from 1901 to 1904, has not
been refuted or denied and makes
the Judge Jook bad as a *‘simon
pure’*“prohibitionist.
