The conetitutionsl convention 
at Santa Fe, N, M., has com­
pleted ita labors and adjourned. 
The report contain* 20.000 words 
and 130 sections. It refused to 
prohibit the sale of liquor in that 
atate, but left the way open for 
the legislature to deal with the 
liquor queetion. it  provides for 
a railroad commission, and a 
stringent anti-pass seotion w n  
adopted. It limits the tsx rate 
to 12 mills tbs first year and 10 
mills thereafter, Women are 
given the right to vote in school 
eleotions ard are made eligible 
for school trustees and oounty 
superintendent* of inetruotiop. 
Separate school« for white peo­
ple and Mexicans are prohibited, 
which show* where the greasers 
got in their work in the conven­
tion ; and no distinction ie made 
between the Mexicans and whites 
in thematterof elective franchise 
or jury duty. The judiciary ol 
the state and all state officer* are 
made elective.

Just how much of a revolution 
has been launched in Mexico can 
not be definitely known, because 
of the uncertainty regarding the 
truthfulness of the reports al­
lowed to be sent out, but one 
thing is sure and tbat ie " the old 
man of Mexico” has trouble on 
bis bands and plenty of it, Gen. 
Reyes, who was sent to France 
on a military mission for the gov­
ernment last year, is believed to 
be in command of the revolution­
ist*, and the plan appears to be 
to strike from every direction at 
the earns time and keep the gov­
ernment forces a n d  energies 
eoattered. It has long been 
known that there was a spirit of 
unrest in Mexloo, but the iron 
hand of President Diaz has falieD 
heavily upon all wbo have here­
tofore opposed the government, 
To judge from the repprte sent 
out during the last few days, tne 
opposition must have a thorough 
organization, and while the re ­
m it ia very likely to be disas­
trous to the revolutionists, th e re  
ie mr* to be muoh bloodshed be­
fore tbe end oomee.
