Good Roads.
The question ol g >od r< ads and h » 

to  g e t them  has agitated  toe minds of 
th e  people of Mills county, and par 
tlcnlarly  t h e  citizens o f Golrt- 
thw alte , for a good m«n> years, hot 
th ere  has never been any united 
eMort tow ard securing tb a  end de 
sired. Tbe Ragle has always stood 
to r good roaas and has said m »n' 
tim es and still believes that good 
roads all over tbe  c o u n t, won Id be O' 
alm ost Incalculable benefit to  all tbe 
people of the  county , w orth In actual 
Increase In p roperty  valnes msny 
tim es tb e  cost to tb e  tax  pay ere. to 
say nothing of th e  o th er advantages

The O oldtbwalte Commercial club, 
a t Its m eeting Monday n lgbt, decided 
to  petition t i e  oomtnIsetoners court 
to  o rder an election to  authorize the  
lssnaDce of *60,000 In bonds In this 
precinct to  secure funds to Improve 
the roads In preclnot No. 1

Tbe Eagle disagrees with the plan 
proposed by tbe Glob and here and 
now desires 10  s ta te  Its position, not 
for tbe porpoee of beginning a con­
troversy  or Influencing a voter, bot to 
p reven t any honest m isrepresents 
tlon: To begin with, th e  territo ry  In­
cluded Is too small and tb s  benefits to 
be derived by tbe  town, therefore, In 
a com m ercial wav would of necessity 
be small. Uoly one county seat road 
and one neighborhood road coaid be 
worked to tbe coanty  line. Tbe o ther 
roads coold only be Im proved a short 
distance from town and would not be 
of m aterial benefit to  tb e  farm ers of 
tbe  en tire  county In bringing th e ir  
prodnete to this m arket. Home of 
the  tnoet Im portant roads conld only 
be w orked th ree  or four miles out

The proposition, ss we nndeietand 
it, Is to Issue 4(1 year bonds a t 5 per 
oent, which would have not less than 
10 vears option and, therefo re , woo d 
necessitate  tbe paym ent of *26,(00 
In terest, o r m ore tban *200 per m onth 
for the  10 years, before tbe  first bond 
conld be taken  op. True, tb e  coanty 
would be able to get (Dterest In re tu rn  
on tbe sinking fond, which would, la 
tbe  10 years, aggregate  *12,600, bat 
In terest on tbe  bonds would have to 
be paid annnslly  and, tberefore, tbe 
oonnty would get no In terest on that 
part. At the  bnd of ten  years th ere  
would have been collected *37,600 
from  the  people and th e  debt reduced 
only one-fourth , o r * 1 2  600.

U nder tbe pres* nt road and bridge 
tax  levy of 16 cents on $100 valuation 
th e  county receives som ething more 
than  *9000 a year, by  a  vote of tne 
people of th e  conntv a special levy of 
16 cents conld be m ade, thereby  se­
curing ano ther *90*0 or more. This, 
to g e th e r with th e  road work dne by 
oltlzsns betw een 21 and 46 years of 
age would give approxim ately  *26,000 
per annnm  In money and labor to ex­
pend on the  roads acd  the  work 
oonld be extended to the coanty  line 
in every  direction This am ount e x ­
pended jadlclously would pa t oa r 
roads In first class condition In a  few 
years every  oent of the  expense 
would be paid aDd the tax  could then  be 
reduced to  perhaps 6 cents and a t tbe  
end of ten  years tb e  people would 
not have paid In th e  aggregate  any 
m ore than  they  will have paid a t 
tbe p resen t 16 cen t ra te .

If these bonds are  leaned and after | 
a few years tbe  people of all parts of 
tbe  co an ty  a re  brought to see the  
beantles ot good roads and consent to 
a tax  levy over tbe  en tire  coanty, or 
even a coan ty  bond Issue, It wonld be 
unfair to precinct No. 1 to Impose an 
additional tax upon them , a fte r they 
have bnllt tbelr roads aad have their 
property  bonded for tbe m oney, and 
the only hope then  for good roads 
over tbe  oonnty will be th a t each 
precinct act independently . Tbe 
Eagle believes a g rea t m sjorlty  of tbe 
tax payers favor th is tax  now and do 
not need this “ showing ”  The ra te  
given here may not be the  one that 
wonld be adop 'ed , bnt It Is named as a 
basis for calculation.

Tbe solnm ns of tb ls paper are  open 
to tbe  people of tb e  coonty for a full 
and tree  discussion ot the Issue, from 
e ith e r a precinct or coanty  s tand­
point, tbe  only requ irem ent being 
th a t tbe  articles be of reasonable 
length and be free  from personalities 
We are to disease m easures, not 
m en; m etbodt, no t motives.

Great damage » aa i c r e  in the

The flame* originated from the 
turpentine oampa where the 
ground was being cleared of un­
dergrowth.

A man who will not stand up 
for what be believee to be right 
regardleee of publio sentiment or 
private busineee interest* haa a 
miscoooep'ion of his duties aa a 
oitlzen and a member of sooiety.

The aeoretary of the Christian 
women's board of miaaiona haa 
made a comparative statement 
showing that the people of Amer* 
ioa spend sixteen million dollars 
for ohewing gum and only four 
millions for missions.

Governor Colquitt has received 
a letter from a prominent oitizen 
of Monterey, Mexico, commend* 
ing him for hjs neutrality pro­
clamation and saying many of 
the governor’s admirers hope to 
see him nominated for president 
in the next campaign.

From all si-otion* of Texas 
come enoouraging reports since 
the reoent rains. The drouth of 
las tyesr  was unprecedented in 
many sections and the good sea­
son in the grouod now gives the 
people of all vocations much en­
couragement and hope.

Governor-elect Smith of Geor­
gia has received an anonymous 
letter telling him of a plot to dis­
tribute boll weevil over that 
state. The letter created some­
thing of a sensation and the mat­
ter is being investigated by the 
authorities. The writer claimed 
that one party to the plot was a 
Texas man.

The county commissioners of 
Bexar oounty have created the 
office of a second oounty judge 
and nave fulled the position by 
appointment. One judge has 
charge of the criminal business 
and the other looks after the 
civil docket. This is the only 
county in Texas having two 
county judges.

It is said that a number of the 
Texas congressmen will go to 
Austin to take part in the fight 
against the adoption of the re- 
districting plans as outlined by 
the committee last week, Among 
the obanges proposed in the 
original outline of districts a 
number of congressmen are to be 
placed (in the same district, 
among them Congressmen Slay- 
den and Callaway of Comanche, 
Congressmen Henry of Waco and 
Hardy of Corsicana. It is not 
likely the original plan oan be 
carried out.

The Commercial Secretaries 
say: "Farm ers in nearly every
section of the state are prepar­
ing to plant the best seed the 
market sffords, in order to make 
a good so w in g  at the Fairs next 
Fall and for demonstration pur­
poses. The Industrial Agents of 
railroads who have in oharge the 
oonducting of the demonstration 
trains are making personal visits 
to farmers for the purpose of 
urging upon them the necessity 
for the planting of the hlgheet 
quality of seed. The demonstra 
tion trains are now considered a 
permanent feature of the indus­
trial department of a railroad and 
the Industrial agents are adding 
agricultural experts to their corps 
who will be sent out among/ the 
farmers to preaoh the gospel of 
agriculture."

Concerning Our Schools.
Through the kindness of the 

Cagle I am saying some things 
to the brotherhood about our 
Raptist colleges in Texas. I am 
not advertising anybody's school, 
but advertising a condition whioh 
deserves attention.

Some don't seem to under­
stand that the expense of build- 
i-.g and equipping a denomina­
tional school must be borne by 
oharitv or the contributions of 
those who are willing to aid such 
institutions. In launching some 
of our oolleges heavy debt ha* 
been the result. As the oountry 
has settled up and population 
multiplied enlargement became 
necessary. Three or four years 
ago Howard Fayne College at 
Brownwood required enlarge­
ment and at a oost of something 
near 120,000, sinoe whioh time 
it has become neoessary to pro­
cure a dormitory. This is just 
an example of what has been 
taking place at other points 
among the on-going and pro­
gressive people of Texas. Our 
progress in eduoational lines has 
oost something, and so it does in 
any lloe, A few years ago I 
found that my family had grown 
in number and the boys required 
more land to keep them busy 
than I had in cultivation, Rather 
than have them seek employment 
away from home I made the field 
larger. It cost something to 
have land grubbed, but it was 
the best thing to do. It is worth 
while just now to get under the 
burden as best we oan and save 
these institutions from embar­
rassment.

The Baptist correlated Softools 
in Texas are eleven in number 
Some few did not oome into the 
correlation, They felt to be able 
to go alone, Some few year* 
ago the financial burden on 
some of these schools was so 
great as to threaten their ex­
istence, Something needed to 
be done to avoid mortgage sale*. 
It was a wise plan which about 
thirteen years ago, as 1 remem­
ber, put the sohools so desiring 
it into one family, withagenaral 
committee to gather funds and 
help the most needy first and 
so on around until all of them 
oould breathe the air of relief, 
confidence was quickly restored 
and even the most disabled 
sohool saved to the denomination. 
We have passed the danger line, 
but still some of them are in 
muob need. A late letter from 
Dr. A. J .  Barton, ohairman of 
the Education Commission, states 
that 160,000 must be raised this 
year with as muoh of It as pos­
sible raised at onoe. He also 
ask* if Mills County Association 
will raise a* muoh as $250.00, 
which amount is our pro rata 
I hope the brethren will take this 
matter up and consider it 
promptly. This is not muoh for 
us—about $0,25 per member. 
What shall we do? Exercise no 
effort and allow the Commission 
to borrow and have interest to 
increase the burden from time to 
time? It isn’t noble to give when 
we have abundant and oan spare 
without sacrificing, but it is no­
ble to give to the Master's work 
when our means are meagre and 
in times such as we now have in 
this oountry. It is not a ques 
tion a* to whether or not we shall 
maintain these sohools. The 
only question is In regard to the 
best method of oareing for them 
There is no way to meet the de­
mand for Christian education, 
no way possible to hold a place 
in the religious world without 
Christian sohool*. Christian ed­
ucation is the foundation for all 
other ohannels of church work 
Io these correlated sohools, the 
value of whicn la estimated at

$1,363.500 00, are a little more 
tban 3000 young men and 
women. The preaoher students 
reoeive free tuition, Just now 
other sohools of the state oould 
not furnish room for this host of 
young people.

Mission work on the foreign 
field* has its source in our de­
nominational schools. With lew 
exception* the 246 who are in 
other lands leading the lost to 
Christ went out of our oolleges. 
I am glad we are learning to 
give Christian education its 
rightful plaoe, Whether you or 
I help in this present emergency 
or not others will and responee 
will come in time. The most 
difficult thing would be not to 
help. Moreover, within the 
soul of every redeemed person 
there is a silent inquiry after 
something to do. "What shall 
1 render to the Lord for all his 
benefits" still rises up for ex­
pression as was in the heart of 
David.

And so we are marching on, 
but let everybody sing a little 
more and grunt less as we march,
