The lands of Italy average better
than ours, due to methodic and con-
tinuous upbuilding of the soils.This
practice is universal throughout the
country, Ninety per cent of the
lands are cultivated, Hill and moun-
tain sides and narrow valleys are
cultivated the same as the broad
level black lands and are made to
yield as bountifully, As lands are
valuable, it is cheaper to build and
rebuild soils than to purchase other
lands, but our people do not realize
it yet. When our people shall have
learned how to farm, at the same
time build up their farms, Texas
lands will excel those of Italy by
greater odds than do the lands of
Italy now excel our Texas lands.
But Texas lands will not be properly
farmed under present conditions.
Two things stand in the way, namely,
our system of tenantry and the
credit system of our farmers.No man,
whether Italian or Texan, is going
to conserve, build and rebuild soil
to which he has the right of oc-
from only year to year.

Raiffeissen bank is merely a number

of farmers who associate themselves |

together as a credit society without
material capital, and borrow as a
society from its respective members,
while the Schulze-Delitsch bank is a
share bank with limited liability
and has capital. Usually the shares
are small in amount, about $3.00,
Both these banks receive savings and
other deposits of members and non-
members, to whom they pay about
4 per cent, After a short time
these deposits are usually sufficient
to supply all the funds required by
the bank for lending to its members.

Besides these banks are the land
credit banks of Italy, which I shall
describe at another time, and per-
haps I shall not devote an article to
them as all institutions are conduct-
ed on much the same principles and
quite simple in plane and operations.
