Washington, I). C. .Dot. 4 The Sen 
ate took a whirl at the method of 
distributing lands opened to the pub
lie at a recent session, and treated 
the legislation as an emergency meas­
ure because a Nebraska forest rt 
serve was due to he restored to the 
public domain on the fust of Octo­
ber The scandal of the entry of pub­
lic lands, the long waiting of appli­
cants in line,tlie disappointments and 
expenses inflicted upon those who 
could not file, is a familiar story ;. 
the west and -juiddlewest, and Acf'ng 
Secretary of the Interior Jones, Rep:o 
resentative Ferris as chairman of 
the Public Lands Uonunittee in the 
House, and Senator Meyers of Mon­
tana, took the initiative in preparing 
a bill providing t liât the President may 
prescribe the methods of disposing 
of public lands in future under th" 
lottery system—a method which has 
proven its merits In jnflnv case:- fcen- 
ators Norris. Shafroth, Jones. Walsh 
and Lane participated as the defenders 
of the bi’l in a spirited discussion in 
Senate, the result of which was th-' 
the measure, which had previously 
passed the House. b»>eame law. Sen­
ator Walsh explaiped that the meas­
ure is to become general law, where­
as heretofore relief has been provided 
through special legislation in separ­
ate cases. I

According to the present system of 
weighing mails as pointed out by 
R ci -•dative Stafford of Wisconsin, 
tile star route carriers, railroad car­
riers and tlie contractors are not to 
have an adjustment of their compensa­
tion in some eases for four years.not­
withstanding the greatly Increased 
weight of mails that has occurred by 
reason of the parcel post. It appear« 
that the country Is divided into con­
tract sections, and compensation in 
New England will he adjusted by
weighing during the present year, 
while New Y’ork. Pennsylvania, Dele- 
ware and West Virginia wort taken 
care of last spring. Tho middle west 
is to lie eared for next year, while 
the southern section of the country is 
not due for more than three years. 
Congressman Mondell of Wyoming de­
clared on the floor that the great­
est difficulty in carrying mail was in 
the middle west, and he said that 
tlie same' amount of sympathy was 
not due carriers in more settled com­
munities. as in rases where “ the fel­
low who has to travel over mud roads 
over mountains and through forests in 
all kinds of weather and inert all 
sorts of difficulties" »

In discussing the currency legisla 
tion, Mr Hardy, representative from 
Texas, has won considerable appro­
val by his defense of the gold stall 
dard In the course of a speech he 
declared: “ 1 want to say. further,
that the man who in this day and 
time, at this part of the twentieth 
century, professes to believe that the 
United States or any great commer­
cial country of the world will aver 
depart from the gold standard and 
go back to our former uncertain and 
nonparity maintained currency 
fighting a shadow; lie is afraid of 
the east wind and the west wind.'"

From now on there is going to be 
a good ileal of rivalry in the celebra­
tion of the different processes of :oi,,- 
pli ‘ ion of the Panama Canal, which 
is about the most popular institution 
on earth among Congressmen. Rep­
resentative Stephens of California 
won the pole by declaring that the Is­
thmian Canal officials should lot him 
know the exact moment of (he ex i'n- 
sion which would carry out tin* Cam- 
boa Dike, 'in order that all the whis­
tles and bel’s and patriotic speech- 
mnkers of the Pacific coast might be 
promptly sc' off. It is declared that 
by October 10 tlcrc will be fifteen 
feet of water in the Culebra Cut.

The Senate las not yet “ fully 
made up its mind" to pass the cur­
rency hill. Senators who oppose the 
bill have discovered that they tire be­
ing “ hurried" and in case they mu 
ter sufficient support 1t may be that 
the talking process will n-.t be com­
plete.I liy December, in which ca.-e 
the round of debate would have to 
be done all over again in the winter 
session. There is some Democratic 
dissatisfaction, and notable Senators 
pointed out arp Reed and Hitchcock, 
On the other hand as this is not nec­
essarily a partisan measure it Is 
confidently predicted that there will 
be plenty of Republican support.
