fire to the house. Then again there is
another pleasant tale for the social scien~
tist to reflect on. It is that of the boyat
FFeléham Industrial School who, a few
days ago, hanged himself because he
was ‘sent to the cells.” He was sent there
because he had a weakness for amusing
himself by blowing air into frogstill they
burst. Nor need we confine ourselves to
the burglar who shot the groom at Stam-
ford Hill the other day for a specimen of
the grown-up-rowdy. We can be intro-
duced to that ruffian whose story startled
one magistrate the other day.

When he is caught, unless he has com-
mitted murder, he is only punished as a
burglar, and for that he is prepared.”
