At 
the time of the shooting Arnold was 
on the ground a short di.-tanee from 
the Algoods. Following the shooting 
Arnold was taken into custody by 
Constable McBride o! May. who 
brought his prisoner to Brownwood 
and lodged him in Jail. Arnold re­
fused to discuss the killing.

.1 E Arnold is president of the 
Brown county Farmera’ Union, and 
hkg lived near May for the past sev­
enteen years. He is 59 years old, and 
has a family of six children, four 
girls and two boys. The Algoods are 
also highly respe* ted citizens, living 
in the Hopewell community, this 
county. It Is understood that the 
unwritten law will be used by the 
defense in the killing of Virgil Al- 
kfod. while Arnold maintains that 
the killing of Frank Algood was en­
tirely unintentional.

Mr. Arnold 
w-as admitted to bail in the sum of
