.of transportation are tbs chief of 
tie  caufte tending to depress the 
I rice of cotton. It ie eiUlrely prob- 
able that, wkh these removed, the 

jPrU eof cotton would loefluctatng 
¡between fourteen and fifteen cents 
>Instead of between ten and eleven.
I But there la perhaps another cause 
tending to depiess the price, and 
one that seeuM to have r ceived 
but little recognition. We refer to 
the growing belief that ne>t year 
the farmers wUl put the usual acre­
age In cottoo.

Thp News does not know what rea. 
son there )s for this bellei. It may 
be due largely to the assumption th-t 
the farmers wCl be lured by the 
prices that have preva.’led p>to the 
folly of other year* For many farm, 
ejw there Is a good deal of tempU- 
t'on in evert eleven cent cotton, 
whereas the faintest prospect that 
cotton wW bring twelve cents ulinds 
probably a majority of them U> the 
danger and imprudence of overpro. 
ducUon. It rnsy be, too, that there 
It no substantial reason whatever lor 
tuh report: that It is merely ■»> In­
vention of mreculatoss deslgrved to 
bear the market for this y e ir ’s crop.
