the redu lion i f freight rates, or, it might 
be, to t. use an increase of them.”
W hat Judife Reagan and his associ­

ates foresaw  md warned against has 
actually happened. The Railroad Com ­
mission o f Texas has increased freight 
rates. Not nmeh yet; but it is hoped 
the increases will be sufficiently liberal 
to relieve the roads o f their distressing 
necessities.

The Commission, a fter the m ost e x ­
haustive, oatient, laborious and pains­
taking investigation ever before under­

taken by a state rate-m aking body, in 
which hearing the Com m ission was as­
sisted by able attorneys and experts, 
in no w ay connected w ith the railroads; 
and with the single purpose o f learning 
the truth and doing their duty as sworn 
officials o f your choosing, the Com m is­
sioners have found that the railroads 
are entitled to earn m ore revenue to 
enable them to  pay their operating ex ­
penses and a fair return upon the value 
o f the property devoted  to public use.

It would not be fair t'» charge the 
entire increase to personal injury pay­
ments. Such paym ents had, how ever, 
a considerable influence in the w ay  o f 
increased expenses; but there are many 
other ways o f unnecessarily increasing 
the expenses o f the railroads. The leg­
islature can, and in the past has done 
so. A nd  every  expense im posed or 
forced on the railroavls by the legisla­
ture must beconside»'ed in fixing freight 
rates paid by the people, and m ostly 
by the producers o f the w ealth  o f the 
state.

The last legislature was importuned, 
by selfish interests, to  pass w holly un­
necessary and expensive laws, such as 
the so-called “ full crew  bill” and others, 
that would, had they been enacted, 
have increased the expenses o f the 
railroads o f thp state al^out four m illion 
dollars per year. The legislature, how ­

ever, refused to place this enormous 
exjpense on the shippers and producers 
o f this state, and you justly owe your 
lawm akers a vo te  o f thanks for thus 
protecting you. For if the legislature 
had passed these laws, the increased 
expense would have had to be taken 
into consideration by the Railroad 
Commission in fixing the advances al­
lowed, or to be hereafter allowed.

Ih e  action o f the legislature has 
saved the shippefs and producers o f 
this state a vast amount o f money.

The financial condition o f the rail­
roads forced us to ask an increase in 
freight rates. W e  would have been glad, 
had the condition  o f the roads been 
such that w e would not have had to 
ask for such increase.

The w ay to protect yourselves in the 
amount o f freight rates is to assist the 
railroads in reducing expenses and in 
preventing their operating expenses 
from  being further increased. W ill you 
thus help yourselves, your neighbors 
and your friends?

You r state and county officials pub­
lish statem ents o f their public acts for 
the inforujiation o f the people; while 
railroads are p riva te ly  owned, they are 
operated for the benefit o f the public, 
and the people are entitled to know 
how they areraffected by railroad legis­
lation and regulation.
