My dear Mother:
Once more a line from the son 

over the sea:
Every thing is w’ell here, lots 

o f rain but no cold weather so 
far. I have always heard of 
how cold it gets here, but so far 
I have only seen one little frost. 
It may get colder but if it is as I cold now as it gets here it will 
never be very cold. I am still 
pleased with my part o f my mis­
sion. Just now I am in the hos­
pital “ again.”  This time I am 
not sick hut have a little scratch 
on my left thigh. It was not 
very bad but had to have an op­
eration. It is a dirty looking 
place but is only a desh wound.

You see I met up with part of 
a six inch shell. Don’t worry—I 
am treated great, have a bunch 
o f Red Cross nurses to answer 

¡all my wants. They treat us I fine and handfe us as if we were 
' glass.

I got the v/ound on the front 
the night o f Nov. 1st. We made 
a great drive and captured lots 
o f prisoners and advanced on a 
big front.

So far I have never heard from 
you. Mv mail is being held back 
somewhere. I am trying to have 
it traced back up. And hope to 
get all my mail in the near future. 
Also expect to be paid. Then I ’ ll 
have a great time as long as my 
coin lasts and buy some feeds.

How is dad and the ranch? 
I'll bet he is having a time keep­
ing all his business going about 
this time of the year. Would 
like to take a look in to see if he 
is running every thing to suit 
ME.

We had quite a little excitment 
here the other night. The news 
broke out that Germany hatl sur- 
renderaJ. Oh! but the excitement 
ran high. The next morning we 
found it to be only a joke. I 
will write you more often from 
now on. I can write here but I

could not write you so often while 
we were on the move.

For goodness sake don’t worry 
about me for I am alright. The 
only reason I told you o f it was 
I feared you might here o f it first. 
It is just a small fiesh wound and 
will soon be well.
