Commission Abroad To Study the Sit
vation.——Extensive Program Is
Plannea—Church Busy
In Other Lands.

Nashville -‘Temm. (Bpecial Corre-
spondence.)—On August 29th a com-
mission composed of Bishop James
Atkins, of North Carolina, John R
Pepper, of Tennessee, Dr. Belle H.
Bennett, of Kentucky, and Mrs. Luke
i. Jolinson, of Georgia, sails for Eu
rope to arrange for the opening of ex-
tensive religious and philanthrovig
work in Belgium, France and other
war-torn countries

They represent the Centénary Com
mission and the Board of Missions of
the Methodist Episcopal <Church,
South, which have set aside $5,000,000
of Centenary funds for religious re-
construetion in Europe
They go with authority to purchase
property and open work at once in
Delgium and to make a careful survey
of the needs in other countries and
ecommend an adequate program.
Orphanages, schools, social centers,
religious literature and direct evange-
lism will be the methods employed.
In some of the countries to be en-
tered the work will be conducted in
o-operation with the Methodist Epis-
copal Church, which is already operat-
ng in France, Italy and the Balkans,
ind is planning to expand its work
greatly as a result of the Centenary,
which in the two churches brought
missionary pledges aggregating more
than $150,000,000.

The legislature passed a
game law
last winter.

That law was made

to contform to the federal law.
Therefore, under both federal
and state laws, the open sea-
son for doves commences Sept.

1 and continues to the 15th day
of December, There are mno
zones in the state law hence
this open season applies 1o the
whole state. The bag limit for

doves under both laws is 15
hirds.
The open season for ducks,

geese, brants and snipes com-
mences October 16 and continues
until January 31, and the bag
limit for ducks is 25 and the bag
limit for geese and brants is
limited to 8.

The state and federal author-
ities are working together under
an arrangement made by them
and the state warden may report
a lawbreaker to the federal
authorities and the federal
warden may turn the lawbreaker
over to the state authorities.

Under the new state law,
persons hunting beyond  the
limits of the counties of thetr
residence must pay a  hunting
tax of $2. The licenses for
hunting beyond one’s county
c¢an be procured from the County
Clerk.

People who expect to hunt
beyond their county should get
their licenses so they may avoid

all

trouble, for the law requires
hunters to carry such licenses
and wardens to call on such

hunters for them. A refusal
or failure to show them is pun-
ishable.
