But the educational program of the 
Baptists will not stop there. It pro­
poses to lend itself to the creation of 
a public sentiment that will nsult in 
more efficient public schools in the 
territory of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention. especially in the rural dis­
tricts. In this connection It is pointed 

j out that 37 per cent of the total ele- 
I mentary scholastic population of the 

nation is found In the South; that the 
rural scholastic population of the 
South is 77 per cent of the whole; that 
only one-sixth as much money per 
capita is expended on the education 
of the children of the South as on the 
children of other sections of the coun­
try; that only 37 out of every 1.000 
pupils in the South enter high school 
as against 87 from other sections; and 
only 10 from the South enter college 
as against 21 from other sections.

Distributed throughout the territory 
of the Southern Baptist Convention 
are 142 educational Institutions. In­
cluding academies, colleges, universi­
ties, seminaries, and missionary train­
ing schools for women. These have a 
total enrollment of 18,000 annually, but 
all of them are crowded, greatly in 
need of larger facllltlea in every way, 
and many of them must have an en­
dowment If they are to meet the de­
mands made upon them.
