MILLS COUNTY CHAMBER 
OF COMMERCE NOW IN PER­

MANENT ORGANIZATION

Constitution and By-Laws Adopt­
ed—First Monday Made Reg­
ular Trades Day—Business.

Last Monday night the business 
men of the city who had first 
met and temporarily organized 
a Chamber of Commerce, with 
about 25 other business njen and 
farmers who had not been able 
to be there before, assembled in 
the Chamber of Commerce room 
in the basement of the court house 
and put into permanent form the 
Mill* County Chamber of Com- 
merce, with L. E. Miller presi­
dent; T. F. Toland, Vice-Presi­
dent ; C. M. Burch, Treasurer, and 
J. A. Gillespie, Secretary. At 
this meeting the name of L. B. 
Burnham was added to the list of 
directors.

Matters of importance were 
taken up, including reports of 
different committees, among 
which was the report of the 
Trades Day committee. It was 
adopted. Briefly it was as fol­
lows :

The first Monday of each month 
was designated as Trades Day for 
Ooldthwaite. On that day three 
or more valuable prizes are to be 
distributed to the holders of 
luekv tickets, the tickets to he is­
sued with purchases for the pre­
ceding two weeks. In other words 
with each purchase amounting to 
one dollar from any merchant be­
longing to this organization a 
ticket will be issued. The holder 
will then write his name and ad­
dress on the ticket and place it in 
a sealed recepticlc.

Having recently noticed numer­
ous reports from vui'ious sections 
of the State concerning the suc- 
.«ossful works of the Home Agents 
in the counties which employ 
them, the writer takes this means 
of suggesting that Mills County 
aliould have a home ugent.

Only a few of our boys and 
Rirls have the opportunity of go­
ing to college to learn tho funda­
mental principles of successful 
country life, and with few except­
ions they never return to the farm. 
Tho result is that the world looks 
on an educated man or woman as 
Iteing out of place on the farm. 
The day is past when u man is a 
Kuecess on the farm by accident, 
that is he farm simply because he 
is not fitted to do something else.

This brings home the fact that 
we will have to educate for farm­
ing. This of course pertains to the 
woman as much, or perhaps more 
than to the men on the farm.

Realizing that only a few of our 
future home makers are reached 
by tho colleges it occurs to me 
that the Home Agent coming with 
messages of thrift, economy, and 
stimulating interest in home 
making fulfills a long felt want.

Civilization and good govern­
ment is built on the home. Yet 
strange to note very little is 
taught along that line and one has 
only to look about to see that very 
little system is used. System and 
t ¡ethods have been successfully in 
.trodneed into our industries. Is 
it not about time to introduce 
system and methods in home 
making? Hut how can our girls be 
better home makers unless they be 
taugh t! And how can they desire 
to be home makers unless it is 
attractive, dignified and pleasur­
able?

Is home making an art? Or is it 
drudgery, If you say it is an art 
existing renditions in many places 
would contradict you. If yon say 
drudgery, then \\'' can’t blame 
On m iron escaping it Yet Amer- 
icr. e; not do without homes

Home demonstration "Work in

Texas was organized in 1915; re­
organized in 1917. The figures 
quoted below were compiled form 
the annual report of this period 
but represents largely the work 
of the hist three years. The report 
L made up of actual records 
kept by county home demonstra­
tion agents and by women and 
girls working under their super­
vision.

Thousands of country girls and 
women who could not otherwise 
have received instruetcin in home 
economics have been directly 
tuught by county home demon­
stration agents under the super­
vision of state, and district agents 
(1) to produce poultry, rabbits, 
and other live stock; (2) to pro­
duce vegetables and fruit; (3) to 
can, preserve, dry, and brine all 
surplus products;(4) to cook;(5) 
to sew;((>)aml to earn money.

Hundred« of girls not only have 
b* on > !\cn home economic 
instruction by trained women but 
through demonstration work have 
been influenced to continue in 
school, and to go on to college, 
and hove 1 t en enabled to do so t>, 
the winning of Home Demonstra­
tion scholarships and the earning 
of money with which to defray all 
or a part of their expense.

The total tangible savings of 
Extension Service activities in 
Texas for the |>ast year, ending 
January 1, 1921, as shown by re­
ports and records on file in the 
Extension Service A. and M. Col­
lege of Texas (including Farm 
Demonstration Work, Home Dem­
onstration Work and Boys’ ’and 
Hills’ Agricultural Clubs) »re 
$14,421,805.23.

This statement of values from 
increases due to Extension activi­
ties for one year reveals the fa*t 
that the Extension Service is n»t 
only self-supporting, but is actual­
ly yielding a dividend to the state 
i litaxabi“ values, while the far­
mers and faim women of Texas 
have over fourteen million dollars 
to their ’ lit, which represents
