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CAR TAX MONEY TO
GREATLY HELP ROADS

Thi> tax collectors’ department 
reports a total of $291);> 91 for the 
county’s part of the ear tax mon­
ey, received the first two weeks 
in January, a neat sum to'place 
on the lateral roads of Mills 
County.

The industry, courage ami faith 

evidenced b.v the farmer* of the 
nation during the past three 
yearaa re slowly bringing their 
reward. Improvement in agricul­
tural conditions continues—not 
as rapidly as desired or lieedcr, 

lor as rapidly us deserved, but 
¡nevertheless it continues. The 
¡promise of the year has been ful-. 
¡filled.

So we come to the end of the 
third year of post-war d-prev ion 
with a feeling of greater confi-| 
deuce born of better tint' s eh ad- 
realized and with jus lined nopvl 
of still further iraorovement ri 
1924.

In general the crops of 1923 
were good. Some sections in the 

¡cotton belt and in the wheat belt 
suffered from the ravages of 
weather and insect pests, lmt the 
aggregate crop production was 
equal to the average of the five 
preceding years.

Considering money return we 
find that the values of most crops! 

'are greater than in 1922. The to- 
jtal value of all crops is 12 per 
cent greater. The values of 

j wheat, rye, rice, clover seed, oran- 
, berry, peach and pear crops ure| 
below 1922; in the ease of wheat 
11 per cent below. The values of 
all other important crops are 
greater.

It is difficult to measure the 
productive value of )iv«*ttovk| 
during the year, dependent as it 
is upon crops marketed in that: 
form In general, it has been a! 
prosperous year for sheep grow­
ers. fairly good for dairymen, less 
satisfactory for producers of hogs 
and discouraging for growers of 
range cattle. Cattle feeders, how­
ever, have done very well on the 
whole.

Experience gained during these 
years of depression, however, to­
gether with progress already 
made, warrant a hopeful attitude 
for the coming year. Gradually 
crop acreage is being better ad­
justed. The domestic market con­
tinues strong. The children keep 
coming and that means a steadily 
increasing number of mouths to 
he fed. Those who stay on the 
farm and do good farming can 
look forward to In tter times as a 
reward for their years of toil and 
hardship. Those whose businesses 
depend directly upon farm pur­
chases can find decided encour­
agement in the growing gross in- 
eonn of ihe farmer, for he will 
buy as his income expands.

Tin- year 1924 comes with the 
promise of continued improve­
ment in the material prosperity of 
the farmer, and the farmer con­
tinues to be the material ami spir­
itual backbone of the nation.
