To the voters of Mills County:
In this issue of the paper ap­

pears my formal announcement 
as candidate for re-election to the 
State Senate from this the 25th 
Senatorial District.

Two years ago I was elected to 
fill a short term : now I am asking 
to he re-elected for the regular 
term of four years. Under the 
Constitution State Senators every 
ten years are required to draw for 
the long and short term and 1 was 
one of fifteen who drew a short 
term.

The last Legislature, of which 
I was a member, passed the appro­
priation Bill at the regular ses­
sion, this being the first time in 
fifty years that it was not neces­
sary lor a special session for that 
purpose und we saved the people 
of Texas approximately tw o hun­
dred and fifty thousand dollars.
We did not increase your taxes 
and if 1 am re-elected, I pledge my 
best efforts to cut the expenses 
of the State Government wher­
ever it is advisable and proper.

The present automobile license 
fee or tax is too high, it ought to 
be reduced; a larger percentage 
of the tax should be retained by 
the County where it is paid anil 
be used by the County Commis­
sioners either toward maintain­
ing local roads or to retire out­
standing bonds or both, and a tax 
on gasoline should be levied to 
take care of the difference.

The present search and seizure 
law ought to be either amended 
or repealed. It is now too favor­
able to law-bn-akers, especially 
the boot-legger. Mo pm »»  »k®«ù 
object to a law which protects 
their person and property against 
“ unreasonable searches and sei­
zures.”  This is all the Constitu­
tion guarantees; but under the 
present law', a “ reasonable search j Committee 
an dseizure”  is prohibited. I was! 
against the passa¡¡e of the prisent BACC/ 
law and I will undertake to have 
it amended if I am re-elected. Si 
Law and order should prevail iiijNolunti 
Texas : no undue advantage Song—
should he iriven to the law-break-!

Under the leadership of the 
Commission a definite effort is being 
made to secure as much or more 
money as was contributed In 1926, 
hut In undesignated amounts so that 
each causa rill get Its proportlonata 
share

“The bounty ed America In bestowing 
her rewards of grant racosea apoe 
those of model  origin to again not­
ably manifest In the rise ef Oscar 
Wells to tbo presidency of the Ameri­
can Banker« Association.

“The eon of a tanner, John H. 
Puelicber, was elected to this emi­
nence in 1921 Circumstances ended 
hie public schooling In the seventh 
year and he went to work In a carpet 
Store In Milwaukee. At sixteen be 
entered n bank aa a toerk, rising step 
by step until be became president 
Recognition of bis abilities aa a 
beaker and civic service through pub­
lic education In sound economic un­
derstanding brought him tbe highest 
reward from his profession.

“A former country school teacher, 
Walter W. Head, born In a farm ham­
let In Western Illinois, was elected 
president of tbe association In 1923 
He gave up teaching and a salary of 
975 to enter banking at 940 a month 
In a small Missouri town. He subse­
quently became president of a bank 
In Omaha, the largest In Nebraska 
and a dozen neighboring states. The 
position he occupied In advancing 
agricultural welfare during the period 
at depression led to his being called 
the 'Granger President of the Ameri­
can Bankers Association.’

“ From Irish immigrant lad to su­
preme head of banking in America 
epitomizes the career of William E 
Knox, president of one of tbe largest 
savings banks of the country In New 
York. His business career began as 
an office boy In a publishing house, 
and he later entered the bank as a 
clerk. Experience with humble peo­
ple In their problem« of .personal 
• nance and bis Inculcation of economy 
In all matters attracted country-wide 
attention.

“ Oscar Welle, wbo rises in 192S aa 
successor of these men, was born In 
an old weather-boarded log cabin 
house In the Missouri River bottoms of 
Platte County, Missouri He became 
an orphan when three years of age, 
losing his parent« in an epidemic that 
ravaged the countryside. He passed 
nnder the care of an uncle, head of 
a small country bank In Platte City, 
a town of a few hundred Inhabitant«, 
growing up on a farm and receiving 
his early education In a rural school. 
He later entered Bethany Collega, 
West Virginia, but at the end of his 
Junior year he had to quit college and 
go to work in the bank.”

His subsequent career was one of 
steady progress, first to higher posi­
tions among small country banks, 
then to larger city banks in Texas, 
where he rose to the top. In 1914 
he was chosen first governor of the 
Dallas Federal Reserve Bank and 
served through the opening period of 
the establishment of that Institution. 
He resigned to become president of a 
bank In Birmingham, Alabama, which 
has grown under his administration 
to be one of the largest and most suc­
cessful Institutions In tbe South.

B A N K ER S  S U R V EY  
S T A T E  BANK LA W S
Find T h a t Movem ent for S ta te  

G u a ra n ty  of Bank H a s 
Gone Into Eclipse.

Now York.—A earvey of stat« hoik­
ing laws conducted by tho Stats Bank 
Division of th« American Banker« Aa- 
«orielton shows narked procraas to­
ward greater uniformity and mare ef- 
Octant beak sapervlstuo. It U declared 
by Weak W. Slmnonda, la chart* of 
the dlvtsloa. tn a statement glvtag the 
result» of the laveatlgaUoa. He aaya 
that the movement for state guaranty 
of hank dapoatte spp*ars te her* gone 
Into eclipse.

“The dlvtsloa has urged that the 
office of beak cotokluloBsr be treed 
from polities and eU other function« 
of state gwvaramaat and tenor* b* 
mad* more secure with sufficient com- 
peaaeUon and discretion to ettraet 
men of outstanding ability.“ Mr. Sim­
mon» says “Gratifying progress baa 
been made during tbe past year la Im­
portant bank legislation In many 
states. Idaho, Wyoming and Oregon 
led tbe list by adopting entirely new 
modern banking codes, while Texas 
and Montane keve new codes In prep­
aration.

Uniformity Among State Lews
“The survey shows that It Is gener­

ally agreed there should be a high de­
gree of uniformity among the states 
In laws dealing with certain funda­
mental principles of bank organisa­
tion. regulation and supervision, and 
that there Is a strong tendency In this 
direction. We find a very definite 
trend toward Increasing the minimum 
capital requirements of banks to 926,- 
000; creation of banking boards to act 
In an advisory capacity with the state 
bank commissioner, and legislation 
empowering bank commissioners to 
take complete charge of Insolvent 
banks and to liquidate them as dis­
tinguished from liquidation through 
the courts.

“We find also a trend toward legis­
lation providing for closer supervision 
and regulation of building and loan as­
sociations; more equitable taxation of 
bank stock; legislation providing for 
merger, conversion or consolidation of 
banking Institutions; the legalizing 
and regulating of what Is known as 
'departmental banking*; broadening 
the field for Investment of funds of 
saving banks and trust companies, and 
increasing the power of the bank com­
missioner as to granting or denying 
charters for new banks, and authoris­
ing his making reasonable rales and 
regulations governing bank manage­
ment and prescribing penalties for the 
violation thereof.

“Additional general oharacterlstlcs 
of state bank legislation are for In­
creasing the compensation of the bank 
commissioner and lengthening bis 
term of office of four, five or six years, 
with power to appoint necessary depu- 
tleAand examiners; legislation provid­
ing tor the reduction of mandatory 
bank calls to three and seducing th* 
number of examinations required by 
tow annually to one; making tosuaaee 
of worthless checks a mtsdemaaaar; 
limiting or prohibiting aa oAcar or di­
rector ef a bank borrowing from kto 
bank unless Ms eeUaderal to approved 
by a majority ef the board of direc­
tors, aad limiting or prohibiting the 
opening ef branch ho aka

During the year the number of re­
porting school savings systems In­
creased from 683 ta 741 districts te 
T60 In L657 districts, the number of 
schools from 9.010 te 99.163. the Bum 
her of pupils participating from 1.236,

bank balances from 920.436,144.64 to 
925.913.411 15, says W. E. Atbig. In 
charge of the Association's saving* 
activities.

¡nation of the need of a second 
primary in the Governor’s race1 
is now confidentially being pre-1 
dieted at Dan Moody headquar­
ters.

As early as March 15, Cato 
Sells, who w‘as Commissioner of 
Indian affairs under the Wilson1 
administration, predicted a “ land 
slide for Moody,”  with only one 
primary needed.

Approximately a month later, i 
former Governor O. B. Colquitt,1 
makes the same prediction. Col-' 
quitt is a former weekly news-! 
paper editor. He is familiar with1 
the pulse of farms and ranches as 
well us that of the cities.

L. C. Stewart, of Kirbyville, 
r«*presented his district three 
terms in the State Legislature. lie 
gives tiie insult of three polls 
taken on T. & N. O. railway 
trains. Of 103 votes, 79 were for 
Moody. Lvneh Davidson had 13, 
and Mrs. Ferguson 11. The tal­
lies were 38-7-3; and 18-2-4.

The Herald of Palestine, where 
Davidson opened his campaign, 
says: “ From conversation and ob­
servation one is forced to the con­
clusion that right at this time 
(April 12), Attorney General 
Dan Moody is the most popular 
of the candidates in the race for 
the Governorship of Texas. 
Things may change before pri­
mary day, hut the better chance 
is that Moody is going to continue 
to gain strength.”

The Sherman Daily Democrat 
says it is against Ferguson but 
hasn’t committed itself to Moody 
or Davidson. It is sport enough, 
however, to give top position to 
one of its readers, E. J. Roberts,
