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A REMARKABLE CASE.

A Man Who Was Fed Seven Months
Through a Hole in His Stomach,
St. Iguis Repubhican.|

One of the most remarkable surzical
operations ever performed In Americais
described in a paper written by Dr,
Frank J. Lutz, surgeon of the Alexian
Brothers’ hospital. The subject, E.
Hunecke, a German tailor, fiftv-eicht
years old, who resided on the South
Tenth street; commenced in July, 1880,
to experience considerable difficulty in
swallowing s food which grew go seri-
ous finally that he bhaa fainted several
times from thepain, On October 28
he congulted Dr. Lutz, who, after ex-
amination, found an incipient structure
of the lower part of the esophagus, prob-
ably malignant. He advised the patient
who was very intelligent and of a philo-~
sophic turn  of mind, of the
nature of the disease, and its inevitable
issue—death hy starvation. It was ex-
plained to bim that his life could be
prolonged and made comfortable, but
that his disease was not curable; and
after the diflerent methods by which he
could be fed were explained he pro-
nounced in favor of a “gastric fistula,”
which, being interpreted, means nothing
more nor less than a hole cut into his
stomach, through which the food he
could not swallow could be introduced.
The operation was periormed by \
Lutz, assisted by Drs. Wesseler, Hick-
man and Fuhrmann, A two inch inci-
sion was made parallel with the cartil~
age of the eighth rib, through which
the incision was made 1mto the stomach
and swpped with a plug of carbolized
auze. After eight days the wound had
1ealed by granulation, and food was
introduced through the epening three
times a day. After food, whether solid
or liquid, hah been thoroughly masticat~
ed and insalivated by the patient, he
spat it into a rubber tube, through
which it was conveyed into the epening.
Dr. Lutz observed that assoon as the
patient began to masticate his food the
gastric juice flowed freely through the
fistulous ovening, By this means he
was kept alive for seven months, lon
after the ulcer of the esophagus hac
made it impossible for him to swallow
any thing fluid or liquid, He died final-
ly of ¢xbaustion, complaining of a vio-
lent _ thirst. which nothing could
quench.

With a single exception life was sus~
tained longer in this imstance than in
any of the kind on record.

Can a Dog be Stolen,
1Cleveland Herald.l

A good portion of the afternocon was
takenup in the police court’ yesterday
in learned legal discussion over a dog
coneidered in the light of property sub-
ject to larceny. W. S. Benzinger and
Frank Koehler were arrested for steal-
ing a dog valued by the ewner at $25,
but not degcribed as a yellow dog. Now,
the young men gecured an attorney, who
went back over the statutes until he dis-
covered a clause, backed up by the de-
cision of a hich court, that dogs were
not goods any chattels under common
law, and therefore not subject to lar-
ceny. On this ground the attorney fi'ed
a demurrer asking that the case be dis-
missed forthwith, as the statutes plainly
decided. Prosecutor Fraser argued that
that the law cited was an old one, and
that, under the present code, a person
who steals anything of value, whether
it be a dog or other article, was guilty of
larceny. The court, hearing two such
opposite sections cited before him, de-
cided to hold the matter over until this
morning and look up all the dog legis-
lation he can find,

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FOR FARMERS.

A Hampshire Lamp-Hints for Poultry
Breeders—Agricaltural Association and
Other Notes.

A Hampshire lamb says the London
Agricultural Gazette, is a living wonder,
an infant prodigy, a standing miracle,
gold by the hundred, the best lot will
bring this season §15 each for the butch-
er at mutton price. A lamb thirty weeks
old, to weigh eighty pounds has, be it
remembered to make two and a half
pounds of mutton every week gince it
wa: boin, Isthere any other breed of
shee{) can do the same? Hampshire
lambs seven months old have been let
for one month at §3, One hundred ram
lambs averaged $59 at Fort Hill a short
time since. The early maturity of
Hampshire sheep is due to the use of
ram lambs, careful breed and liberal
feeding. One butcher showed us two
ioins of mutton the other day, one from
a Down, the other from a cross bred.
The difflerence was striking. The cross
bred loin was covered with a layer of fat
an inch thick, and the lean was gmall in
proportion. lhe Down loin was much
faller of flesh and the unsightly, unpala-
table layer of fat was absent.

Hints for the Poultry Breeder.
Hens to do well must have a warm,
c1y place, with plenty of sunshine. We

¢lwanys keep a box of ashes for them to
wvallow in, which ghould be kept per-
fectly dry. Every few weeks, and some
times oftener, the henery is thoroughly
dusted with dry ashes, occasienally add-
ing a little sulphur, And once in a
while we wet the roosts with kerosene
A spring bottom oil can 1s just the thing
for the purpose, Attending these rules
carefully, you need not have hce, which
is an important item in keeping poultry.
Our chief object is eggs, for which there is
generally a ready market and good Ynce.
And to lay well, hens must have plenty
to eat and of the right kind. We gen-
erally feed corn, and in the winter let
them shell it for themselves, after giv-
ing each ear a blow or two with the
hammer or some thing of that kind to
start the kernels. This gives them ex-
ercise and keeps them from eating toe
much. One wounld think they would
not get enough to eat in this way; but if
kept before them in a clean. dry place,
they will keep fat. Give them feach
morning what they will pick off during
the day.

The American Agricultural Association,
An association of the best mindsin
America interested in agriculture, for
the purpose of making eomparison and
ex- Yxnnginz ideas i3 not a bad thing.
Such an organization has been in exist-
ance for two years, and the journal of its
proceedings is publigshed in two volumes
each of over 260 pages. This publica-
tion was begun in order to place before
its members in book form the valuable
essays read at its meetings as well as any
subsequent contributions that might be
made, and it is doubtful whether two
more valuable books for the farmer will
be issued from any quarter during the
year, The association has for its basis
the fact that agriculture is the
main dependence of the country, and
its object as specified is mainly the gen-
eral dissemination of knowledge relative
to the best methods of farming; the sys-
tewatic testing of competing agricultural
implemente; ecientific investigation into
the diseases of farmanimals and various
other matters of interest to every tiller
of the soil. Its membership comprises
some of the best minds in the country,
as is apparent from the valuable papers
which appear in the jonrnal. It ought
to be the means of digseminating many
useful facts, and undenbtedly will; for,
as the New York Herald says: “‘Tt ereis
no country in the world where such an
association can be so easily and cheaply
managed or do ro much good.”

Ashes For Fruit Trees.

When apple or pear trees become dis-
eased from being planted in unfavorable
or ill prepared soil, or from lack of food,
they are very apt to be attacked by in-
sects, which, if in healthy condiuon
would probably be unknowr. Certain
washes, such a8 lye (a solution of pot-
ash), has been applied with success in
destroying the insects and restoring the
tree to health, But for our own practice
we have, ior the last two vears, applled
a much simpler remedy with more suc-
cese, as it causes the old dead bark, the
chogen tiding place oi the insects, to
cleave off, leaving in its place a emooth,
healthy surface. This is simply after a
1ain and while the bark is yet wel, to
throw on dry wood ashesuntil the power
of reten:ion is full. If rainsoon follows,
the strength of the ashes is carried into
every cranny of the old bark, and the
eflect is, working cleanlinesson the tree.
1f there is no rain, the ashes will re-
main and be working their good effects,
and be ready for action when the rain
comes. The operation of throwing on
the ashes is eaeily and quickly per-
formed; if the tree is 1n a bad condition
it is ensily repeate 1 until the insects are
all destroved, and a new, healthy bark
eovers the tree. Insects’ eges will never
hatch under the influence of ashes., T'wo
objects are gained l}y this operation—
the ashes furnish food for the tree as
well as destroy its enemies, and impart
cleanliness to the tree,

A SOUND PHENOMENON.

Why Engine Bells and Whistles Appear
Sometimes to Vary in Piteh,
1Providenee Journall
“When two trains,zoingin an opp: site
direction at a rapid rate,meet each other,
with the engine bells ringing or whistles
blowing, a passenger of the one train no-
tices a marked variation in the tone of
the bell or whistle of the other train,
When tke sound first strikes the ear, the
pitch is at its highest. Gradually it goes
down, as the train dashes past, and the
lowest piteh is reached when the last

notes fall on the ear. Why is this?”

This question was propounded to an
engineer the other day by an individual
thirsting for information.

“The question is simple cnough,” was
the reply. “To start with, it is an axiom
which needs no proving that the pitch
of a sound depends on its number of
vibrationg. Thus, while 40 vibrations a
second produce the lowest gound,40,000 a
second produce the highest. Pitch rises
with an increase of the number of vi-
brations,

“A certain number of vibrations are
emitted by the bell or whistle auring the
time the train is running a certain dis-
tance—say a quarter of a mile. Sup-
pose each train rans tnis distance in
half a minute, Then, a8 the one train
approaches that in which the listening
passenger is seated all the vibrations
emitted during the half minute will
stnike the ear in half a minute, suppos-
posing, of course, that they can be heard
over so great a distance. The reason
for this is that the first will not be heard
until more than two seconds after it bas
been emitted, as the sound will have to
travel half a mile. while the last wi'l be
heard the instant it is emitted, because
the engine will then be withina few
feet «f the ear. Thus thirty seconds’
vibrations will be heard in twenty-eight
seconds, When the trains are receding
from each other the vibrations emitted
during the half minute will take rather
more than the thirty-two seconds to
reach the ear, as that emitted when the
train is half a mile off will have to trav-
el to the ear.”

“Can you illustrate this to make it
plainer?” the engineer was asked.

“Certainly I can. Supposea man with
a rubber hose stands ten yards frem a
tub. The capacity ot bis hose enables
him to squirt a pint of water per second
into that tub., Bat if. during, say, five
seconds, he walks up to the tub, all the
while atlowing his hose to pour water
into itthere will be more than five pints
L.of water as the result of that five sec-
onds’ work. There will be five times
plus the quantity contained in the
stream which would have fallen to the
ground if he had stood still,and at the
and of five seconds turned the cock,shut-
ting off the'stream. By the approach of
the whistle or beli of an engine a great-
er number of vibrations meet the ear in
a given time,just as a greater quantity of
water reachesthe tub from the hose by
the approach of the mnozzle. And, ac-
cepting as correct the axiom that the
greater nuinber of vibrations the higher
the piteh, it will be seen thay when the
trains approach the ear gets more than
its due share ol vitrations per gecond,
and when they recede it gets less than
its share.”

How Fire Crncl::-_ Are Made—A Greedy
Shark,

Fire crackers are made in China,where,
on account of the cheapness of labor,
the price is only 2 cents a bumch. As
there are eighty in a pack,a chinaman
makes forty fire crackers for less than a
cent of our money. Most of them are
made by poor people in their spare time,
Merchants in Heng Kong buy them, and
place them in boxes holding forty packs
each. They ore go cheap that shippers
could not afford to pay much for having
them carried, so they are used as ballaet
in ships that bring silks and teas. The
Chinese letters printed on the wrappers
of fire cracker packs are the advertise-
ments of the dealers, “Fire bange,” as
they are sometimes called, are used al-
most all over the world. 1n the United
States, their uee 1n the north is on the
Fourth of July; but in the south Christ-
mus is the great time for them. In
England, they are most popular on No-
vember 5, Guy Fawkes’' day; and in
South Anieriea, on days of church festi-
vals. In China, every body fires them
on New Year’s day; and in some of the
Chinese cities they can be heard at al-
most all hours of every day, because the
people think the noige of their explo-
sion will frighten away evil spirits.

T'he owner of uny privy or hog pen
in this city, or the owner o1 any lot in this
city, upon which any privy or hog peun is, or
may be erected, which 18, or may become, of-
fensive to persons residing in the neighbor-
hood, shall remove or cleanse, or cause the
same to be removed or cleansed within three
days after notice shall be served upow him by
the City Marshal, to remove or cleanse the
same. Any person who shall rcfusp or neg-
lect to remoye or eleanse any privy or hog
pen as aforesaid, shall,upon conviction, there-
for, be fined in any sum not less than tive,
uu(l wot more than fifte.n dollars.

4 Any Yersnu who shall deposit any
excrement or filth or refuse, or any vegetable
or animal matiey, or any any substance what-
soever, which is, or may become, offensive to
persons residing in the neignborhood, 1n any
street, alley, or any place within the limits of
this eity, shall, on conviction thereof, b s tined
inany sum not less than three, and not more
than ten dollars.

A NEW SHiP.

The Kind of Vessel Thut Will Make Over
Forty Miles an Hour,
[New York Post.1

The latest novelty in ship Luilding is

a project for the construction of steam
vessels without masts, and an organiza-
tien, called the A merican Quick Transit
association, has been formed in Boston
to further the enterprise. The orivina-
tors of the scheme are A. Perry Blhiven
and Caotain John E. Moreland, of the
Cunard hine, $§200,000 have been paid
in, and a contract signed for the build
ing of the first vessel in Nyack. Mr.
Bliven said to a reporter yesterday: *‘Ar-
rangements are already being made at
the yard to begic work. The first boat
will be much smaller than these that are
to follow. She will be 147 feet long,
with 21 feet beam, 15 feet depth of hold;
her draught forward wiil be five feet
three inches, and aft 11 feet. Her deck
will be completely domed. Nothing
will be within sight there but the unper
portion of the pilot house, the smoke
stacks and the ventilators, The pilot
house will be entered from underneaih
and give an unobstructed view inevery
direction, being composed of convex
lass an inch thick, set solidly in steel

rames, The advantage of a vessel
without any obstructions above deck
are too obvieus to require that they
should bedetailed. The limitless amount

-

. of upper hamper with which ships al-

ways have been weighed down and
handicapped has ever been a subject for
loudest lament among sailors, but it has
been suffered as an unavoidabla necessi-
t{; We have stepped forward to solve
the problem of doming in our vessels,
covering them,as with a shell, from
stem to stern. This will place us above
all danger of rough seas. Only the top
of the pilot house and tre top of the
smoke stacks and ventilators can be
touched, and upon them the waves can
hav: noe effect.”” Mr. Bliven then pro-
ceeded to say that the machinery of the
new boats will be of steel of immense
strength. The beilers, he says, by a
new contrivance, will be enabled to car-
ry & working power of 550 pounds of
steam to the square inch. Another new
apphiance is a triple compound engine,
just patented, capable of making three
times as many revolutions per minute as
are made by engines used to drive the
fastest steamships now afloat. There
will be a double steel boiler and double
trip'e compound engines. The engines
will have four steel cylinders each, and
will provide, combined, over 650 horse
power. There will be an average of 350
revolutions per minute, with a possible
maximum of 400, The vessel will be
fitted with a four bladed hammered
steel wheel or screw, each blade being
separate, 10 feet in dirmeter and with
11 feet pitch, They will have fine knife
edges, and will be of more than ten times
the strength of the present composition
wheel, and will be capable of traveling
42,40 miles an hour.

Mr. Buven says that the rew steamers
will be able to cross fror: Boston to Liv-
erpool in less than five days. To enabie
them to attain this speed they will be
built with longitudinal frames and ex-
traordinary strength. The interior of
the vessels will be luxuriously furnished,
the intent being to make the cabins in
every wn; equal to those of a private
yacht, If the first exneriment is a suc.
cess, a stock company will be organized
to build larger ships of 8,000 tons each
upon the same plan. Auxilary engines
will be provided for use in case of acci-
dent to the regular mgchinery. Among
the persons said to be interested in the
enterprise are General Butler, ex-Gov-
ernor Rice of Massachu-etts, Mr. Alex
ander, of the Cunard line in Boston, S,
B. Kendall, Dr. H. M. Jernigan, Repre-
sentative J. W, Candler and others,

Phenomena of Death.

To be shot dead is one of the easiest
modes of terminating lile; yer,rapid as it
is, the body has leisure to feel und time
to reflect. On the first attemot by one
of the frantic adherents of Spain to as.
sassinate Willlam, prince of Oranee,who
took the lead in the revolt of the Nether-
lands, the ball passed through the bones
of his face, and brought bhim to the
ground. Inthe instant that preceded
stupefaction, he was able to frame the
notion that the ceiling of the room had
fallen and crushed bhim. The cannon
shot which plunged into the brain of
Charles XII. did not prevent him from
seizing hissword by the hilt. The idea
of an atiack, and the necessity for de-
fense, was impressed upou him by a
blow which we should bave supposed
too tremendous to leave an interval for
thought.

But it by nomeans follows that the
infliction of fatal violence is accomya
nied by a ang. From what is kuowu
of the first effect of gun shot wounds, it
is probable that the impression is rather
stunping than acute. Unless death be
immediate, the pain is as variel as
the nature of the injuries, and these are
past counting up. But there is nothing
singular 1n the dying sensations, though
Lord Byron remarked the physiological

[ ing the nexi fiscal year,

peculiarity,
variably that ot languor, while in death
from a stab, the countenance reflects the
traits of natural character, of gentleness
or ferocity, to the last breath,

Some of these cases are of interest, to
show with what slight disturbance life
may go oa under a mortal wound, till it
finally comes to a final stop. A foot sol-
dier at Waterloo, pierced by a musket
ball in the hip, begged water from a
trooper who chanced to possess a canteen
of beer. Tbe wounded man drank, re-
turned his beartiest thanks, mentioned
that his regiment was nearly extermi-
nated, and having proceeded a dozen
yards in his way to the rear, fell to the
earth, and with one convulsive move-
ment of his limbs, concluded his career,
“Yet his voice,” says the trooper, who
himself told the story, “gave scarcely
the smallest gign of weakness,”

Captain Basil Hall,who in his early
youth was present at the battle of Co-
runna, bhas singled out, from the confu-
sion which consigrs tooblivion the woes
and gallantry of war, another instance,
extremely similar, which occurred on
that occasion. An old officer, who was
shot in the head, arrived pale and faint
at the temporary bospital, and begged
the surgeon to look at his wound, which
was pronounced to be mortal.

“Indeed, I feared fo0,” he responded.
with impeded utterance, “and yet 1
should like very much to live a little
Ionger, if it were possible.”

He laid his sword upon a swne at bis
side, “as gently,” says Hall, “as if its
steel bad been turned to glass, and al-
most immediately sank dead upon the

turf.”

Expenditures for Pensions.
IBoston Journal.)

The commissioner of pensions calls
for $20,000,000 to pay the deficiency in
the appropriation for the piyment of
pensi1ons during the present fiscal year
and $100,000,000 to pay the pensionsdur-
That is, cou=
gress is asked to appropriaee $120,000,-
000 for pensi ms diuring the next session
—douvle the amount necessary to pay
the yearly interes. on the pubhie debt av
the present time. This enormeus ex-
penditure should arouse congress to the
necessity of doing gometbing to relieve
the country of this growingz burden.
Taxing all the expenditures of back
pensions into consideration, $100,000,000
a yeuar is a sum largely in excess of the
amouat necessary to pay every one en-
titled to a pension. More than sixteen
years have elapsed since the close of the
war. _'onsequently no soldier’s orphan
born during the war can any longer be a
pensioner, This class of pensions‘must
have called for a very large sum.
At the end of the next fiscal year near-
ly all of the*‘back pensions” should be
paid, That done, the expenditure for
pensgions should fall to less than the fig-
ures of the years immediately preceding
the passage of the back pension act—
namely, $20,000,000, The truth is, a
large number of cases are pending and
being allowed upon fresh testimony. As
a pepsion allowed at this time dates
back to the time of the alleged injury, a
large sum of moneyv wiil be coming to
most claimsnts when their claims are
allowed. Unscrupuious claim agents
furnish this proof in hundreds of in-
stances, Furthermore, hundreds of
thousands of dollars are peid to pension-
ers who are not entitled to such bounty,
The time bhas come when something
must be done to check this growing and
alarming exvenditure of money upon
undeserving cases,

Where Key West Cigars Are Made.
|Key of the Gulf.)

The population of Key West, inside
and outside the corporation boundaries,
is variously estimated at from 12,000 to
16,000. It is asserted by persons well
acquainted with the place that it does
not contain halt a dozen families from
the soutnern states of the Union, and
not twenty families from the northerr
states, and that of the whole population,
exclusive of the garrison and the United
Stutes oflicials, there are not twenty-five
unacclimated adults. About one kalf of
the population are supported directly or
indirectly by the trade in tobacco and
the manufacture of cigars, and the other
half are depeudent upon fishiog and
sponging, The tobaceo 18 brought from
the West Indies and most of it from
Cuba, The civars manufactured from it
are shipped almost exclvsively to New
York, either directly by ocean steamers
or through Cedar Key and Fernandina

How to Reclaim Poor Lands.

Here is a method which a writer
sugyests a8 having adopted on his land
to his entire satistaction, 1 sowed, he
says, one of the poorest pieces on the
farni to rye and sceded it down, using a
liberal amount of elover seed, and I ket
on treating the rest of the farm in this
way, vear after vear., The first meadow
seeded I hroke up when four years old
and put it into corn, plowing the ground
in the fall, During the past fifteen years
I have broken up a piece of meadow and
seeded a new one each vyear, and in
this way the land has been growing bet.
ter instead of worse. During the past
five or gix vears I have raised from Ilﬂ.y
to eightysfive bushels of corn to the
acre, which satisfies me that clover is
the cheapest and best manure a man
can usge to r(-nnvat&m worn out farm.
