A skeleton was found in a Bmali cave 
in the woods near Armock, Westchester 
county, New York, the other afternoon 
by n hunter, who hastened to the town 
with the intelligence.

On an average therearefive applicants for 
each o f tbe 300 presidential post offices now 
vacant. The postmaster general has gone 
to New York to nrrain:e lor better mail fa­
cilities on the trunk line roads to the west. 
The department rules that the sender o f a 
letter may designate thereon any time be­
yond three days in which ft shall be re­
turned to him free.

I n three churches at Santander, Spain, 
on 8unday, excommunication was pro­
nounced against tbe director o f three lib­
eral newspapers for attacking the clergy.

Mahore held a quiet conference with 
a number of Virginia democrats at Wash­
ington, and insisted on their aiding to 
make Riddleberger sergeant-at-arms ot the 
senate.

Sixty-six persons were killed by an ex­

plosion in the Cockerill distillery in Bel­
gium.

For his interest in the gambling tables 
at Monaco, Prince Roland Bonaparte is 
said to have received a large sum o f money.

A  solicitor’s clerk went from Dublin to 
Rathdowney to serve writs for rent, and 
his body was round by tbe police with 
the skull crushed in.

T he customs authorities at Montreal 
have seized $30,000 worth o f Russian furs, 
falsely entered as undressed, i wned by 
McLean, Shaw A Co., and 2,000 demijohns 
o f spirits, entered as vinegar, belonging to 
Hartland, Smith £  Co.

Ex-Minister Christ!ancy states that un­
til President Pierola of Peru, tied to the 
mountains be was recognized by all the 
diplomals at Limn. The Chilians en­
couraged the institution o f a provisional 
government by President Calderon by per­
mitting him to send 3,000 men to the 
northern section to liberate the members of 
congress. When be had assembled that 
body it was allowed a Pemvian regiment 
as a guard, and arms were iuinislicd by tbe 
Chilians.

I t is believed that the loss of life by the 
burning of tbe Ring theater at Vienna will 
prove to be 700. The origin o f tbe fi-e lias 
not yet clearly been ascertained, but its ef­
fects were rendered ten-fold more destruct­
ive by tbe cowardice o f the attendants in 
leaving the iron screen raised for the 
flames to spread. No less than 100 bodies 
Inivc been taken from the ruins, many of 
which were little more than charred frag­
ments. The Vienna bouse has appropriated 
10,000 florins for tbe relief o f tbe families 
of tbe victims.

The K u t
T he property known as the Aquarium, 

on the corner of Broadway and Tbirtv- 
fifth street. New York, has been sold to R. 
T. Wilson, a hanker, for$375,000.

P atrick Dolan, the Moltie Maguire on 
trial at Unioniowti, Pennsylvania, for 
killing Superintendent Healey, was con­
victed of murder in the second degree.

W ithin  three years New York has 
doubled her comiucree with southern ports. 
The Savannah line alone runs two pas­
senger and four freight steamers each week.

A boiler in the Keystone rolling mill at 
Pittsburgh exploded with such force as to 
partially wreck the works. One man was 
instantly killed, and nine more or less in­
jured.

Father McCarthy, parish priest at 
Greenfield, Massachusetts, was fatally shot 
by David McMillan, because the latter was 
refused admittance to the parsonage to see 
his wife, who was serving the prie-t as 
housekeeper.

H enry V illard is to expend $1,000,000 
in the erection ot a residence in Madison 
avenue, near Fiftieth street, New York. 
Sidney Dillon is building a mansion which 
will throw Vanderbilt’s into the shade. 
Bonanza Mnekay is arranging to outrival 
all by a palace at Central park.

T he elevated roads in New York will 
soon build a third track along the Ninth 
avenue line, and run fast trains to a point 
twenty miles out. The Manhattan road is 
operating 3,250 trains per day, one minute 
apart during the busiest hourB, beeping 
every engine and car in use.

f  he Baltimore and Ohio road has rej 
duced the rate on grain and provisions to 
the seaboard to 12 cents per hundred 
pounds, and tbe Pennsylvania has cut to 15 
cents on provisions. The trunk line rep­
resentatives met at New York and resolved 
to advance western freights in Jannary.

T he weather on the Atls itic o-een con­
tinues to be frightfully rough. The steam­
er Nederland, which arrived at New York, 
had not a vestige ot her bulwarks, and the 
iron stanchions were bent and twisted. 
Four small boats were wrenched from their 
fastenings and lost. The wheel house was 
crushed in, and the screw steering gear 
broken to pieces.

The recent woman’seongressat Buffalo 
was a notable event, and each year adds 
to its importance and interest. We 
have every reason to look forward with 
hope to our success in tbe future as re­
gards tbe question of universal suffrage. 
But what a ghastly farce men have 
made o f it. What a game o f gambling 
and vicious speculation! I  find that 
everywhere the temperance people fee 
that in this—i. e., woman’s suffrage—lie 
the success o f their cause.

I  went Saturday to visit the 
co-operative dress association estab­
lishment on Twenty-third street. I 
dare say you visited it when here, and 
saw the immense rooms, filled with 
everything useful and pretty. The lower 
floor is like any other large New York 
dry goods house, containing every thing 
every variety of goods in its various de-, 
partments. The second floor is given 
exclusively to ready made clothing, 
ladies’ dresses of magnificent construc­
tion, a bewildering combination o f plush 
and satin, or velvet and moire ot the 
richest character. I  think the display 
o f cloaks and wraps o f every character 
for women and girls, is the largest shown 
in any house in the city. On this floor 
is also a vast amount o f boys’ clothing. 
And on the third floor toilet articles, 
stationary, and a lovely display o f glass 
and china fills the immense room. The 
crystal and china is worthy o f attention, 
and certainly received it. The gem o f 
the building, however, is the large and 
very tasteful reception room. The 
library and lunch room are on the fifth 
floor. As the name states, the associa­
tion is a stock company—the shares 
sold at $25—and has alarge membership 
all over the Union, a goodlv number in 
the south. Tbe capital is $250,000. The 
lovely, talented and business woman, 
Kate Field, is its president and founder. 
The members purchasing here are al­
lowed 5 per cent on all purchases made. 
The reception room evinces good taste 
as well as good management, for the air 
and general appearance would indicate 
very expensive material, being in rich 
red and dark green plush; the chairs, 
lounge frames o f blackest wood. Near­
ly a third o f the very mug room set 
apart a? the reception room, a massive 
screen framing it in. The upper portion 
is an imitation of red plush, the dado 
in an arabesque figure ot green and gold. 
Curtains of heavy red plush, hung on 
huge rods and sliding rings, frame in 
one or two large mirrors and cover the 
three front windows. The lounges and 
chairs are scattered around in careless 
ease, and a goodly number of fine pic­
tures have been placed here on sale. 
Two water colors, one a scene oh “ The 
Thousand Islands,” was as lovely a pic­
ture ascould he painted. A verv large, 
full length picture o f the president is 
gorgeous in coloring and attire. She is 
reclining in an easy, leaning attitude of 
careless content, as if dreaming pleas­
antly o f what she intended to do, when 
the co-operative scheme, then 
in the brain, was carried out.

The women suffragists of this state 
are happy over the defeat ot many of 
their opponents in the assembly and 
senate, notably Astor and Sharp in 
prosi>eet.

Though the papers generally declare 
that the women will not vote even on 
school questions, I  find that the women 
not oniy desire to vote, but do vote on 
school questions, whenever one or two 
prominent women make it a point to 
instruct and interest them in regard to 
it. This was plainly shown in Fayette­
ville, under Mrs. Gage’s influence, and 
in Flushing, Long island, under that of 
Mrs. Fell. The New York women have 
made suffrage more a political question 
in their work than any other state asso­
ciation has done, and for this reason 
they have gained power somewhat as a 
political influence, however little it may 
generally be known.

—Severejfrosts have done serious injury 
to the cranberrjr crop o f New Jersey. 
In many cases the owners o f hogs have 
discharged their hands and abandoned 
the picking o f the crop.

FOR FARMERS.

Tlie Cultivation o f Corn anil Other Useful 
Item*.

iPhttadelphia Record!
Of all our stable crops, corn requires 

more labor than any other. It  is culti­
vated in a Eort of huiried manner, as 
though the task was one o f infliction 
rather than necessity, and inuny are the 
discussions as to how labor in the corn 
field can be saved. There is as much 
difference in the methods of corn culture 
In Pennsylvania and Virginia as there 
is between their modes o f keeping 
stock.

First, in this state, with a view of sav­
ing labor we plant our corn by “ cheek­
ing” i t—that is four feet each* way—in 
order that the cultivator may pass 
through it in two directions. The plow 
is seldom used after the land is broken.- 
Wo husk the corn in the field, expose it 
to bad weather, cut the stalkg, (odder 
attached, and leave it in the field.

In parts o f Virginia the plan is differ­
ent. They save every part ot the corn. 
In planting, instead o f checking, they 
plant four feet one way and two feet the
other, leaving only a single stalk to the 
hill. The reason for so doing is t be fact 
that the worst enemy a plant can have 
is another plantof the same kind grow­
ing at its side. W e do not observe this 
maxim, and grow two, three and four 
stalks in a hill. They then first harrow 
the young corn, and next go over the 
field with a plow, turning the earth 
away from the plant. Alter awhile the 
plow is again passed through, throwing 
the earth back. During the season they 
cultivate in the lour feet rows and use 
tlie ime between the tills. This plan, 
oi eourse, is more laborious than ours, 
but it beautifully prepares the grounu 
for a succeeding crop of wheat, and is 
the cause of the singular froedom from 
seeds o f weeds and other foreign sub­
stances so noticeable in Virginia wheat, 
which is much preferred for shipping as 
flour to some points. So much for the 
above contrast, which is a saving o f la­
bor in Pennsylvania, but a better pre­
paration and clearing of the ground in 
Virginia, as all corn fields should be for 
the sowed crop which usually follows.

As to harvesting in Virginia, they pass 
through the standing corn and strip ott 
tlie leaves below the ears. This is called 
“ blading,”  and tlie blades are bundled 
and hung on the stalks to cure. They 
never touch the ground,are seldom dirty, 
and on this account the fodder is used 
especially lor horses, preventing heaves. 
The race horses there, are fed on it, and 
tlio renowned Boston, his son Red Eye, 
Revenue, Planet, Henry, and other fa­
mous horses were seldom allowed any­
thing else. After blading the tops above 
the ear are cut and stacked, leaving the 
ear alw. on the stalk to dry. It  is very 
tender, and different from the lower 
part o f the sta’k in that respect. It is 
fed to cows.

The ears are gathered ami hauled to 
the barn, and husked on rainy days, the 
husks beimr also pioaerved for feeding. 
Here we see that the Virginians preserve 
and save every part o f a stalk of corn, 
in different forms, leaving only the bare, 
naked, leafless stick, which is thrown 
into the barnyard to be trampled by 
stock and afterward used as manure. 
But is it laborious? It  may seeai so, but 
wtien it is considered that one man can 
blade quite a field in a day, or top it, as 
cutting the upper portion o f the stalk is 
called, it is not so laborious as it may be 
supposed. Aud this is more than gained 
by the ease with which they collect the 
ears Iroju the leafless stalks, which are 
literally snatched off.thrown into a wag­
on and"at once passed to the barn. The 
comparison may be made by stating 
that the Virginia method saves a fine 
quality ot clean, nutritious blade fodder 
and the tender portion o f the stalk. 
The corn is gathered in one half tho 
time, and the husking is done in the 
barn at a time when labor can be econ­
omized. The fodder is cuied like hay, 
is cut up fine ahd fed to stock, and the 
stalks are taken off the ground in win­
ter. In this state we waste a large por­
tion o f the corn fodder, which is injured 
by exposure and trampled by stock, and 
the advantage of a saving of labor by 
our method is merely a seeming one, for 
facts demonstrate that there are parts of 
Virginia that produce tut little hay, and 
yet they w interk ill herds o f cattle, ow­
ing to their care o f the fodder. As to 
the yield o f corn, we have the advan­
tage, not by our system o f culture, but 
frum the tact that we believe in and use 
more fertilizers.

Useful Items©
—Maize cakes are being introduced as 

a food for cattle in France. They are 
made from the residuum of distilled 
corn, composed largely o f cellulose pro­
tein, albumen and fat. These cakes, fed 
judiciously, are a valuable addition to 
cattle teed. Distillers in the north of 
France have only recently utilized corn 
for distilling purposes; they have for 
some time past used the beet. 220 
pounds of corn yields about thirty-five 
quarts oi alcohol of ninety degrees 
strength, besides the residuum available 
for cattle feed.

— Persons who are unfortunate 
enough to live in damp houses, particu­
larly near undrained land, are apt to 
think that there is no help for them 
save in removal. Laud says they are 
mistaken, and states that experiments 
have shown that it is possible to_ materi­
ally improve the atmosphere in such 
neighborhoods in a very simple manner 
—by the planting o f the laurel and tho 
sunflower. The laurel gives off an 
abundance o f ozone, whilst 
the “ souirul eyed”  sunflower is potent 
in destroying the malarial condition. 
These two, i f  planted on the most re­
stricted scale in the garden, close to the 
house, will be found to speedily increase 
tbe dryness and salubrity o f the atmos­
phere, and rheumatism, and rheumatism, 
if  it ’does net entirely become a memory 
ol the past, will be largely alleviated.

Johnson, we understand, a 
few years ago was playing seven up 
whitone of sheriffs in one o f the 
southern counties in this State, and 
Lew turned the jack from the bot­
tom and killed himsolf, J o e .

T h e  E d i t o r ia l  " W e . ”
I From  tfaaO ll O ily Derrick .J 

Some people are unreasonably inquisi­
tive ana curious, especially about mat­
ters which do not concern" them in the 
least. For example, here is a corres­
pondent who makes the startling revela­
tion that be ia a “ constant reader o f

our valuable and influential paper," and 
would like to be informed why it is an 
editor or newspaper writer, when speak­
ing of himself in his writings, invariably 
uses tbe plural pronoun “ wc” instead of 
tbe singular “ I.”

There are several reasons. Self preser­
vation is the first law of nature. It be­
gins at home, like old Mother Charity. 
There is some human nature about an 
editor, public opinion to the contrary 
notwithstanding. An editor thinks too 
much of his “ I ’s”  to wear them in 
mourning, and therefore when speaking 
o f some slab sided six footer as u miser­
able, red nosed, pusillanimous, wife 
beating snoozer, be considers it the bet­
ter part of valor to drop in au occasional 
"we." This creates in the mind o f the 
six footer the impression that theuditori- 
al force consists of a standing army, 
armed with deadly "w e” -apons.

Furthermore, incase where the victim 
comes around to the office to kill tbe 
writer of any particular item, it is so 
pleasant to have the guilty man’s iden­
tity buried in the obscurity o f the plural 
“ we.” Tbe editor ia chief, the com- 
meicial editor, tbe city editor, the local 
editor, the repot tors, the book keepers, 
compositors, bookjniudurs, jobbers, press­
men, devil, and all the delivery boys 
arc thus placed ou a common footing 
by tbe little pronoun ‘we,” and when 
the enraged person looks about him 
and finds bow muny homes he would 
make desolate, how many wives he 
would make widows and how many 
children orphans, by killing oil'all includ­
ed in the little “ we”  at one fell swoop 
he sickens of the sanguinary undertak­
ing, turns sadly away, goes to some bar 
room, takes a drink, condemns the 
paper, prophesies that it is being run 
into the ground, anil declares that he 
will henceforth exert his political in­
fluence to squelch the sheet.

And again, having tackled this sub­
ject, we feel called upon to correct an 
erroneous impression, which hr 8 gone 
forth through the machinations and 
munipulations of the machine. A few 
years ago the fiends of the opposition, 
for whom we have but feelings o f con­
tempt and loathing, and for whom we 
can find in our book o f synonyms not 
sufficiently? opprobrious or condemna­
tory title, caused to be published in 
certain sheets which we will not men­
tion, a story to the effect that the use 
of the pronoun "w e” by tbe newepa|>er8 
originated in this wise: “ In Kagland 
the king, lords and commons, constitut- 
the three estates o f tbe realm. The king 
spoke of himself as ‘we’ the lords of 
themselves as‘we,’ and the commons in 
the same manner.”

The scurrilous article referred to 
above endeavored to convey the impres­
sion that the editors tried to ape the 
ustoms o f the king and the lords, and, 
by considering the newspapers the fourth 
estate, they acquired the habit of using 
the pronoun “ we." This isamost ridicu­
lous assumption, as the intelligent 
readers of the Derrick will see at a glance 
and the story was gotten up merely to 
detract something from the popularity 
o f the newspapers. The facts in the 
case are these: The editors commenced 
using the word “ we” long before the 
kings and lords ever thought of such a 
thing; but, after awhile, the kings, lords 
etc., adopted the style under the impres­
sion that they could deadhead their way 
into some of the female minstrel shows. 
But it didn't work, and. after being 
kicked out a few times, tiiey tried to 
make folks believe tbe use of the plural 
pronoun originated with them.

When telling u minister how to preach 
the editor uses “ we” to induce the be­
lie f he has just held a conference with 
all the ex-ministers about the establish­
ment.

The editor who tells the teacher how 
to teach says “ we,” because he lias con­
sulted with his wife about the matter 
and she, having been a teacher a few 
years befote, of course, knows all about 
it.

“ We”  is sometimes used because of 
the writer’s modesty. Most writers are 
troubled in this respect.

In short, we use “ we” because no one 
man could survive the trials, tribulations 
and tally found about a print shop.

It is not surprising to find tlieunlearn- 
ed in things medical unable to under­
stand that brain development, which of 
course is generally a mutter of heiedity, 
determines character. Such, however, 
is aod must needs be tbe tact. Whether 
the mind is something outside matter 
Which acts through or by the brain, as a 
musician may use a musical instrument, 
or whether, as some think, what we call 
mind is simply brain function, it should 
be manifested on consideration that up­
on the quality and conformation of a 
man’s brain must depend his mental 
capacity; and consequently, also, his 
eharacteris'ies both intellectual and 
moral. We are not disposed to urge 
specialties of development us excuses 
for conduct, because given an average 
degree of intelligence and fairly strong 
will power, the individual is clearly re­
sponsible for bis actions; but it must not 
be fergotten that his instincts of right or 
wrong, «iid the faculty o f judgment with 
which he distinguishes between good 
and evil, will be acute or dull in propor­
tion as his brain is developed.

The mind is in a large’ sense the char­
acter o f a man, and as directly depen­
dent on the physical growth of his bruin 
as the speed of a race horse independent 
on its muscular development, This is 
not sufficiently recognized, and because 
it is not, we every now and then find 
silly remarks in print such us the follow­
ing":

“ The convolutions of the brain may 
have something to do with the difference 
between mediocrity ami genius, but at 
present they are not recognized in the 
law courts, and it is difficult to see how 
they can be:’’ and such weak and wide 
moral reflections as that “ it would be 
scarcely satisfactory to a pickpocket to 
have his brains ( tic) examined in order 
to prove to those he left behind that 
he really could not help being a thief!”  
And yet the facts are sufficiently plain 
and simple, so plain and simple that any 
one should be able to understand them.
