The rains of the last two 
weeks have caused streams to 
floo<]j^nd the lowland to be 
inundated, doing considerable 
damage to crops and delaying 
harvesting to an alarming ex­
tent. The Colorado river and 
Pecan bayou have reaehed the 
flood stage on several days, 
altho they have not gone out of 
banks at any but the lowest 
points. 'Ileally, there has not 
be<ni very serious damage re­
ported, but several pretty elose 
calls hav,. been experienced.

The ureatest damage threat­
ened » r  this time is tĥ . delay 
in harvesting, which may causò 
serious loss. However, most of 
the volunteer grain has already 
been »'Ut, but the fact that the 
main grain crop is late has 
been a beneficial factor, for bad 
it been planted at the usual 
time most of it would be dead 
ripe. A number of farmers have 
reported that they will suffer 
very little loss of grain if the 
rain ceases in time for them to 
get into the fields with liar- 
vesters in the next few days.
