That would 
mean, in the last analy.sis, that 
it would not paj’ to grow any 
thing on land of that charac­
ter because Wj. have ’ -eforc us 
a eomparative statement show­
ing that in Nueces county, 
where the cost of production is 
us low as anywhere in the 
South, a third of a bale of cot­
ton per acre selling at 18 cents 
a pound lost to thf grower 
Ĥ 2.72 per acre. Wc also have a 
report from the Bexar County 
Herd Iiuproveuicnt .Association 
wliii'li bhoiVs that dairy far- 
niirs received i(!3.44 iu return 
for ever}’ $1 wortli of feed iiro- 
dueed and fi’d. ilore than three 
for one ouglit t<> be an attrac­
tive projiosition. If an acre of 
land w ill produce a half a bale 
of cotton per acre, then it is 
productive enough to j’ ield a 
proportionatelv larmier feed 
'•rop than the poorer laud. If 
poor land will produce enough 
feed to make dairying profit­
able, then good land should 
jiroportionately increase the 
proHts.—Farm and Ranch.
