All wool and mohair grow-
ers should consider thoroughly
the marketing association now
being set up in  co-operation
with the Federal Farm Board.

Co-operative marketing back-
ed by the Farm Board, nqw
has greater possibilities than
heretofore. Now the Farm
Board will strive to get for the
grower a price for wool and
mohair equal to the foreign
market, plus the tariff. Hereto-
fore, the grower has reseived
a sum about equal to the for-
eign price and the middlemen
have appropriated the tariff.

Now the proposition is up to
the growers, If they pledge to
the association sufficient vol-
ume to control the market, the
battle is won, If only a small
volume is secured, the middle-
men will control the market,
take the benefits of the tarift
and the government’s effort
will fail. B
