Agricultura: economists at
Ohio State University, believe 
that two periods of relatively 
high prices for hay may be ex­
pected during the coming sea­
son. The first is at the begin­
ning of the season and is reflect 
ed now in a strong price for 
good quality hay. A second per­
iod of higher prices is likely In 
late winter when numerous 
farmers have exhausted their 
supplies of hay and roughage, 
which they now estimate will 
carry their live-stock through 
until spring pastures appear 

Those who will have hay to 
sell, will in all probability get a 
higher price in late winter, pro­
vided they Can not sell now with 
out endangering their own feed­
ing plans, the research depart­
ment of the National Associa­
tion of Fatal Equipment Manu­
facturers suggests Hay to be 
marketed in l«te winter or 
.spring may well be baled now 
and stored under cover It will 
then be in readiness for market 
at once if the owner decides he 
has a surplus.
