There has been some change 
made in the rules for the spell­
ing contest in the Fniversity 
Interscholastic League this

Formerly the contest has 
been based solely on the spell­
ing lists issued by the League 
Bureau, Division of Extension. 
This year, howevtv, the contest 
is based not only on this list, 
but on words in the state adopt 
ed spelling books. Freparation 
of students for the contest, 
therefore, will involve a mastery 
of words in both sources, the 
League lists and the state 
adopted text.

Teacher’s are also cautioned 
that the contest involves plain 
w riting as well as spelling.
