We have heard much of the
value of road building®as a
means of alleviating unemploy-

ment. Now it i interesting to
se¢ the actual vesults, During
1931, the buoikding of rural

roads and streets kept some-
thing like a million men busy
in actual construetion work —
and_in the wordg of Thomas H.
MeDonald, Chief of the Bureau
of Public Roads, ““fov each in-
dividual so employed the total
highway expenditure provides
additional indireet employment
equvalent to two other per-
sons.”

Consequently, the 1931 road
and street  eonstruetion pro-
gvam was of benefit to about
3,000,000 men — which means
that it helped some 10 or 12
million persons, Seventy-five to
{80 per cent of the money spent
went to labor,

The hest part of all is that
road building even when advo-
cated principally to help the
unemployed, is not a “‘relief”
measnre of the kind that costs
{taxpayys milliong of dollars
which pay no return. Every
time a rural or farm-to-market-
road is built anothes town or
area is given a chance to pro
gress, to develop — and its in-
habitants, particularly farmers,
have a chanee for gveater pros-
perity, for a fuller social life,
and for more advantageons
marketing of produects. It is
worth vepeating that the road
dollar is a genuine, gilt-edge
investment, which returns a
high rate of interest — not only
in actual cash, but in henefits
whieh can not be measured in
money.

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TRAFFIC SAFETY CONTEST

The National Safety Council
has announced that on Jan. 1,
the number of cities to enter its
Traffic Safety Contest had pass-
ed the 125 mark.

Six of the 13 major cities —
those with more than 500,000
population-—have enrolled, as
have 17 of the 24 cities of be-
tween 250,000 and 500,000. Chi-
cago, Detroit, Los Angeles, Bal-
timore and Pittsburgh are among

,the competing metropolises, and

at the last report local parties
were working to obtain the an-
tries of New York, Boston, Phil-
adelphia, San Francisco and
Cleveland. When all entries are
in about one-fourth of the en-
tire population will be directly
affected by the safety drive.

The contest is of inestimable
benefit to the communities par-
ticipating. It demands an accu-
rate check of fatal accidents,and
stresses the importance of ade-
quate traffic law enforcement.
It does an immense amount of
good by making the public gen-
erally conscious of the responsi-
bility every motorist should feel
and live up to.

Last year 35,000 people lost
their lives because of careless-
ness, incompetence or reckless-
ness at the wheels of automo-
biles. This mounting record of
death and accident has just fore-
ed an increase of automobile
llability inswrance rates in 14
states, based on the average loss
cest per car from 1927 to 1930,
inclusive. Now responsible mo-
torists are promising themselves
Lo do their part to lower the rate
in 1932—and the National Traf-
fic Safety Contest will do much
to keep this pledge fresh in their
minds.

RULES LIBERALIZED

. Liberalization of the proposed
regulations governing relief
loans to farmers from the $200,-
000,000 fund allotted to agricul-
ture in the reconstruction fi-
nance corporation act appears
certain, following a vigorous pro-
test of Texas, Louisiana and oth-
er Southern senators and con-
gressmen,

Under the proposed regula-
tions submitted members of con-
gress use of the loans would be
restricted to farmers who “are
found by the secretary of agri-
culture to have acreage fit for
seeding and do not have seed,
fertilizer, feed for work stock
.and fuel and oil for tractors used
in erop production and spraying
materials and who are without
means to purchase these sup-
plies.” Definite limits on loans
for each of these purposes on a
per acreage basis are also estab-
lished., It was Secretary Hyde's
further explanation that under
these regulations the money re-
|ceived by the farmers would not
{be used for clothing, food or any
|other personal benefit that
brought on the attack of mem-
bers of congress. Senator Tom
Connally of Texas insisted that
what use the farmers made of
the money is not the important
thing, but rather if he needs it
to carry on his work.” A farmer
without clothes or food for him-
self and family would be just
as handicapped in producing a
crop this year as the farmer
without seed or livestock food,”
he declared. Others agreed with
him.

Though Secretary Hyde ex-
plained that the department
would be liberal with the bor-
rowers and would not police the
farms to see that they were us-
ing the money as they had prom-
ised when applying for loans,
members of congress declared
that the federal government
should not act in such a manner
as to require its citizens to resort
to subterfuge in an effort to
gain relief. They insisted that
the regulations be altered to per-
mit a liberal use of the money
without misrepresentation.
