MINTS FOR THE llffl SEIIObll.

A F e r t i l i s e r  F ro m  th e  A ir.
(Philadelphia Record 1

Nitrogen is the most costly ingredient 
tln.t centers into the composition of fer­
tilizers. It is sold in the shape of am­
monia, which is composed of nitrogen 
and hydrogen. The air is nitrogen (four 
mirts) ami one part oxygen, unuom- 
bined; that is, both are in a live state, 
ready to lie’extractcd whenever desired. 
Oxygen is much used, because it forms 
compounds readily with a great many 
substances, hut nitrogen is a substance 
that ban heretofore baffled the most ex­
perienced chemists. It can he taken 
from the air, hut not combine with 
other substances like oxygen. It forms 
ammonia in the manure heap only at 
the moment of hl>eration from some 
substance into which it previously 
formed a part, and the hydrogen must 
he liberated a t the same tim e with it. 
When we buy ammonia, we pay only for 
Hie nitrogen, as we can easily procure 
hydrogen from water (oxygen and hy­
drogen).

iiiany attem pts have neon made to 
form ammonia directly from the air, hut 
the experiments have not been satisfac­
tory. Nitrogen, however, has been de­
rived from the air by a roundabout pro­
cess, hut flic compound was cyanogen 
(carbon and nitrogen,) a verv dangerous 
poison, and the acetic principle of prussic 
acid. I t is reported, however, that cer­
tain New England parties have succeed­
ed in artificially combining hydrogen 
and nitrogen, forming ammonia gas, 
which, hy being passed over muriatic 
acid, is turned into chloride of ammonia 
—a solid. It is a very valuable discovery 
if true, and will completely revolutionize 
the manufacture of fertilizers, provided 
the process is not an expensive one. If 
the difflcully of its manufacture is one 
of expense we can expect from compar­
ison with other inventions that, the dis- 
coveiy having been made, the idea will 
be given to improvement in that direc­
tion and no doubt it will not lie long be­
fore our most ardent wishes will he real­
ized.

The discovery is the most important 
in the world’s history to farmers. Just 
think of it. Moving in a substance, as 
wc do, composed of four-fifths of that 
which we are so anxious to procure, 
even a t a high price, the wisest and most 
eminent agriculturists and chemists have 
been powerless to devise any method by 
which wo could utilize it in any form. 
We have paid as high as from $60 to $80 
per ton for guano, o f which hut a small 
fraction was nitrogen, some ot it contain­
ing not over 0 |>er cent. Sulphate of 
ammonia (crude) sells for five cents a 
pound, and iu order lo get our nitrogen 
in tlmt manner wc art’ compelled to buy 
not only nitrogen, hut sulphur, oxygen, 
and a very large quantity of livdrogon. 
In thn nitrides of potash and soda, which 
are costly, we'Jiut a small projiortiou of 
of nitrogen, and still we must take nil or 
none. Anil yet all this tim e we have 
had a superabundance of nitrogen all 
over our farms m the atmosphere. The 
air is 80 |ier cent, nitrogen nnd only 3 
per cent, carbon, yet this small propor­
tion of carbon produces our forests and 
enters largely into the composition of all 
plants. <

What a grand fill lire is in store for us 
from such a discovery. Ammonia being 
so cheap, every farmer w ill have it, and 
the poorest farm will yield lamntiful 
crops. Indeed, the expression “produc­
ing bread a t will” will bo almost liter­
ally fulfilled, for there will be no end to 
the slippy of fertilizers. Food w ill lie 
produced at nlmo-t Irifimg expense, and 
production will bo doubled and quadru­
pled on every acre of arable land. And 
who knows w hat is In store for the far- 
mum a qua tie r  of a century from now, 
with fertilizers as cheap as ordinary 
lim e,and labor-saving machinery in 
every department of the farm?

Blue Monday, that used to harass the 

mother, torment the husband and drive 
the children out doors, is now made 
comparatively easy.

Soak tins clothes overn igh t in warm 
w atir with plenty of good washing soap. 
The next morning wash tlictu from the 
water (with a little hot poured in) into 
another of very hot water. If two can 
work at this it will he a much shorter 
method. Hub these out and put into a 
third tub; pour hot water on these to 
scald them. Then wring them into a 
lull of d ea r blued water—an indigo hag 
is better than all llie patent bluing—and 
the clothes will be beautifully clean and 
while. Of couiseit will not lie necessary 
to hove four tubs; two will be enough, 
and if you have a good wringer it will 
not take long to do out quite a large 
washing. There is a great difierenee m 
wringers, and each time they are used 
they should he dried carefully and a drop 
ot oil put-on the cogs er wheels. Then 
if the dollies are taken down a t night 
and sprinkled weil, they w iliiron easily, 
The best sprinkler is a wisp broom, kept 
for this purpose only. This sprinkles 
effectually and evenly, without a pool of 
water in one place and none in others.

To make good Starch.—Dissolve two 
lahlcspoonfuls of starch in a little cold 
water; when it is smooth paste, pour in 
boiling water slowly, and stir briskly to 
keep from lumping. The exact quantity 
of wafer will depend on the quality of 
starch, a pint lo each ounce is a ' fair 
average; add a good teaspoonful of salt, a 
drop of blueing, and half a tcusjioonftil 
of lard, (Mem. For colored goods put 
a little alum in the starch.) Boil for 
twenty minutes hy the clock. A dean  
bright pan ami spoon should he kept 
purposely for making starch. Strain if 
not peiftetly smooth when done, anil if 
it has to stand before using. cover- the 
pan to prevent a scum forming, and keep 
it hot. I t  should be used as hot as the 
hand can possibly hear, in order that it 
may better jienetratetlie linen; for the 
same reason the starch must not he 
made too thick. It must he rubbed in 
until the linen is completely saturated, 
and none is lelt unabsorbed on the sur­
face. In mild weather starch the clothes 
from the rinsing water; iu cold or windy 
weather dry them first, as both wind 
and frost snap out the stillness. Alter 
the linen is perfectly dry, ami a couple 
of hours before it is to he ironed, mix a 
lablespoouful of starch in a little cold 
water. Add a little salt and apiece ot 
borax, (lie size of a hazel nut, dissolve in 
boiling water. Mix the starch thus 
prepared with enough water to dip the 
bosoms, cuffs and collars. Fold these 
parts inside and roll the shirts up tight 
in a clean dry cloth. Iren the hack, 
sleeves, julik and bauds, then put the 
shirt on a shirt-hoard and smooth out 
the Ikisoui. Kul) it ln rd  with a fine 
cloth wrung out of hot wafer. Iron rap­
idly with a clean hot iron, it would he 
wise lor those who ure not experienced 
to do this first ironing with a 
piece of th in  muslin laid over
the sui face. In either ease, 
alter the whole Ikisoui is done, rub the 
surface with the damp d o th  and iron 
again, without covering, repeating tins 
operation until the work is satisfactory. 
Bo not move the bosom until the h o n ­
ing is completely finished and the linen 
perfectly still and dry.

Polishing Pluid and Irons.—Dissolve 
two ounces of powdered gum
livable iu  a pint of boiling water; when 
cool stir in half an ounce of carbonate of 
magnesia, am! after it has settled bottle 
the clear fluid for use.

W hen the shirts are all ironed, put 
the first one on the sh irt board, and 
with a fine cloth moistened with the 
fluid go over the surface of the liart to 
he polished, applying the hot polishing 
iron as soon as possible afterwards. If 
any part become too dry before the 
ironing moisten them again and repeat 
the operation. The polishing iron must 
he used quickly and lightly. A nickie- 
plated one is liest, and care should he 
taken not to let it get too hot,

2o wash I  a we Edgings.—Cover the out­
side of a large glass bottle smoothly with 
soft white cotton, linen or flannel. Wrap 
Ihe lace around it, basting each edge 
carefully with very fine thread. Fasten 
a piece of thin muslin or net over the 
outside of the lace. Soak the bottle iu 
tepid water for an hour or two, then 
wash in soap suds until clean, after 
which lay it in clean water for twelve 
hours, changing it once or twice during 
that tune. To finish, take it from the 
water and drv by wrapping in a towel, 
then dip the  (Kittle into riee water and 
roll it in a iresh towel. W hen still damp 
take the iace carefully from the bottle, 
and placing it between clean white 
cloths iron until completely dry.

Washing Nice Laces.—Nice laces may 
be carefuily washed, and with much 
more satisfaction than if sent to a lace 
renovator or washer, by making s'rong 
soap soils and filling a shallow platter full 
of the soapy water. Then double the 
lace twice and lay it in the w atereo that 
every part is completely covered, l ’ut 
this out iu the sun during the day, 
changing the water several times a day. 
Lift it outearernlly each time and do not 
wring or rinse it. When completely 
clean starch it on a piece of white cloth 
in the house, carefully pulling it before 
it  gels quite dry. Smoothing it care­
fully w ith the thiu lilad- of a fruil knife 
will im prove its looks, but never iron or 
starch it. If i t ’s a kind of lace Unit 
should he a little still', put the least bit 
ot gum arabie iu the last water, or a 
little sugar. Even if you only nut it in 
the soap suds and dry it, it will look very 
nice. Gasoline washes silk lace very 
nicely, ns it also does handkerchiefs, 
ribbons and silk Btockings.

Now that wo have returned 
from the East our readers will ex­
pect us to say something about the 
business outlook back there, and 
we will begin by saying business is 
very dull throughout tha t portion 
of the country through which we 
have been; and the prospects are 
that it wilt not be much better un­
til another year's crops have been 
gathered. Farmers and merchants 
are both down in the mouth be­
cause of the continued drouth. It 
has now been about two months 
since there was any rain to do veg 
elation any good in Kentucky and 
the southern parts of Indiana and 
Illinois and a great portion of Mis­
souri. In some parts of Indiana it 
is hard to got onough water for 
cooking purposes, while in some 
parts of Kentuody the same state of 
affairs exists. The grass is as dry 
as in mid-winter, and will burn 
like our prairie grass does after be­
ing deadened by the frost; in fact, 
nearly all the grass along the ra il­
roads between Kansas City and 
tho eastern part of Kentucky has 
been set fire to by passing locomo­
tives, and burned off, the fences, in 
many places, catching from the 
grass, and being consumed, also. 
Where the grass has not yet boen 
burned off, along the railroads, the 
section hands have been ordered to 
devote their whole time to putting 
out tires started by sparks from 
passing locomotives. We saw no 
green grass from the time we left 
Kansas, three wocks ago, until got 
back to this State. The tobacco 
crop in Kentucky is almost a total 
failure, while the corn crop, in 
many counties, will not average 
tivo bushels to the aero. Tennes 
see and other portions of the South 
are also suffering for want of rain- 
llain, to secure fall pasturage, is 
what is now hoped for throughout 
the drouth-stricken part of the 
country.
