Since Dido tried to make pious /Eneas 
repent his shabby trick by burni.ig her­
self upon a funeral pyre it is not record­
ed thattany one had ever chosen crema­
tion as lie means of suicide until about 
a foitui.dit ago, Avhen tlie charred 
remains of Captain Whittuck, formerly 
of tlie Eighty-second Foot Regimen,, 
were discovered upon a blazon pile o f 
faggots in the rear of his mansion near 
Keynsham, England. Tlie late Captain’s 
man-servant, named Wiltshire, testified 
that while he ivas working in 
tlie grounds at t ve ling lie saw tlie slack 
of faggots blazinj fiercely, and tlie 
body o f liis master in the midst of the 
flames. He could not reach it, owing to 
the heat ol the fire and tlie blinding 
smoke, but lie summoned the neighbors, 
and together they succeeded in ex­
tinguishing the flames and recovering 
the body, which, however, was burned 
to a crisp. It was impossible to de­
termine positively whether tlie captain 
had been burned to death or had killed 
himself before tlie flames reached liim; 
but the evidence rather favored the 
former hypothesis. The jury, however, 
recognized the doubt, and brought in a 
verdict tiiat deceased was found dead on 
a burning pile of faggots.

The family of antelopes consists of 
nearly seventy species, upward^ o f fifty 
being found nowhere but in Africa. The 
whole o f America; North and South, con­
tains but one species. A ll the anteiopcs 
have a most delicate sense of smell, and 
but few quadrupeds can equal them in 
swiftness. They will outrun the swiftest 
greyhound.

The antelopes live in herds, and are 
very carelnl not to be surprised; so they 
place vigilant sentries to watch, and 
giv’e alarm. The eye, large and brilliant, 
is a marked featuie of the tribe. The 
Avord “antelope” signifies “ bright eyes.”

Our picture shows us several young 
chamois, standing atnid the crags and 
chasms and precipices which they de­
light in. A chamois can descend a rock 
of twenty or thirty feet in two or three 
leaps, without the smallest projection on 
which to rest.

The liorns o f the full-grown chamois 
are quite black and smooth, and formed 
like a perfect hook with very sharp 
{mints. These elegant creatures are the 
only animals of the antelope tribe to be 
found in Western Europe. They choose 
for their home tbe loftiest mountains.

lh ev  dislike heat, and in tlie summer 
time they frequent the cold upper re­
gions o f the everlasting hills,—either Ihe 
lofty peaks or those valleys where the 
snow never melt?. In the winter time, 
iiowever, the cold o f these bleak soli­
tudes seems too much for them, 
in spite of their long hair and 
thick coat o f fine wool; and they des­
cend to the lower regions. It is then, 
and only then, that the hunter lias any 
chance o f capturing them.

It is said they can scent a man n mile 
and a half oft; and their restlessness and 
suspicion arc extreme. A t the prospect 
o f danger they are oft and away, racing 
at an incredible speed, scaling crags 
with the most amazing agility, and leav­
ing the pursuer far behind.

They are usually taken by a partv of 
hunters, who surround the glen where 
they are. and advance towards each 
other until ihe herd is hemmed in on all 
sides.

The flesh o f the antelope is like v'eni- 
son. No animal ought to yield sweeter 
meat than the chamois, when we think 
what he feeds upon. Mountain herbs 
and flowers, and fender shoot? from tree 
and shrub—such is his food. lie  drinks 
very little, but that little is sparkling 
water; while the air which reddens his 
blood is the pnrest in the world.

W il l ia m  Porter, who was wrecked 
early this year in the steamship Diamond 
of Dundee, bears testimony, m a letter 
published in Chamber’s Journal, to tbe 
extraordinary efficacy of oil in calming 
waves: “ 1 first heard o f its good effects 
in the case o fa  whaler in the South Sea. 
She was on the point o f foundering. The 
men were unable, owing to heavy seas,

to remain at tlie nnmpg, * * * when 
some o f the oil casks broke adrift in tlie 
hold and smashed. The oil was tlieu 
pumped out with the water, and the sea 
though still as high, did not break *n 
board.”  At the wreck of the Diamond 
lie considers that they owed their life to 
the oil thrown out.

PAUL AND VILfliMA.

Some Facts in Ihe Case ol th « Turkish
Am bassador's Son, W ho Eloped W ith
the Niece o f the M arquis de Gallllet.

New York Herald.
The Irneeourt vs. Musurus trial still 

goes on in Pari?, but out of deference fo 
tlie sister of the influential Marquis de 
Gaihfet, the president o f the civil tribu­
nal lias ordered the journals not to pub­
lish the pleadings, although nothing of 
a really scandelous nature is invohed in 
tnein. The Figaro, to satisfy public cu­
riosity, which is naturally aroused by 
the affair, lias got hold o f the petition 
addressed by Mmc. d’lmecourt to the 
ecclesiastical tribune at Rome and gives 
copious extracts from it. The countess 
prays for tlie marriage between her 
daughter and Mr. Paul Musurus, cele­
brated before a registrar in London, to 
be set aside. As it is impossible for the 
voluntary consent o f the young lady to 
be disputed, her mother, as Brabantio 
did before the Venetain council, pleads 
the exercise o f the unholy art of sorcery. 
The {tower o f this black art is still ad­
mitted at the Vatican. Mile, d’lmecourt, 
according to her mother’s account, was 
peculiarly susceptible to unhallowed 
spells. Her mental state, as described 
in the {*tition, would have qualified her 
for admission to the ward directed by M. 
Charcot at the Salpetriere, which M. 
Jules Ferry recently visited. She wTas, 
says the countess, subject to hallucina­
tions, and was able to carry out every 
notion that crossed her brain, however 
wild and hard to execute. She read, 
wrote, recited verses, played the piano 
and embroidered without remembering 
that she did so. Iie r  disposition was 
mobile, versatile, credulous, whimsical 
and so childish that she even played 
with dolls. Concerning the sorcerer, M. 
Paul Musurus, the countess says he is 
the son of the ambassador o f Turkey in 
London, and is not a man o f noble birth 
or fortune. He well knew that his re­
ligion would be an insuperable obstacle 
to the marriage he desired. Neverthe­
less, he conceived the project of accom­
plishing this marriage in defiance of 
honor and honesty, flis  secret corres­
pondence was rendered possible by the 
intermediary o f a governess o f Mile, 
d’ lmecourt,Berthe Hoffer, who proved 
a scourge to the family whose house she 
entered. This Berthe Hofler w’as a par­
ty to 'he scheme for the elopement, and 
she falsely told the countess when she 
(Berthe) had made preparations to go 
with her young charge to England that 
thev were proceeding to visit a relation 
at Metulon. A proof o f undue influence 
on tlie part of M. Musurus is shown in 
a declaration written in the convent 
where tlie young lady is staying, “ L ia i­
sons Dangereuses.”  It  runs thus: 
“ When I  presented myself before the 
registrar with M. Paul Musurus I  had 
no other intention than, according to 
the explanations given to me, to place 
myself under the protection of the En­
glish law. I  had not the slightest idea 
the lormality I  underwent constituted a 
rue marriage. Neither did M. Musurus, 
who on my return said he did not re­
gard me as his wife. 1 ha\’e always 
thought what I  now write;”  The coun­
ter-petition o f M. Musurus is diversified 
with love letters anil amorous sonnets. 
Mile, d’ Inecoiirt implores the object of 
her affection to have recourse to every 
stratagem to force her from her inflexi­
ble mother. Minutes appear hours 
when she docs not see him. She e x ­
periences a soft, sweet emotion when 
she receives his photograph, and she 
writes hurried notes to tell him when, 
as a votary of the Madonna, she is in the 
month of May to take around the beg­
ging bag o f St. Clotilde’s church that he 
will be so kind and amiable as to go 
there and drop coins into it. The re­
ceipt o f a sachet and bunch of daisies 
inspire a gushing little note. Another 
photograph is asked for because the one 
first sent lias been effaced by frequent 
kissing. The perwees amonreuset show 
that the young lady has a pretty talent 
for writing verses. Her lover stands on 
the reserve, and, to excuse himself lor 
not obeying lier summons to come and 
elope with her to England, pleads that 
if lie acted irregularly liis father would 
curse him and her. To this she replies: 
“ Adored Paul, I am terribly agitated by 
your letter. No, my Paul; ’ your father 
shall not curse us. AVe will die rather 
than incur his malediction. Neverthe­
less, we must run away—there’s no help 
for it. My white shoes and gloves are 
bought and ready. I  shall follow any 
course you suggest; but, come what may, 
your wife I must be. Write and console 
me, for I  am depressed. Paul, I  love 
you ! Darling betrothed, I  love you.” 
After Mile, d’lmecourt was decoyed back 
to France by the police officer, Jacob, 
she wrote: “ Best beloved Paul, I  have 
been wt loomed at home with the most 
tender sympathy. I  hope to see you 
soon in Paris, not clandestinely, but at 
my mother’s side in her drawing-room. 
I meanwhile shaft try to write constant­
ly to you. I  suffer much, dear Paul. I  
tnink" o f the little house in London 
where we spent such charming hours, of 
you whom I love so entirely and of Ber­
tha. Mv heart bleeds at this forced ab­
sence. Write a few words of consola­
tion. Do not tutoyer, for I  want to show 
the letter.”  Mile, d’lmecourt is nine­
teen. As the procedure o f the Roman 
ecclesiastical court is very slow she may 
be o f age an ’ her mistress before the 
question o f sorcery raised by the Count­
ess d’ lmecourt can be solved.

present a petition signed by thirty 
freeholders before he can obtain a 
license; no bondsmen can go on 
more than one bond; no hqor car. 
be given away; screens are not 
permitted; exceptions are made in 
frvorot the sales and Use ot liquor 
for medical, mechanical and scion 
title purposes only; druggists do no 
have to take out a license, but ar>- 
obliged to keep a very complete 
record o f every sale. Another law, 
known as the anti-troating bill,is in 
force. It prohibits one man treating 
another,and makes it a misdemcan 
or punishable by fine and itnpris 
onment. Both of these laws went in 
to tffect Juno 1st, but they don't 
•earn to keep people from getting 
drunk.

Suggestions C on cern irg  the Q u a lity  ot

New York Tribune.

Only tlie best quality of fruit should 
bo selected for preserving—that which 
is ripe but not over-ripe. This caution is 
especially necessary in preparing jelly 
The gelatinous substance of the fruit 
grows watery with age, and in spite of 
all efforts jelly made front too ripe fruit 
will not “ form.” Currant jelly is usual­
ly the first preserving done. Strawber­
ries are often neglected, as they are an 
extremely delicate fruit to keep through 
the hot weather. Currant jelly-making 
is one o f the most delicate culinary arts. 
It requires care, skill and attention to 
the smallest details. Without this the 
jelly may cotne, but it will be dark and 
stiingy, and flavorless or, most hurailat- 
itig o f  all to the housekeeper’s pride, it 
may be thin. It the jelly does not 
“ form”  in one night, there is little use 
in working over it. The currants have 
been overripe or the juice lias been 
cooked too long. It  will grow a little 
thicker if  it is tet in the sun a day or 
two, covered with pieces of glass, hut jel­
ly once thin will never form rightly and 
no care can remedy the mistake.

Speed is the greatest consequence in 
all preserving, as the natural flavor of 
the fruit is more readily saved. The 
old-fashioned method o f squeezing the 
juice from the unlieated fruit and boiling 
it down to a thick conserve is happily 
abandoned now by all intelligent house­
keepers. Place the currants, which may 
he stewed if you wish, though it is not 
necessary, in a stone jar and set it in a 
pot o f cold water which should he placed 
on a fire. The stone jar should be cov­
ered tightly and be a little higher than 
the run o f the pot, so that no steam can 
get to the currants. Cook them in 
this way thirty minutes after the water 
begins to boil. Then break the fruit 
with a]>otato beetle and strain through 
a flannel hag. Do not squeeze the cur­
rants too hard as the jelly will he cloudy 
i f  you do. I t  is better to press the juice 
out with a press. To every pint o f juice 
allow a pound o f sugar. Put the juice 
over the fire in a porcelain-lined kettle 
and let it cook gently, fifteen minutes 
after it boils. Then add the sugar; stir 
to dissolve it as quickly Jas jiossifile, and 
at the first boiling remove the kettle 
from the tire and fill the howls or tum­
blers you have in readiness. These 
should be standing in a pan o f ladling 
water to prevent their being cracked by 
the hot jelly. Opaque howls or jars are 
better to keep jelly than tumblers, as 
they exclude the light. A howl makes 
a prettier mold for the table. It is well 
to put a specimen of the jelly in a tum­
bler to examine its clearness and color.

Many housekeepers prepare currant 
jelly spiced to cat with mutton and oth­
er meats. This is easily done hv adding 
a tablespoonful of cinnamon and one of 
mace, tied in a hag, to the juice when 
you put it on to boil. Before you add 
the sugar takeout the hag of spices, and 
adit a tablespoonful of cloves, which may 
remt in in the jelly ns they look pretty 
floating in the clear crimson foam.

Black currant jelly is excellent, and is 
mad in the same way as the red.

The amateur cook may fail in her first 
currant jelly, but she will he sure to suc­
ceed with grape or quince jellies. They 
are much more easily made and can 
scarcely fail to he firm and fine. Grapes 
are made into jelly in the same way as 
currants. The fruit should be only just 
ripe, and green grapes, just before they 
turn, are often used. The most delic­
ious grape jelly is made of the large fox 
crapes common in thickets in New- 
Kngland. Plum jelly is made like grape, 
and damson or green gage plums are 
used.

Quinces and crab-apples seein made 
for jelly. They cannot he preserved 
without' their syruj) running to jelly 
around the fruit. Select the quinces, 
slice and core them, but put them alto­
gether over the fire; cook till tender, 
allowing a cup of water to every five 
pounds of fruit. Press out the juice, 
and to every pint of juice allow a pound 
of sugar, ami proceed as with currant jel­
ly. For crab-apple jelly, choose the best 
Siberian apples, cut them in half—do 
not peel or core, place them in a stone 
jar set in water in the same wav us cur­
rants, but let them remain on the hack 
part of the range, the water slowly boil­
ing around them for seven or eight 
hours. Het them oil' the stove at night 
and in the morning strain the cold juice 
through a flannel, boil it down twen­
ty minutes and add sugar in the same 
proportion as in currants. Ixjt it hoil up 
and then till the bowls.

For peach jelly add three-quarters of 
the blanched kernels o f the ;reach nuts. 
After the juice is pressed out allow a 
scant iiouiul of sugar to a pound o f juice. 
Cook the juice twenty minutes, add the 
sugar, iet it boil up once and nut in tho 
howl. Do not seal up any jelly at once 
hut leave it uncovered till the next dav 
then place two thin papers dipped in 
brandy over it and seal it up with paper 
and paste.

A ll E n glish  A c to r ’* D Istr fM .
Fpedal to Chici go Times.

Suspecting that the 
man was disguised, the officer pulled a 
white wig from his head, and then tore 
away a false white beard. The weak old 
man had become a good looking, healthy 
appearing man of about 40 years of age,

with durk lmir and n brown mustache. 
He entreated the officer to spare him 
hefoie the crowd, hut he was arrested 
and taken to the Thirtiet h Street station, 
followed by a large crowd, who ridiculed 
the impostor. To-day he says his name 
is Henry F, Fuirweatlier, and he was 
I torn in London, where lie lias been an 
aetar and singer, lie  arrived here on 
June 30, bringing lilllo money with 
him, and he spent nearly all of it i". get­
ting to this city, lie  took a room at the 
Astor Place hotel, where his effects are 
now. A week ago last Monday lie be­
came penniless, lie  expected a remit­
tance from horn e, hut none came. Last 
Friday he went to the British consulate 
and told his stoic to the secretary, the 
consul being awin'. He said some of 
liis postotfice pension was due him, but 
the secretary said it could not be ad­
vanced to him, and referred him to the 
St. George society, There iiis testi­
monials were taken, and he wns told to 
call on Monday, when the secretary 
would he in. lie  called, and was told to 
come again the next dav. llis  wants 
were pressing, and to obtain a few pen­
nies he determined to disguise himself 
as an old man and to sing on the street 
until he received money from London. 
In his trunk he had a number o f cos­
tumes, false wigs and beards, and having 
made himself up lie started out. j [ e 
went to Madison Square, and had been 
singing a few minutes when the officer 
arrested him. Fairweather added that 
lie had thirty letters of recommendation 
in his trunk, and that lie could prove 
liis story to he true. He was sentenced 
to six months in the workhouse, and 
took liis seutenee very much to heart. 
Several court officers who saw the man 
believed liis story and gave him small 
sums of money, which lie took hesi­
tatingly. His story will probably ho in­
vestigated, and if found true his sentence 
will lie withdrawn.

THREE ESCAPES.

H ow  L in co ln  N a r ro u ly  Escaped liv in g
K ld n appo tl m ill Assassinated.

Boston Ilcrald.
Mr. John Nichols, o f Omaha, was one 

of llie body-guard o f President Lincoln 
from the summer ot IHtili to lHiio, and the 
assassination o f President Garfield firings 
to his mitul several thrilling episodes in 
the career of the martyr President never 
before published, of which the following 
is a narration:

During the first two years o f the body­
guard's term of service the most rigid 
discipline was enforced. Sometimes we 
would he ordered to use extraordinary 
vigilance, and to let no one enter the 
grounds of the White House without 
proper passes, and to he very particular 
as to who approached the President. 
Often ttie order would come for the 
guards on duly 10 lie doubled. Up to 1804, 
owing to our vigilance, and the protect­
ing hand of Providence, our beloved 
chief had escaped the hand of violence. 
In thestunmerof 1804 an accident oc­
curred which nearly forestalled the ter­
rible tragedy which robbed us o f our 
President a few months later.

Ttie President and liis family were 
staying at the soldier’s home. It was 
liis custom to remain late at the War 
department when anything o f great im­
portance was transpiring in the army, 
consulting with the secretary and trans­
mitting and receiving dispatches, and 
after his work was finished he would 
ride out to the home.

That summer he had persistently re­
fused an escort, imagiuing himself per­
fectly secure. One night about the 
middle o f August I  was doing sentinel 
duty when I  heard the report of a gun 
some distance off, and presently Lin­
coln rode up at a smart i mce. bareheaded, 
lie  said that his horse nad been startled 
by the report of a gun, and that liis hat 
had fallen off by the sudden movement. 
I  weut alter the hat and (omul there 
was a rifle shot hole in the hell of it. 
Lincoln gave orders to keep the affair 
quiet, which was none.

The next fall we unknowingly frus­
trated an attempt to kidnap the’ Presi­
dent by moving our tent behind the 
war department building. The war 
and navy departments are situated at 
the west end oi the White House park, 
and to these buildings Lincoln was call­
ed oftener than to any place in the 
capital. A  gravel walk led Crum the 
w est end of the house through the park, 
which was filled with trees and shrubbery 
to the War department, mid over this 
the President walked several times a 
day, often unaccompanied. On the very 
night after we moved the tent the rebels 
had a plan laid to capture the President. 
The conspirators were to hide in the 
shrubbery, and when the President 
came along the walk they were to seize, 
gag and carry him to the house of one 
Green, a rank rebel, on the banks o f the 
Potomac, hack o f the White House 
grounds, where he was to he secreted 
for a time, and then spirited across ttie 
river into Virginia. Tficnce he was to 
be tnken to Richmond, or some other 
Confederate stronghold, where he was to 
he hold as a hostage. The members of 
the guard always suppose that the con­
spirators were fftuhtoned away when 
they saw our guard tent.

Not long ut'ur the attempted kidnap­
ping another enisodeoccurred which was 
thought to he planned by a hand of 
assassins who made their" headquarters 
in the city.

Botirke, the veteran coachman, who 
had served at the White House through 
Pierce and Buchanan’s administrations, 
and thus far through Lincoln’s, was 
taken sick and compelled to he off duty. 
Immediately a stranger applied at the 
White House lor Bourke’s place. He 
pleaded liis own cause and I lie result 
was that he was employed us presiden­
tial coachman. From the first he was 
domineering and after a few weeks be­
came so important that lie was discharg­
ed and Benrke reinstated. He made 
threats and was so ugly that lie was 
driven away.

husband was one of the pleasing fea­
tures of the long, hot and dusty ride to 
the eity.
