FACTS FUK FARMERS.
Tim ely 8ug.-n.tlon . lie  tore Blowing lu 

The Spill,*.
“Do we plow too much ?” was the 

question put by one of our readers a few 
weeks ago, who then proceeded to give 
hist experience in tlie preparation of 
land for corn without plowing, on which 
corn had been grown the year before. 
Another implement was used, and tlie 
result proved very satisfactory in saving 
time and labor, and also in the outcome 
of tlie crop. This exjieriment is sug­
gestive, ami tto doubt arrested tlie atten­
tion of numerous readers, and it is not 
iinprohahle that some of them may 
adopt the “new departure” iti the pre­
paration of their land fot the spring 
crops.

The preparation of tlie soil for the re­
ception of seed is the most important of 
ail mechanical operations on the farm, 
blit tlie time, the desired depth and the 
manlier of doing the work depends unon 
various circumstances, as the kind of 
crop to which it is intended to devote 
tlie land, tlie character of the soil, etc. 
There is no question but that the time 
and labor of plowing some fields for a 
spring crop are unnecessary, or, in other 
words, that fields which have been well 
tilled during the preceding season may 
be put into good condition for the re­
ception of seed by the use of implements 
which greatly economize time and toil. 
But of course this method cannot be fol­
lowed at random. Kvery farmer knows 
that a great deal depends upon the sea­
son as well as the character of the soil. 
It sometimes hapjiens that a light or 
naturally friable soil has become packed 
and hard by beating storms, and that 
plowing it is indispensable in order to 
put it in proper condition for a crop, 
while, tinder circumstances, soils of a 
much heavier texture turn over like an 
ash-heap, so that in this, as in other 
things, tlie judgment of the farmer must 
govern in the methixls employed in car­
rying on the operations ot his farm.

A few words here upon spring plow­
ing are not out of place. Sandy or grav­
elly soils may be plowed or re-plowed 
in the spring without running much 
risk; blit it is different with clay soils, 
and the rule should govern that clay is 
to be plowed in the tall or winter. To 
pursue a different course involves a risk, 
especially with tuidrained land. A clay 
loam which is underdruiued and lias 
been well cultivated may be treated 
more like a lighter soil; but even then 
prudence is required, for clay soils are 
sensitive, and are often injured by start­
ing tlie plow too soon after a heavy rain, 
showing the effect in the yield of tlie 
crop. Stiff, adhesive soils, whether 
clayey qr loamy, cannot be plowed to ad­
vantage while wet or very dry. How­
ever, such soils are improved by fre­
quent plowing, as this reduces them to 
that finely comminuted condition which 
is favorable to the growth of plants. Ail 
tillable latul lias more or less clay in it, 
and if worked when too wet the result 
is hurtful. It is in this way that disap­
pointment occurs in the yield of rich al- 
iuvial lands, which fail to produce 
abundantly because the clay is thus 
rendered comparatively useless.

It may seem superfluous to some of 
our readers to otter suggestions that are 
well understood by them. It must not 
be forgotten, however, that many of our 
later readers are young farmers, or men 
who have had tittle or no experience in 
tilling the soil. Nor is it out ef place to 
occasionally remind farmers ot longer 
experience that inttclt care must be ex­
ercised in plowing and re-plowing land 
in soring. In no small degree does the 
success of tlie season’s crop depend on 
the funnel's prudence in this regard; 
nor does tlie matter end with a single 
season, and this is one thing that is fre­
quently lost sight of at the time a farmer 
may be turning over his land. While 
land is too wet to plow, whether in fall 
or spring, to turn it up so thut it will 
hake is to injure it for several years, en­
tailing much unnecessary loss both to 
yield of crops and of labor to restore it 
to a nuturul condition of fertility.

More efficacious than the praying over, 
arguments, persuasions, sound reason­
ing ot the temperance reformers would 
be the smallest atom of self-respect, 
manliness, will in the drunkard; he is 
manifestly destitute of these saving 
qualities.’ Well, then, let society, in­
stead of dawdling und filling the air with 
lamentations, put it out of the power of 
iinbeciiies to obtain liquor in any shape. 
That would settle the business, and cut­
ting tlie knot is better than trying to 
untie it, especially when the devil him­
self has put all his pet twists into it to 
battle the pious.

‘Urge our young people to avoid such 
debusing, miserable unions?’ Not I. An 
Alpine donkey, a Mexican burro, is 
not more stubborn than our average 
young persons of either sex. Say ‘don’t’

L. D, H IN C K L E Y .
Mr. Lorenzo Bow Hinckley, one 

ono of the pioheers of Chase coun­
ty, and also one of our most highly 
rsspocted citizens, died of heart dis­
ease and dropsy, at 11 o’clock, a. 
m., on Thursday, April 21, 18S1, at 
the Hinckley Houso, a hotel which 
ho established nineteen years ago.

.Mr. Hinckley was born in Liv­
ingston county, N. Y., on tho 24th 
day of November, 1816; went to 
Ohio when about nineteen years of 
age, and was married on February 
5, 184s, at Uubbin, Ohio, to Miss 
Eliza Hays, by whom be had 
twelve children, three girls and 
nine boys, only three ot whom, 
Mrs. C. C. Watson and Bay his 
youngest child, of this city, and 
Mr. F. K. Hinckley, of Loadvillo, 
Colorado, are now living. Mr. 
Hinckley came to Kansas in 1S59, 
stopping at Auburn about one 
month before coining to this 
county. He built the mill dam at 
this place in the fall of 1859, and 
the tollowing spring built the lore- 
bay and erected the null, and ran 
a circular saw which he brought 
wiili him lrotn Ohio, while bring­
ing his family from that Statu that 

.me spring, lie  was the tirst 
miller who ever came to the 
couu y, and was the first person 
who ever brought a stock of store 
goods into the county, and was one 
of the founders of this town. He 
was the first postmaster in the 
town. He was a mail contractor 
f'or several years, and carried the 
lirst mail that ever went into 
Wichita. His home had always 
been open for boarders and lodg- 

rs previous to his opening tho ho- 
t e , but for four years, ending 
about ‘wo years ngo, ho lived on 
ins farm on Fox creek. His last 
llllness was ot several months du­
ration, and was very painful, es­
pecially during tho last two 
months. His remains wore in­
terred in tho cemetry west ot 
town, Friday afternoon, tho Rev, 
A. Maxey pleaching tho funeral 

rmon, in the Methodist church. 
The funeral procession was ono of 
the largest that ever left the town, 
and all the places ot business were 
closed in honor of this much 

>ved citizen.

To 
the young ladies who have been with 
tier during the w inter she has the caress­
ing manner which so endears mature 
life to voung hearts, and enters at the 
same time into their frolief and adven­
tures with the spirit of sixteen. There 
is nothing prosy, precise, or mocking 
about Mrs. Logan. Yet she is very ear­
nest in her convictions, and conscien­
tious in principle. She is a metliodist 
and a teetotaler—never touches wine or 
oflers it to others. That she was an in­
corrigible girl, the following anecdote, 
which she related to some “convent 
girls" is proof:

“1 went to a Catholic schooi; the dear 
old Sisters, what trouble I made them ! 
When we went into chapel I never would 
go through all that bowing, and I was 
taken to task. I said I was a Protestant, 
ami I would not do it. I was very fond 
of the Mother Superior, and she put it 
on the ground of our affection tha t I 
should conform to this, i t  was a sma I 
thing for me, and it would please her 
very much; it was very mortifying to 
her to have me hold my head stiff when 
all tlie others, whether Protestant or 
Catholic, made tlie genuflexion.

“I said: ‘Now, Mother, you don’t want 
me, just because I love you, to do a tiling 
which I don’t  believe in? it would be 
mockery, hypocisv. You would not 
teach me that, would you? You, who 
arc eo honest and so pure and so sweet?’ 
Nothing more was ever said on the sub­
ject; hut I was put at tlie head of tlie 
procession of gins, ana consequently 
when we entered church my failure to 
bend was not so noticeable as it would 
have been in tlie middle of the line.”

“But that was such a trivial thing,” 
suggested a young hearer; “ I should 
th ink you would have done that, as all 
the rest did. It was nothing wrong.”

“My dear," returned the lady, "there 
are no trifles in this life. It would have 
been mockery in me to have followed 
t he slightest custom to which my heart 
did notassent. If  I believe a tiling I do 
it; if  I do not believe, I do not do it 
simply because others do.

“Don’t you see? It is very much eas­
ier to live happily if yon follow this 
rule.” Tlie gentle pat on the  girl's little 
hands, and the bending of the pretty 
white head over the blonde hangs, im ­
pressed tlie lesson as argument could 
not have done.

“But I was an awful girl,” continued 
Mrs. Logan. I often wonder iiow those 
dear old Sisters put up with me. There 
was a cemetery near nv our school. Cine 
of onr girls married a Protestant, who 
died during tlie honeymoon, it made 
•i great impression on our minds. He 
was liuried just the other sidp of the 
fence in iincoiisecrated ground, llis 
wife was a Catholic, but lie was not a 
professing believer. It looked so hard­
hearted to put tha t poor fellow outside 
of the pale. One night I got a lot of 
girls and we went down to *he grave­
yard, took down the fence—it was an 
old-fashioned stake and rider—and 
built it up so that it took in the grave. 
In a few days it was discovered and the 
rails replaced. So our hand worked all 
winter; first we would living that poor 
man’s body within consecrated limits; 
then the authorities would set the fence 
straight, again. At last I was discovered 
and threatened with expulsion if I ever 
did it again. 1 never did until tlie 
night before I graduated. Tlie next’,day 
—it had not been discovered—f hade 
good-by to school and Sisters and priests. 
I said to Father —, ‘I want to make 
one last request of you, 1*1 case don’t 
tear find fence down again. I built it 
strong th is time; please let Mr. Smith 
stay in your yard.’

“ I will never forget how horrified 
F a th e r ----- looked. Just as 1 was leav­
ing for good, I peeped in to see if he 
was in a good humor. He laughed in 
spite of himself, and shook his long fin­
ger at me as 1 drove awav.

“1 did not see that place again for ovet 
twenty-five years. A few. years a go I 
went track on a visit. No one knew 1 
was coming. W hen I  was at school I 
was a slender thing, wore my my hair 
curled down my back and put back witli 
a round comb. I look so unlike now 
what I was then  that my own mother 
would not know me; but ns 1 was cross­
ing the stylo over tlie fence, the old jtor- 
tpress railed tmtt 'Hero is Mary coming 
home, coming over the stile;’ and when 
I got to the door the sisters were gath­
ered there to welcome me.

“For all 1 am a Protestant, 1 had my 
daughter educated in a convent—tlie 
Misters and the convent school are among 
the very sweetest memories of my 
life.” '

“Did yon find Mr. Smith out in the 
cold when you went hack, after twenty- 
five years?”'
“Yos, poor Mr. Smith’s grave was sunk­

en and almost obliterated. I gave up I 
trying to get him  into the fold, but I 
pulled the weeds off and freshened him  
up a little one day when a ‘Sister’ and I 
were walking over the old grounds; she 
had a bunch of wild roses she had taken 
from a hush in the pasture, and we put 
tha t on his poor, shabby old grave. All 
of liis own folks seemed to have forgot­
ten him.

Mrs. Logan’s work basket stands by 
tlie Senator’s writing table in their 
rooms, and one evening I found bright 
silk hexagons scattered over and above 
the letters and documents thereon. I 
am making a silk quilt, vou see. Yes, l 
always sew when 1 talk; and as 1 talk 
most of the time, I sew a good deal. That 
is what Mr. Logan says. 1 always keep 
some little pick-up work around. My 
silk quilt is almost finished. Some peo­
ple th ink these pretty little tilings a 
waste of time. I  do not. I do this when 
1 would be doing nothing else. Tlie 
combination of colors is a great pleasure 
to me. I enjoy work in colored silks 
and crewels especially. Mending? Yet; 
what woman is exempt from mending? 
This is my company work. The socks I  
keep for Mr. Logan. When I appear 
with an apronful of socks and sit down 
by my husband’s side, lie realizes that 
lie is in for it. Socks means a good fam­
ily talk.”

’Mrs. l,ogan, during this pleasant tete- 
a-tete, showed us the pictme of her 
grandson, tlie child of her only daugh­
ter. On one side tlie little fellow,sitting 
on Ids father’s knee, lias beside him two 
grandfathers, and two great-grandfath­
ers. In the other photograph he is sur­
rounded by two grandmothers anil two 
Brent-grandmothers. A very unusual 
sight this is, and gives promise of long 
life to the berutiful little rogue, sitting 
so unconcernedly amid three generations 
of liis kin.

We met, also, Mrs. Logan’s only son, a 
polite young schoolboy, with liis m oth­
er's delicate features and soft black 
eyes.

1 am sorry I cannot tell the inquiring 
friend more about M>s. Logan, for 1 
share her interest in her. She has the 
name of a brilliant, magnetic woman, of 
irresistible power. I can only give the 
glimpses I’liave had of her in her home, 
and surrounded by ladies. These brief 
glances have impressed me with her re­
markable magnetic power, her simplici­
ty of manner, and her devotion as a wife 
and mother.

Ill a window oil Fourth street there is 
a battle relic of more than ordinary in­
terest. It tells a graphic story of the 
bloody field of Chickauiauga, and speaks 
eloquently of Col. William ( i. Jones, who 
lost liis life in tlie great struggle. Be­
hind tlie line of battle of the Jfitli Ohio, 
which lie commanded, stood two slender 
cedar (reus. The regiment lay down in 
front of tlie hurricane of lire whicli 
swept in from tlie enemy. Col. Jones 
stood Iiehiiul them, and went from point 
to point speaking words of encourage­
m ent and command to his men. One of 
tlie trees, a mere siqding, was lopped ott 
four times by the cannon shot of tlie 
rebels as they discovered that their 
range was too high, and lowered their 
line of fire. Tlie other some nineinclies 
in thickness, was literally tilled with 
bullets, as well as shattered by shell. 
Under the storm of fire it was a wonder 
that anv one lived to tell tlie tale, not 
that C’ol. Jones fell, gallantly doing his 
duty to his men and his country. Two 
months later Capt. J . M. Turner, of tlie 
tlOtli, who served in the fight, returned 
witli his company to the spot to bury 
the Union dead. The sail duty per­
formed, he brought away a piece of the 
smaller tree and a section of the other, 
about two feet six inches in length. 
There can be counted in it thirty-two 
bullets, and, besides, marks of sheli- 
work. Capt. Turner 1ms hart it hand­
somely mounted on a pedestal of cannon 
balls, and surmounted with tlie acorn 
emblem of tlie Army of the Cumberland. 
Upon this in turn  will Ve placed a fine 
bust of Gen. George H.' Thomas.
