S O C I A L  S E C l ^ I T Y  A C T

Two rather Important effects of the new social security act have 
not received very widespread attention. One Is that for the time 
being, at any rate. It Is likely to encourage the employment of 
men and women approaching 85 years of age. As they will not 
participate In the benefits of the act. no deductions will be made 
from their wages, consequently they can afford to work for two 
to five per cent leas mony than younger workers. If their e f­
ficiency Is not Impaired to more than this extent. It Is certain that 
they will be welcome workers.

The other Is a broader effect. It seems positive that the collec­
tion of the socUi security taxes will have a decidedly antl-infla- 
Uonary Influence on the country as a whole It appears reasonable 
that the government wlU use the money thus obtained to purchase

DIRECTOR WRITES SOLONS

Austin. Tex., (Spl), Dec. 22.— 
Declaring that he feels they 
“are concerned as to the manner 
In which the Texas Liquor Con­
trol act is to be administered, 
and that you are interested In 
the methods to be used In ad- 
mtnl.stering said act." Liquor 
Administrator Bert Ewd this 
week had written every member 
of the legislator a letter which 
Incorporated his views and plans.

‘I am going to assume,” he 
wrote, ’’that the act sets forth In 
the ptollcy which the legislature 
desires to have enforced: and I 
propose to treat the entire act 
as a strict mandate.”
