“Let me say right here that
Farm Security Administration
loans are made only to those who
are unable to obtain adequate
financing from any other
source,” the supervisor said. “The
borrower who can get the financ-
ing which he needs from a bank
or from any other private finan-
cial institution is not eligible for
an FSA loan. But there are some
types of loan which even fairly
large farmers and ranchmen can
obtain only from FSA.”

Farmer’s Share
Is Smallest

COLLEGE STA.—The typical
workingman paid $321 for food
his family consumed in 1938, and
of this the farmer received $130
for his part in raising the pro-
ducts. The rest, $191, went to
transportation agencies, proces-
sors, and distributors.

The farmer’s share of the con-
sumer’s food dollar in 1938—40
cents—was the smallest in four
years, according to C. E. Bowles,
specialist in cooperative market-
ing of the Texas A&M College
Extension Service. The figures
were compiled by the USDA Bu-
reau of Agricultural Economics.

The calculation was based on a
list of 58 foods consumed an-
nually by a typical workingman'’s
family. The 40 cents received by
the farmer in 1938 compares un-
favorably with 45 cents in 1937.
The lowest mark in 26 years was
in 1932 when the farmer receiv-
ed only 33 cents of the consum-
er's food dollar. The highest
mark was reached in 1917 when
producers received 60 cents of
the consumers’ food dollar and
only 40 cents went for process
and distribution costs.

Bowles said the long time trend
showed that the farmer was get-
ting a smaller and smaller part
of the consumer’s dollar. The
average share in the years 1913-
20 was 55 cents, the 1921-29 aver-
age was 46 cents, and the 1930-
36 figure 39 cents.

All the elements of a first-class
diet are farm-grown, and most
of them are ready to use without
going to town for processing
Here's what every member of the

family needs for a year's whole-
some and satisfying diet. Multi-
ply these figures by the number

in the family and you have the
requirements for which planning
and planting must be done early
in the year:

Milk, 91 gallons; eggs, 30 doz.;
meat, 175 pounds (including fat
for cooking;) potatoes, 200 lbs.;
green and yellow vegetables, 200
pounds; other vegetables 200
pounds; citrus or tomatoes, 100
pounds; other fruits, 200 pounds;
grain products (flour, meal, cer-
eals) 170 pounds; butter, 20
pounds; sweets Sugar, Ssyrup,
preserves, etc.,) 70 pounds,; dried
peas and beans, 15 pounds.
There is not a farm in the
Southwest which cannot produce
every item in this list except the
sugar and grain products. Fresh
meat (chicken, turkey, beef, veal,
lamb or mutton, fresh pork)
should be served at least once a
day for a wholesome, healthful
and strength-giving diet, and dry
beans or peas three times a week
They grow on the farm and go
to the table without paying tri-
bute to handler and processors
The United States as a whole
eats nearly 70 pounds of beef,
veal, lamb and mutton per capi-
ta, per year. Ironically enough
the people who have to buy it eat
more than those who grow it,
Texas is a producer of great sur-
pluses of all fresh meats, yet her
people consume only 15.5 pounds
per captita or less than one-fifth
the average for the whole Unit-
ed States. Arkansas farm people
consume only about 8 pounds of
beef per capita, though every
pound of beef must grow on some
farm or ranch, and there |is
enough waste on the average
farm to produce all the meat the
family can eat. It is no longer
necessary to eat fresh meat only
at killing time, for either canning
or freezing (or both) is within
the reach of every family, mak-
ing possible the daily meat ser-
vice throughout the year,

There is no reason why we
should buy navy beans from Mi-

chigan, limas and black-eyed
peas from California, pinto beans
from Colorado, when a few rows
of each will provide a variety of
these nourishing foods. The re-
commended menu calls for them
three times a week, but a little
forethought in planting will pre-

AUSTIN.—“Texas today is fac-
ed with a major crisis with re-
spect to its highway program,”
Lowry Martin, president of the
Texas Good Roads Association,
states in the March issue of
Texas Parade

“It must determine, once and
for all, where the best interests
of the State, its counties and the
users of the highway lie. It
must decide if the voice of selfish
greed on the part of a few coun-
ties is to prevail to the detri-
ment of the State, a majority of
the counties and the people as a
whole. The question of highway
financing has been projected in
sharp relief by recent develop-
ments in Austin. The crisis was
precipitated when a group of
county judges sponsored passage
of a bill to unload on the State
the payment of nearly $200,000,-
000 in bonds and warrants issued
for local roads. The question is
whether the State will assume
payment of these obligations on
local roads, some of which no
longer exist, or will use all funds
that reasonably can be made
available to complete an ade-
quate system of primary and

Democra.cy’s Bulwark

WINTER PARK, Fla. (IPS)—A
“responsible press” was hailed as
“the life-blood of our democratic
system,” recently by Arthur Hays
Sulzberger, publisher of the New
York Times, in an editorial con-
tributed to a local publcation

Speaking of the vital necessity
of a “responsible press,” Mr. Sulz-
berger paid tribute to the doc-
trine for newspapers, “To give
the news impartially, without
fear or favor, regardless of any
party, sect or interest involved.”

In being responsible, Mr. Sulz-
berger pointed out that “as al
publisher took on the mantle of
objectivity, he accepted the obli-
gation to be impartial in his
news columns,

“The newspaper that is dis-
honest,” he continued, “is one
that cloaks a bias under an alr
of objectivity and, while wearing
an impersonal mien, emphasizes
and distorts the news to suit its
editorial purposes.

“One hundred and forty-seven

to the people of this country four
fundamental freedoms—freedom
of speech, freedom of the press,
freedom of religion and freedom
of assembly.

“The publisher of a newspaper
was free to issue as partisan a
