Legislative Activities
Both the House and the Senate 

spent this week in debating pro­
posals to submit a constitution­
al amendment levying taxes for 
the social security program. This 
proposal was killed finally in the 
Hou.se late ’Thursday. Many took 
the position that in view of the 
fact that there is already con- 
.'titutlonal authority to levy any 
taxes necessary to meet this pro­
gram, it would be unwise to 
"freeze” it into the con.»tltutlon 
where it would be very difficult 
to change it hereafter. No one 
denies that the present consti­
tution gives the legislature full 
authority to levy any kind of 
taxes needed.

The Senate sub-committee on 
Finance, of which I  am chair­
man, wrote into the experiment 
station budget, which is a part 
of the higher educational insti­
tution bill, funds to start the 
experiment station authorized 
by the Forty-fourth legislature. 
This recommendation was ap­
proved by the main committee, 
and the entire bill has received 
a favorable report. ’This means 
that if the senate and house ap­
prove the item as recommended 
and it receives the approval of 
the Governor, this long needed 
station will be started this year.

’The act, which was Introduced 
in 1935 by Senator Davis, pro­
vides that the station be locat­
ed by the Board of Directors of 
A&M College “at some point 
within the limits of Brown, Cal­
lahan, C o m a n c h e ,  Eastland, 
Erath or any other county in the 
west cross timber section of 
Texas as may be selected by the 
Extension Department of AJkM 
College of Texas. Our hard fight 
is to get the funds for the sta­
tion, then its location will be up 
to the A&M College.

’There will probably be no ac­
tion taken on the old age assis­
tance measure for a week or two, 
as the Speaker of the House has 
announced that ne thinks best 
to consider some other bills 
while the House tries to agree on 
some plan to raise money for the 
Social Security program.

I will frankly admit that 
neither the Senate nor the House 
h a v e  accomplished anything 
worthwhile so far, during this 
■•'sslon. ’There have been to 
date, 929 bills introduced but in 
my opinion vione have passed of 
any Importance to the general 
public; I want to be fair with 
you and would not at this time 
make a statement to guarantee 
to you that any legislation of 
major Importance would be pass­
ed.

It seems to me that the House 
has and is aatlng simple; I feel 
that regardless of who the Gov­
ernor might be that we should 
co-operate with him to the full­
est extent possible, and it is an 
injustice to the public for a mem 
ber of the Legislature to serve 
and refuse tp co-operate with 
the higher officials in govern­
ment. I  see 410 reason why the 
Legislature or̂  Senate should con 
sume the time allotted us by the 
law, discussing the character 
and maneuvers of the Governor 
of this state. Each member of 
this body ha* a service to render 
to the people of his district and 
of this State Just the same as 
does the Governor, and I believe 
that the people of this State have 
the highest respect for the Gov­
ernor and for any member of 
the House or the Senate who acts 
honestly and exercises his be»t 
Judgment in the behalf of the 
people and Governor of thi.s 
State.

This morning has been taken 
up by speakers criticising the 
Governor and their constituents 
from the respective districts, but 
I want to thank the people cf my 
district for the courtesies and 
co-operation shown me during 
this session.

I f  the second growth 
Is not needed for feed, or Is too 
short to be worth harvesting. It 
is well worth turning under “ for 
the land’s salce” and the next 
year's crop.

Fifth, early sUage can be dis­
posed of before cotton picking 
time and before dry com and 
sorghum grains are ready for 
harvest, and which conflict to 
some extent with the cotton pick 
Ing season. Esther extra help 
must be employed to gather the 
grain crop at Its best or It must 
take the weather damage until 
cotton ginning Is over.

A French proverb says“he who 
looks not before, finds himself 
behind,” and I  don't know any 
farm operation In which "look­
ing before” counts In more ways 
than in getting the silage crop 
under way at the earliest favor­
able season. It dlstríiíutes the 
labor to better advantage. It 
makes a way for a fall-sown 
crop of clover or grain, and It 
arolds the danger or early frost 
to which late crops may fall a 
victim.

If there are those who still 
question the value or practtcablll 
ty of the trench silo, I have only 
to quote the slogan of a well- 
known automobile — “Ask the 
man who owns one.” Almost In­
variably one year’s experience 
means two silos or more the next 
year A great many farmers and 
ranchmen now store extra feed 
In the good years and keep a re­
serve for the poor crop years. 
Properly ensiled—and that la 
simple—the feed will keep In per­
fect condition for an indlfinlte 
period. I have seen perfect sU­
age uncovered after nine years 
in the ground.

Texas now has 282 miles ef 
trench silos and other Southwest 
states are rapidly extending their 
use. Like the "fifty  mtUlon 
Frenchmen," that many farmers 
"cant be wrong." The alze can 
fit the farm—that is the number 
of animals to be fed. A cow can 
use a six-inch cut of four square 
feet dally, and a trench two feet 
deep and two feet wide wUl feed 
her two days for every foot of

Brownsville Port 
Proves Successful

Tlie nation’s only port In the 
middle of a prairie, built at 
Brownsville, Texas, with the aid 
of the Public Works Administra­
tion and the War Department, Is 
doing fine. Two and a half years 
after'completion 285 ships have 
called at the port and brought 
In or taken out more than 200,- 
000 tons of manufactured goods 
and raw products.

Brownsville's port Is situated i J®u »aw «t in The Eoglel

on the flat prslrle, 17 miles in­
land. A canal, 36 feet deep and 
at present being deepened to 3», 
leads up to a turning basin as 
large as three city blocks by four 
blocks. About the turning basin 
the special navigation district, 
which built the port, constructed 
warehouses, wharves, docks and 
other equipment with a Publid 
Works Administration allotment 
of $2,853,000.

DeWolfe Amends 
Vacancy Bill

AUSTIN, March 30.—A land 
bill now pending before the state 
legislature would “ rob the school 
children of Texas of their le­
gacy and put It In the coffers of 
the big oil companies.” Oeorge B

State ’Teachers Association, as­
serted here this week

’The bUl. titled House Bill No. 8. 
purports to prevent “ land grab­
bing” but Is actually a “ land 
grab,” the Association pre.sident 
declared.

Wilcox has urged that a sub­
stitute bill, prepared by Homer

WASHINGTON. D. C —Senator 
Tom Connally of Texas has In­
troduced a bill In the Senate to 
provide for the exclusion from 
Immigration to this country and 
for the deportation of aliens al­
ready In this country who are 
advocating the making of chang­
es In the American form of gov­
ernment. “Under existing laws, 
aliens residing in the United 
State can be deported on certain 
ground,” Senator Connally said, 
“and the effect of my bill Is to 
add to these grounds the advo­
cacy by such aliens of changes 
In the American form of govern­
ment."

Continuing, Senator Connally 
asserted;

"Subversive and un-American 
Influences being fomented and 
and agitated by aliens residing 
In the United States are a con­
stant threat to American insti­
tutions. These hostile and un- 
American activities ought to be 
stamped out and suppressed. 
This result can best be accom- 
’ ll.shed by deporting all those 
who take part In such un-Ameri­
can activities. These foreign and 
alien agents and Incendiaries, 
whether advocating the estab­
lishment of Fascism or Totall- 
tarlanUm or other foreign “ isms” 
in the United States, or whether 
advocating that the principles of 
Communism be substituted for 
our constitutional Democratic 
system are both dangerous to our 
domestic peace and to our repre­
sentative form of government. 
Such aliens ought to be deported 
and returned to the country of 
their origin,” Senator Connally 
declared, adding;

“The Constitution of the Unit­
ed States protects every Ameri­
can citizen in the enjoyment of 
free speech, free press and free 
as.«embly and all of the other 
p>ersonal guarantees In our bill of 
rights I would In nowise resiict 
or abridge the exercise of these 
rights by American citizens. Un­
der these constitutional guaran­
tees. any American citizen has 
the right to advocate any chajige 
In the form of government of the 
United States according to legal 
and constitutional m e t h o d s .  
However. I do not believe that 
aliens who spend their time In 
agitating and preaching for the 
overthrow of the goverenment of 
the United States and the chang 
ing of our fundamental, consti­
tutional system should be allow­
ed to remain In the United States 
and freely ply their nefarious 
practices, seeking to destroy the 
government whose protection 
they claim." Senator Connally 
concluded.
