The Senate last week finally 
passed my bill to eliminate pos­
sibilities o f evading the gasoline 
tax law. It  Lb estimated that the 
bill will bring In an additional 
*500.000 a year. The tax on gaso­
line was In no way changed, but 
provisions were made to tlglvten 
regulations on refunding the tax 
on gasoline used for non-high­
way purposes.

When the sales and natural re­
source tax constitutional amend­
ment came up for final passage 
In the House, It received only 84 
votes, lacking 18 for the neces­
sary 100 votes, and therefore the 
prospect of submitting the Issue 
to the people becomes slim. On 
the other hand, sentiment for 
financing the social security pro­
gram by passage o f a bill levying 
the necessary taxes was streng­
thened and it is probable that 
some sort o f tax measure will be 
ptassed before the legislature ad­
journs.

The House passed my bill to 
remit one-half o f the state pro­
perty taxes collected In Coleman 
County to the Central Colorado 
River Authority for a period of 
ten years for use In water and 
soil conservation. This measure 
was handled in the House by 
Repre.sentatlve W R. Chambers.

An Important development In 
the land vacancy bill high-light­
ed activities In the House when 
the members o f that body voted 
to concur In Senate amendments. 
The bill gives the landowner the 
preferential right t o purchase 
vacancies, and at the same time 
protects the school fund by mak­
ing adequate provisions for un­
covering of vacancies by good 
faith applicants.

The Senate passed the House 
bill by Chambers, Burkett and 
Howington. authorizing com­
missioners' courts to revise pro­
perty tax assessments where pro­
perty Is valued at an excessive 
figure In comparison with simi­
lar or nearby proprety.

In the Senate debate was start­
ed on the rural aid school bill. 
Several members In the Senate, 
determined to prevent the Fair 
Trade Practice Act from coming 
up for consideration, promoted 
lengthy debate on every measure 
brought to the Senate’s atten­
tion.

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My hobby, model aviation. Is 
the deslgining, building, and fly ­
ing o f miniature airplanes con­
structed of balsa wood and cov­
ered with silk or Japanese tis­
sue.

There are two types of power 
used In models; rubber band.s 
and gasoline motors.

Rubber powered models are 
smaller, lighter, and more eas­
ily built and are powered with 
a special rubber, which Is ex­
tremely elastic and strong.

Gas models are more d iffi­
cult to build, usually requiring 
two years o f experience with 
rubber powered models. They 
are built of hard balsa covered 
with silk or bamboo paper and 
ixjwered with a tiny 1-5 h. p 
gasoline engine no larger than 
an automobile spark plug and 
weighing only about six ounces. 
With a wing span o f six feet and 
weighing two pounds, they can 
travel at a speed of thirty miles 
an hour and reach the altitude 
of several thousand feet.

The knowledge gained from 
designing and building these gas 
models Is said to equal that 
gained In the first year o f an 
aeronautical course This Is the 
reason I  am so interested In my 
hobby, for I  Intend to study 
Aeronautical Engineering In col­
lege and believe the experience 
gained from this hobby will be 
an aid to me.—Max Cooksey.

On Mt. Locke—
Texas Eye Sees 
More and Farther

Why did astronomers choose 
6,791-foot Mount Locke for the 
site of the University of Texas’s 
McDonald Observatory. 400 miles 
west o f its parent Institution at 
Austin?

For near-perfect starlight re­
ception the requirements were: 
no vibration, no glare, no dust 
and no clouds.

So In his search for an observ- 
I atory location, Astronomer-ln- 
i Charge Dr. C. T  Elvey found the 
j Davis Mountains, with peaks of 
around 7,000 feet, to be most 

j Ideal.
j  Although the 75-ton telescope 
I Itself Is firmly mounted on gl- 
I gantlc concrete piers. Dr. Elvey 
'had to take Into account proxl- 
i mlty o f railroads and other 
I sources o f vibration. The Texas 
and New Orleans is the nearest 
railroad—40 miles away.

Unshielded street lights, which 
would make a disturbing glare 
are no closer than FOrt Davis, 16 
miles from the Observatory. Ex­
tra precaution was being made in 
1910 that no filling stations 

¡would ever be erected anywhere 
within five or six miles of the 

' plant.
Dr. Elvey preferred Mt. Locke 

to a neighboring peak because 
Mount Locke was covered with 
more foliage, which helps keep 
down the dust on the windswept 
mountain. Too much dust In the 
air Is a serious obstacle to good 
vision, he pointed out.

With a rainfall o f only 15 inch­
es per year, the area Is uncloud­
ed approximately 300 days o f the 
year.

TTien too, more than 50 per 
cent o f the stars and nebulae 
which will be objects o f scrutiny 
are seen better from positions 
nearer the equator. Thus the 
southernmost vantage point In 
the United States was selected.

The 200-acre site, with an ad­
joining 200-acre tract, was given 
to the University In 1933 by Mrs 
Violet Locke Mclvor of Concord, 
N H., whose grandfather, O S. 
Locke founded the U-UP and 
Down Ranch there. The land is 
now valued at $4,000.

AUSTIN.—Exploration o f one 
of the largest Indian mounds In 
Texas Is going forward through 
collaboration o f TTie University 
o f Texas and the Works Progre.ss 
Administration.

A domiclitary mound, 190 feet 
long. 145 feet wide, and 30 feet 
high, located on Red River, near 
Texarkana. Is now approximate­
ly one-fourth explored, A. T. 
Jackson, University field archae­
ologist, said today.

Excavations reveal that the In ­
dians piled up dirt and clay to 
facilitate drainage o f the home 
site. As one house, built of oak 
or Juniper or cedar posts, and 
thatched with reeds, grass or w il­
lows, would bum to the ground, 
they would pile up anather level 
o f dirt about a foot high before 
constructing a new home.

In digging down 8 or 9 feet, the 
field crew has uncovered seven 
floor levels, each with its own 
pattern of post holes— about one 
foot deep and each hole six In­
ches In diameter—outlining the 
shape o f the houses built on that 
level.

“Mr Gsmer doesn’t read an awful 
lot, except the newspapers He learns 
a lot from ulking to people. The gar­
den of his mind Is carefully pruned.
