sentatives. A short discussion ensued
whether the Committee on Elections or the
Committee on Census should have charge
of the bill, Mr. Springer stated that the
bill embodied more that mere apportions
ment. Itis drawn in accordance with the
principle of majority representation., It
provided for the same number of members
during the rext decade that now composed
the House, 293. Deducting the Territories
and District of Columbisa, the populat on of
the country was 49,369,714, which being
divided by 203, left a population of 168,498,
as the ratio for one Member of Congress.
The bill was finally referred to the Coms
mittee on Census——In connection with his
remarks upon the apportionment bill, Mr.
Springer submitted a table on the subject
under thebill. The number of members ap-
portioned to each State is fixed as follows:
Alabama 7, Arkansas 5, California 5, Col-
orado 1, Connecticut 4, Delaware1, Florida
1, Georgia 9, Illinois 18, Indiana 12, Towa

Stephen C. Foster,
London Globe,

The namne which heads this articfe
was a very familiar one five and twenty
yearsago, As the composer of popular
songs, in comparison with which those
of the present day “are as water unto
wine,” Stephen C, Foster was known to
English-speaking people in every quar-
ter of the globe; and even now those
who in the past have been moved by
the mingled tenderness and picturesques
ness of his compositions will, though
the stern battle of life has caused his
name to vanish from their memories,
easily recall the pleasant feeling and as-
sociations with which the titles of those
compositions are connected. To many
people who are now middle-aged it will
seem only as if a few days, instead of a

uarter of a century, has passed since
the strains of “TheOld Folks at Home,”
and the jubilant strains of “Willie, We
Have Missed You,” stirred the heart
with warm emotions; or since the halfs
serious, half-comical ditty wherein “Su~
sannah” is requested: not to “cry for
Jack,” and the sorrowful notes of
“Massa’s in the Cold, Celd Ground” were
favorite lyrics. These, and other songs
composed by Foster, which were equally
!)opular, are rarely Leard now. Some
nteresting information, showing how
much they were appreciated in the past
is, however, farnished by a writerin
that excellent magazine, Harper's
Monthly, the first Eurovean edition ot
which has been issued for December.
This wnter tells us that no less than 300,
000 copies of “The Old Folks,” weresold;
150,000 of “Willie, We Have Missed
You;” 100,000 of “Oh, Susannah !” and
200,600 of another song by Foster, “My
Old Kenlucky Home.” Besides these
works the composer produced the well-
known and beautiful quartet entitled,
“Come,Where My Love Lies Dreaming;”
the characteristic negro ballad of “Old
Uncle Ned,” who laying down the shov-
el and the hoc, took his departura for
“the land where the good nigger go;”
and “Old Dog Tray;” all of which con-
tributed much to the enjoyment of a
number of people, and commanded an
enormous sale. Foster's music cannot
be considered classical; somehow class-
ical music and popular music are never
idehtical; but they are mostly, never-
theless, very gracaful, very tuneful,and,
when viewed with theairof recollectlon,
very touching. Their composer is dead;
he died in New Y-rk in 1864. Hiv re-
mains rest in the green quietness of Al-
leghbaney Cemetery, Pittsburg, the busy
city whose smoke canopy hung over
him when he m‘oducc(i most of his
songs; and it is Very much to be feared
that his memory wou!d be entirely faded
from our minds had not a magazine
writer recalled if in a few appropriate
words.

A BORDER RUFFIAN.

¥'fe and Death of a Noted Desperade—A
Novel Duel,
Little Rock Cor, Chicago Times,

There died a few days since at Peach
Orchard, Clay county, Arkansas, a man
who was by all odds the most daring
desperado that ever lived. He was
known and dreaded all over the South-
western border, where the news of his
death will be heard with satisfaction.
His name was E. A. Gray, but he was
familiarly known as “Kete” Gray. His
deeds would fill a volume, and his his-
tory is full of romance and mystery. He
was born in Tennessee, where his pa-
rents, wealthy and respectable people,
are yet living. At an early age ke de-
veloped wayward propensities, and
many there were who sagely predicted
that he would “fetch up on the gallows.” !
When only 18 he fell in love with the |
daughter of a Baptist deacon, by the
name of Mary Wells, a gentle, lovely,
flaxen-haired, blue-eved girl, who loved
him in return. But her father was ob~
durate, “Mary shouldn’t wed theyoung
ruffian,” he said, Coercion was resorted
to, but locks and bars failed to change
the young lady’s fancy. She remained
true to her first and only love, The
trouble which it brought her, however,
the knowledge that it had estranged her
from her parents, wore upon her, and
she gradually faded away. Yet she
wouk‘f not consent to give him up, Per-
haps the dream was sweet to her even
in affliction; at any rateshe hugged
love’s chains more tightiy than ever,
But the color taded from her cheeks;
her eyes shone with an unhealthy lustre ;
her step lost its elasticity ; and without
a murmur she went tg the grave, dying,
the neighbors affirmfof a broken heart.
Perhaps had she lived and become
Gray’s wife her influence might have
saved him, for afier her death he grew
utterl. reckless. Yet his grief at her
loss was profound. We were shown an
obscure paper published in the neigh-
borhood at the time of the occurrence,
and it noticed a few stanzas Gray had
written on her death. One passage read
thus:

Can 1 forget those huleyon days

Ere my guiding star bad fled ?
Or the poignant pain which smote my

heart
When theygtold me thou wert dead ?

—showing that there were traces of po-
etic genius mingled with his wayward
nature, After this event, however, he
went from bad to worse. His parents
made every effort to save him, but, at
last, even they were compelled to turn
their backs on him and leave him to his
fate. Wherever he went he stirred up
strife; wherever he went he left the
stains of blood. At last the country in
the neighborhoed of his old home
became too hot to hold him. He
had shot and dangerously wounded s
score of men, and carried his life in hi
hands, In addition, warrants were out
for his arrest, hence he decided to seek
other fields, and so came to Arkansas.
He inaugurated his advent into the State
with the murder of Fayette Fletcher, at
Walnut Ridge. His vietim wasrespecta-
ble and highly connected, and the mur-
der was unprovoked and decidedly cold-
blooded. It created the most intense
excitement, not only in the neighbor-
hook, but also all over the common-
wealth. It was thought that Gray
would hang; but, to the surprise of
everyone, he succeeded In cheating the
gallows, and after a brief term of im«
prisonment was set free. Bul publie
opinion still ran high against hum, and
he fled from the State, going tojthe In-
dian Territory. Amid the wild and
lawless people that dwelt along the bhor-
der he was in his element. Here he
vas joined by another ruffian by the
name of *Camanche Bill” who was al-
most as bad as himselt. Together they
inaugurated a carnival of blood and set
the law at defiance, openly boasted that
there was not an ufficer in the Territory
who dared lay a finger upon them,
While dividing some plunderf the two
men quarreled, and each swore that he
would have the other’s life. The dis~
¥ute was settled by an agreemont to
ight a duel. Arming themselves with
derringers, they measured off theground
upon a lonely spot on the prairie, and
stood facimging each other just as the
sun disapveared beneath the western
horizon and the shadows of night fell
slowly upon the landscape. When the
word “fire” was pronounced Gray sent
a bullet crashing through the brain of
Camanche Bill, and he fell on the earth
and died without a struggle and without
a word, Gray had escaped without a
scratch. Fearing the ve nce of the
friends of the man he had slain, he fled
from the spot, and he never halted un-
til in Arkansas, miles away from the
scene of the tragedy. erhaps the
thought of the rigid, blood-stained face
lying prone on the prairie acted as a
stimulus and forced him to put all pos-
sible distance between that ghastly ob-
jeet and himself, Be this as it may, it is
certaim that it did not change him. In
Liitle River county he was arrested, but
while in the court rovm, and while his
preliminary examination was in pro-
gress, he snatched a pistol from one »f
his captors, shot and dangerously wound-
ed the Sherift, jumped throungha win-
dow and escaped, though the town was
full of people. Heavy rewards were ofs
fered, yet none of them secured his re-
eapture,

In an affray with a man named Alexs
ander Chenoweth at Peach Orchard, in
Clay county, he met his doom, as he was
mortally wounded in the encounter.
Chenoweth was also badly wounded.
Gray lived six days. Skillful physicians
attendeéd him, hoping to save his life so
that he could be brought to trial and
punished for his many crines. Gray
told them that he never meant to die
with his boots on. *“Youare getting bet-
ter, Gray,” said the doctor, noticing
what he L‘aought a favorable change in
hig condition. ,“Doctor,” he responded “1
wasn’t born to be hung likea thicf!”
With these words he turned his face to
the wall, and soul and body parted.

A Negro Preacher’s Emgy,

The Americus (Georgia) Recorder says:
“A phase of hero worship has cropped
ont among the heroes of a certain por-
tion of Lee county which is singular,
lewis Barber, of the Baptist enomina-
tion, had in his charge a membership
numbering perhaps three thousand, mak-
ing up his four churches, He was a typical
specimen of the negro clergy, and wieid-
ed an almost absolute power over his
large congregation. Last summer the
preacher died, and his fol'owers refused
to be comforted. He was honored with
burial rites beyond precedent, and such
a funeral was indeed “‘seldom*seen.” The
deeds and memory left by the good pas-

tor were not sufficient for his members
and not satisfied with these, they have
set upa sort of graven image, so to

i sEea of ' Barber, which is placed above
i the

pulpit of his principal church, The
image itgelf is a work of the crudest urt,
made of white and black cotton cloth,
stuffed with straw and pained with
charcoal. To an unbiased entic it looks
more like a scare-crow set up to frighten
hawks than anything else, but a devout
member informed the writer it was a
very striking likeness of the deccased.
‘We marvelled somewhat at the strange
thing with an anothe:r brother of this
church, and asked him its object. He
gave us to understand it was a remem-
brances of the beloved deceased, and
said: “Although Brudder Barber is gone,
we still has de shapes of him wid us.”
