WASHINGTON. — Backstage, aU 

the stew over whether the allies are 
getting planes ahead of the U. S. 
army and navy bolls down to a per­
gonal vendetta between the secre­
tary of war and the secretary of 
the treasury, plus some needling by 
younger army air corps officers.

It happens that Treasury Boss 
Henry Morgenthau asked for and 
got the Job of co-ordinating airplane 
purchases, and bis bouncing little 
cabinet colleague, Henry Woodring, 
didn’t like it  If you note the con­
gressmen who are stirring up the 
Investigation on Capitol HiU, they 
are chiefly friends of Secretary 
Woodring.

Real fact is that although Mor­
genthau has made some minor mis­
takes. his chief error has been in ' 
offending people. * Army and navy 
plane purchases have not suilered. 
Both Secretary of the Navy Edison 
and Assistant War Secretary John­
son, who has charge of purchases, 
testify to this.

U. S. planes have been delivered 
oo time, and no secret planes are 
getting to the allies.

Morgenthau's chief boner was in 
asking the quartermaster general of 
the army, MaJ. Gen. Henry Gibbins, 
and the paymaster general of the 
navy. Rear Adm. Ray Spear, to sit 
In on his allied purchasi^ co­
ordinating committee. Neither one 
knows anything about airplanes. 
Younger officers in the air corps re­
sent this, and have been squawking, 
though the able chief of air corps, 
Genqgfl Arnold, hasn't

Worried Morgenthan.
Morgenthau got into the airplane 

picture because this is the one big 
commodity the allies are purchas­
ing and ha told the President he 
didn’t want their financing opera­
tions to upset the U. S. money mar­
ket To pay for the planes, the 
allies are dumping American securi- 
tias, plus U. S. government bonds 
and Morgenthau didn’t want them 
to de^^s his own government of­
ferings. (He has to issue new ones 
constantly.)

Siding with Morgenthau are sev­
eral big shot army-navy men, in­
cluding Johnson and Edison, who 
say that the mure planes the allies 
buy here, the more it helps the U. S. 
army and navy to develop better 
planes.

For instance, the Glenn Martin 
company is building a brand new 
bomber for the Frepch. But as a ; 
partial result of experimenting for | 
the French, Martin also has devel- I 
oped a new bomber for the U. S. 
which will almost fly circles around 
the French planes.

Also Lockheed is selling several 
hundred tip-top planes to the British 
and French. This has helped It de­
velop a new pursuit plane, which 
will make about 400 miles per hour. 
It is the first twin-motored pursuit 
plane, has a liquid-cooled engine 
and Is expected to astound the 
world’s fighting forces.

John Garner Praised 
By Morris Sheppard

WASHINGTON, D. C.—Morris 
Sheppard, distinguished senior 
Senator from Texas and dean of 
the Congress, pledged his sup­
port to the presidential cam­
paign o f his fellow-Texan, John 
Nance Garner, In a nation-wide 
broadcast here last Saturday 
night, March 23.

Praising Vice President Garner 
for hLs sterling character, long 
experience in governmental a f­
fairs, and loyalty to the liberal 
program of the present adminis­
tration, Sheppard declared that 
Garner “ is the ideal successor to 
the Presidency in 1940.”

Senator Sheppard traced Gar­
ner’s notable record In public 
life.

Five crippled children living in 
Mills county received medical aid 
and hospitalization during the 
period from 1933 to 1939 through 
the services cf the Crippled 
Children’s Division of the State 
Department of Education, ac­
cording to W. L. Platt, represen­
tative o f the state agency who 
was in Ooldthwalte on March 19.

The state agency, in sending 
these children to hospitals and 
doctors who have b#< n approved 
by the State Board of Health, 
has .spent a total o f 8588 00. The 
state appropriates $175.000 each 
year for the use of this division 
In caring for crippled children, 
and this is matched by an equal 
amount from the federal govern­
ment, made available under the 
Social Security Act. The division 
was created by an act of the 
Texas Legislature in 1933 and be­
gan to receive federal funds in 
1936.

The Legislature act defined a 
crippled child eligible for state 
avistance as “ any person of nor­
mal mentality, under 21 years of 
age, whose physical functions or 
movements are Impaired by rea­
son of a joint, bone, or muscle de­
fect or deformity, to the extent 
that the child is or may be ex­
pected to be totally or partially 
incapacitated to r education or 
remunerative occupation. To be 
eligible for service under this act, 
the child’s disability must be 
such that It is reasonable to ex­
pect that such child can be Im- ‘ 
proved through hospitalization, 
medical or surgical care, artifi­
cial appllanees, or through a 
combination of these services.”

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Fifteen home demonstration 
club members representing 11 
communities attended a Dairy 
Products Training School con­
ducted by Emma Scott, county 
home demonstration agent, in 
her office. Monday morning, 
from 9:30 until 11:30 Demon­
stration activities for the morn­
ing were preparing c o t t a g e  
cheese, cooked cheese, and 
Judging butter.

“ The finished cottage cheese 
product should re.semble popcorn 
in appearance, each cube should 
be separate and whole, tender 
and moist, therefore It Is all Im­
portant that we do not apply too 
much heat during the cooking 
period as this will cause the pro­
duct to be tough and rubbery." 
When the curd Is ready to drain 
pour Into a cheese cloth lined 
colander or selve very carefully— 
rough handling will break the 
tender cubes." salr Miss Scott In 
her demonstration.

This is how the cottage cheese 
was prejsared:

1. Adjust the temperature of 
one gallon of fresh, clean-flavor­
ed .skim milk, separated or hand 
skimmed, to 75 degrees by plac­
ing the container of skim milk 
In a larger vessel of water. Don’t 
use cream, the butter fat is lost 
when heat Is applied. The tem­
perature of water will depend 
whether the milk is to be warmed 
or cooled. (Or set the container 
o f milk in room of comfortable 
temperature and a smooth curd 
will develop in the prescribed 
length of time.)

2. Add *2 cup of cultured but­
termilk or clabber milk free of 
gas holes and o ff flavors. Stir 
the milk thoroughly so that the 
cultured buttermilk or clabber is 
well distributed.

3. Hold the temperature of 75 
degrees for 12 or 14 hours (over 
night.)

4. Cut the curd when suffici­
ently firm. Insert a thermometer 
obliquely Into the curd and lift 
gently. It Is ready to cube If 
the curd splits out ahead of ther­
mometer In a clean break. I f  a 
thermometer is not available, use 
the handle end of a table knife. 
Cut the cubes in Inch cubes 
with a cheese knife and a spatula 
to allow the whey to separate. 
(Make the cheese knife from a 
clothes hanger and small smooth 
wire. Shape the bottom part of 
hanger to fit the container then 
attach the wire from side to side 
at Inch Intervals—you’ll have 
a so-aclled knife that will cut 
the cheese horizontally.

5. After cutting the curd a l­
low chee.se to set undisturbed for 
ten minutes before stirring or 
applying heat. ’This will help 
prevent the cubes from breaking 
during the process. •

6. Add one quart to one half 
gallon o f water at 110 to 120 de­
grees directly to the cheese. The 
addition ofwater furnishes media 
In which to stir the cubes and 
helps to prevent their breaking.

7 Place the pan containing 
the cubed cheese in a bath of 
water and heat slowly to 120 de­
grees approximately 30 mlnute.s 
to reach this temperature and 
stir very carefully while heating.

8 To test the curd for suffi­
cient cooking, place a few cubes 
I in cold water. I f  the cube.s are 
firm, hold their shape and con­
tain little whey, the cooking is 
complete.

9. Drain the whey and wa.^ 
the curd twice in cold water. 
Handle carefully to prevent 
breaking of cubes.

10. The cubes should be drain­

ed in a colander, sieve, or cheese 
rack until all excess water Is re­
moved.

11. Salt cheese to taste. Add 
sweet cream if desired and store 
In a cool place until ready to con­
sume or market.

Cottage cheese may be used In 
salads as stuffed tomatoes, with 
canned half peaches or pears, 
and in molded Jelatine or Jello 
rings.

Hl'GE BOMBER ALMOST 
READY FOR TESTS

A new bomber, said to have a 
wing spread of more than 200 
feet and a range of 6.00 to 7,000 
miles. Is nearing completion In 
the Santa Monica, Calif., plant 
of Douglas Aircraft Company. 
First tests are planned for next 
summer.

The plane will be the world’s 
largest of Its type, with a report­
ed weight of 70 tons. The Atlan­
tic Clipper, largest commercial 
ship, weighs 4 1 tons, and can 
carry 45 passengers. The larg­
est bomber of the Air Corps 
weighs 32 tons, but It is In the 
service on an experimental basis. 
The largest regular service craft 
weighs only 17 tons.

Testimony recently made to a 
Congressional committee by J. 
Edgar Hoover, Chief of the Bu­
reau of Federal Investigation, re­
vealed that plans for the bomber 
had been stolen at one time, but 
were later recovered. He said 
proper safeguards had not been 
taken to protect them. I f  the 
new plane is a success, it will 
mean that trans-oceanlc bomb­
ing raids are now possible.

’The Army’s two new pursuit 
planes have crusing speeds of 
more than 300 miles per hour, 
according to unofficial flight 
time of the two, flying between 
Buffalo, N. Y „  and Bolling Field, 
D. C. The distance Is more than 
300 miles, and both the Bell P-39 
and the Curtiss P-40 made the 
trip In less than an hour, from 
take o ff to landing, despite the 
fact that some bad weather was 
encountered. Quantity orders of 
the two plapes have been placed 
and both are now standard in 
the Air Corps.

Scientists often have speculat­
ed on what would be the value 
o f a fine automobile, kept for 
years under a protective glass 
case, and then presented for 
sale in competition with modem 
automobiles.

One answer was furnished sev­
eral weeks ago when an unu.sed 
1924 car, not kept under glass 
but so maintained that Its buyer 
says It is as good as the day It 
was built for $1685, went to the 
highest bidder for only $40.

Nothing happened to change 
the value of this car except the 
march of time and the progress 
of research. ’Though the 1924 
model was a pride of its day— 
and still Is In perfect condition- 
modern cars selling for a third 
to a half of Its original price can 
run rlng.s around it.

Although the engine Is approx­
imately the same size as engines 
used today, this 16-year-old 
model has far less pick-up. can’t 
climb hills as well, and lacks to­
day’s economy.

The 1924 car does not have 
four-wheel brakes, balloon tires 
01 safety glass. Its new owner 
will have to replace Its fan belt 
five or six times as often as he 
would the fan belt of a car built 
today. Many other repairs are 
on a comparable basis. The car 
ha.s no air cleaner, no oil filter, 
no automatic choke, no crank­
case ventilating system, no fuel 
pump, no shock absorbers, nor 
a number o f other devices which 
motor re.search has contributed 
since 1924.

The new owner, a fire chief 
in a Chicago suburb, bought the 
car from a neighbor who paid 
$1685 for it In 1924, drove It 
home, then fell ill. Kept at all 
times In a garage, the car has 
been thoroughly protected from

Frank Dobie Praises 
Native Literature

Austin.—Let young Texans 
study the literature and life of 
their own Southwest, J. Frank 
Dobie, University of Texas Eng­
lish professor and author, urges.

The University’s expert on 
Southwestern lore has declared 
hlm.self In rebellion to being dos­
ed with the “ sermons o f dreary 
New England preachers” as the 
sum and substance of American 
literature.

Labeling much of the New 
England literature as “more for­
eign to young Texans than cer­
tain Spanish chronicles and a 
vast body o f cowboy lore and 
Southern humor already In 
print,” Dobie held that “ text­
book makers and pedagogues 
either ignorantly or wilfully deny 
the right o f the Southwest to Its 
own cultural inheritance.”

p A ’TTERNS make Interesting plc- 
* tures—and there arc subjects for 
pattern pictures all about you. I 
don't mean formal, re:̂ dy-made pat­
terns. such as you find in cloth or 
wallpaper; but rather tbe pattern 
effects which occur through a 
grouping of objects, or through the 
action of light and shade.

For example, do you have an 
ornamental Iron gate, or know 
where there Is one? Then study the 
shadow it casts on a sunny day. 
This shadow will “ repeat" the out­
line of the gate—and if you include 
both gate and shadow In a picture, 
you can get an Interesting pattern 
effect.

The same hoids true of a stair­
way railing, a window grille, or a 
child's tricycle. Shoot a scene 
through the window grille—using 
a small lens opening — an^ you’ll 
have a novel pattern picture. Shoot 
the tricycle with its shadow on the 
sidewalk—not at noon, but a few 
hours earlier or later—and there’s 
another effect.

Place a vase of flowers or a potted

slants through your window. Note 
the shadow it casts. Picture the two 
—and you’ll find the shadow adds 
"pattern Interest” to the subject. 
This is especially true it shadows 
extend toward the camera. Pointing 
away, they’re not so effective. Nat­
urally, when shooting toward the 
light, you must take care that 
bright direct rays do not strike the 
camera lens.

Often objects can be grouped for 
a pattern effect. Sometimes they ar­
range themselves—as, for example, 
in the picture of the puppies above. 
Here, you have an informal "wheel- 
spoke” arrangement, a very effective 
type of pattern. Note that the shad­
ows extend toward the camera. Since 
the camera was pointed downward, 
the lens was protected from direct 
light.

Try some pattern arrangements— 
using flowers, dishes, books, eggs, or 
other bandy objects. They make in­
teresting pictures, with nice decora­
tive quality—and they’ll add variety 
to your picture collection.

TRUTH ABOUT TAXES
For the past ten years the State taxes of 

every Texas family have increased an aver- 
a.cre of S3.o0 per year. Hack in 1980 an aver­
age -'T S5r).94 per family was collected by the 
state but by 1989, writes Booth INIooney in 
The Texas Weekly, these taxes increased to 
S89 per family. This increase from S77.042,- 
721 to 8181,890,480 is in addition to increas­
ed local and federal taxes.

“Some of that increase,” the writer con­
cludes,” would have come alxiut in any event, 
but iiart of it miprht have been avoided— al­
most surely would have been avoided— if the 
growth of the State Government had fol­
lowed a definite, jilanned progiam. If the 
governmental structure keeps getting bigger 
and more expensive, State taxes so heavy as 
to approach confi.scation are ahead. There 
are standards available for measuring gov­
ernment and the need for governmental ex­
pansion. The people of Texas, in their own 
interest, must demand that these standards 
of measurement l>e used.”

That this alarming increase in state ta.x- 
es is not waminted may be shown by a com­
parison of Mills county taxes ten years ago 
and today. The increase is negligible, yet 
Mills county has advanced noticeably in the 
decade. MTiile near-by counties are floun­
dering under crushing indebtedness, unable 
to meet current debts. Mills county is on a 
cash basis, and its small amount of funded 
debt has just been re-financed at the lowest 
intere.^t rate in the history of the county. If 
.«tate affairs had been administered on an 
e q u a l l y  conservative basis, Texas taxes 
would not have climbed to the dizzy heights 
at whi-’h they are today.

r^Iaji>r Geoi-ge Fielding Eliot is a rare 

combination of military specialist and publi­
cist. Author of ,-;e\'eral history-making books 
on our national defense, contributor of au­
thoritative military articles to L IFE  and other 
magazines, r a d i - i  broadcaster and public 
speaker, he has the ability to express military 
concepts in everyday language.

It is safe to say that M ajor Eliot’s opin­
ions on military affaii's carry more weight in 
circles competent to evaluate them than those 
of any other writer today.

It is thus especially reassuring when 
such an authority declares, as he did last 
week in Foi t Worth, that there is no good rea­
son for the United States to become embroil­
ed in the European War. Moreover M ajor 
Eliot makes it clear that those scaremongers 
who envision such nightmares as a concerted 
attack by a coalition of fo r e i^  powers upon 
both our coasts at once are simply “ lacking 
in a knowledge of the (military) facts of 
life.”

Eventually, he waims, the affairs of Eu­
rope and of Asia will be settled by the people 
who live there, and he urges as a corollary 
that the people of the Americas should reso­
lutely demand that American affairs be de­
cided only by the inhabitants of this hemis­
phere.

The Monroe Doctrine implemented by 
an adequate Navy, properly manned ba,ses, 
and a small but completely equipped mechan­
ized and motorized Arm y can assure this, he

"V^ether the United States will follow  
this advice it is impossible to foretell, but the 
nation is at lea.st fortunate in having available 
so coherent and logical a counsellor.

History of Dictators
Today half the people of the 

world are Intrigued by the ques­
tion as to whether Adolf Hitler 
can stay In power through 
another year In which his whole 
nation is girded for war. living 
on war rations and war discipline.

In guessing what may happen. 
It is a help to examine history 
and find out what human na­
ture has done before.

The shortest dictatorships were 
In ancient Rome.

Prof H R. Spencer, writing In 
the Encyclopedia of Social Sci­
ences, reports that there were 
88 dictators In Rome between 
500 and 200 B. C.

Most of them were In power 
for about six days, and none last­
ed longer than six months.

Most of them were a case of 
suspending the republican form 
of government ONLY for the 
duration of an emergency.

WLshful thinkers, hoping that 
modern dictatorships will be 
short cite the elastic example of 
ancient Clnclnnatus, who mod­
estly returned to his plow after 
he had been dictator to defeat 
the Aequlans: but since that day 
hl.'tory records NO example o f a 
dictator WTLLINOLY retiring 
frrm office.

In democratic America, men 
who could have been dictators 
have wlth.stood the temptation 
—Washington retiring to Mount 
Vernon. Jefferson to Montlcello, 
and Jack-sen to the Hermitage.

However, let us consider the 
ca.se hir-torles of 15 of the world’s 
outstanding dictators, none of 
whom relinquished power with­
out being persuaded by death or 
force cf arms.

Now what happened to these 
strong men — Alexander the 
Great, Julius Caesar, Aug(ustus 
Caesar, Oliver Cromwell, Napo­
leon Bonaparte, Napoleon III,

. Porflrio Diaz, Lenin, Ataturk,
I  Primo de Rivera, Pilsudskl, Ma­
chado, Musslinl, Stalin and H it­
ler?

Of the 12 who are dead, half 
died natural deaths while they 
were still In pewer—Alexander. 
Augustus, Cromwell, Lenin (a l­
though a bullet wound hastened 
his death), Ataturk and Pilsud- 
,ski.

Five o f the others died natu­
ral deaths In exile—Napoleon I 
and III, Diaz. Rivera and Ma­
chado.

O f these, only the Napoleons 
were driven from power by for­
eign armed Intervention.

Only one, Julius Caesar, was 
unable to escape assassination 
at home.

The average reign of these 12 
dictators was about IS years.

Hitler has already held office 
for about 6>2 years, and has al­
ready named his successor, Ooer- 
Ing, “ If anything happens”  to 
Hitler himself.

The only modem dictator who 
picked his successor was Ptlsud- 
ski, and he made a bad choice In 
Smlgly-Rydz.

1 Lenin before his death warned 
against Stalin.

Now, boiling down all this his­
tory to betting odds, here is what j 
the pa.st might be .said to fore-1 
cast as to Hitler’s future: ;

He will not resign power volun­
tarily, and there Is about a 50-50 j 
chance that he will die a natural, 
death, still in power. j

There is only one chance in 12 
that he will be assassinated; 
only one chance in six that the 
Allies enn drive him from power; 
and only cne chance in four that 
the German people will over­
throw him.

This is not a prediction, but a 
simple analysis of the past, by 
v/hlch we are taught to estimate 
the possibilities o f the future.— 
San Antonio Light.
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World conquest! The dream of dic­
tators and of national leaders down 
through the ages Is to be accom­
plished, for there is One who has 
the authority to claim such a place 
of leadership who will on« day rule, 
for then “ the kingdoms of this 
world” will have become “ the king­
doms of our Lord, and of his Christ; 
and He shall reign for ever and 
ever” (Rev. 11:15). While we await 
His coming to take the throne are 
we to sit idly by? No indeed, for 
even now Christ has all authority 
and He has commissioned His fol­
lowers to go out and to serv’e Him in 
all the world by making disciples ia 
every nation.

I. The Obedient Disclplre (w . 16,
17) .

’The Lord never tails to keep His 
Word, but often His followers miss 
great blessing because they fail to 
keep their appointments with Him. 
He had told His disciples that after 
His resurrection He would meet 
them In Galilee, and we read that 
they met Him at the appointed 
place. One trembles to think of 
what they and we might have 
missed if they had tailed to meet 
Him.

His promise to us U fust as true 
and definite. “ Where two or three 
are gathered in my name, there am 
I in the midst of them”  TMatL 18: 
20) applies to us today. If we meet 
Him at the appointed place, bless­
ing will come to us and will flow out 
through us to all the world.

Observe that "some doubted,”  
that is, they were perplexed and un­
certain about the risen Saviour. If 
they persisted in their lack of faith 
we know that It must have shut them 
out of a great blessing, but at the 
same time it did not hinder tha 
Lord’s gracious ministry to His oth­
er disciples.

U. The All-PowerfnI Leader (v.
18) .

Quietly and without any fanfare, 
Jesus announced that all power was 
given unto Him; or as the Revised 
Version more appropriately trans­
lates the word, “ all authority.”  He 
docs have all power, but He has 
more. He has the supreme authori­
ty which gives Him the right to rule 
over the entire creation, heaven and 
earth, spiritual as well as material

No man in his right mind has ever 
laid claim to authority over even so 
much as the earth, but here is One 
who without hesitation or qualifica­
tion declares that to Hkn has been 
given all authority in heaven as well 
as in earth, that is, over the entire 
creation. Surely it is God Himself 
who here speaks to us.

III. The Great Commission (vv. 
IB, 20a).

“ It is the sublimest of all specta­
cles to see the risen Christ without 
money or army or state, charging 
this band of 500 men and women 
with world conquest and bringing 
them to believe it possible and to un­
dertake it with serious passion and 
power. Pentecost is still to come, 
but dynamic faith rqles on this 
mountain in Galilee" (Dr. A. T. 
Robertson).

Such faith and such a commis­
sion call for a worldwide mission. 
The church or individual without a 
worldwide missionary vision assur­
edly does not have the viewpoint of 
Christ Observe also that it is an 
evangelistic mission. We are not 
called to entertain the world, nor 
primarily to improve the social or­
der. Our business is to “ make dis­
ciples,” that is, true followers of Je­
sus Christ which they can only be­
come through accepting Him as Sa­
viour and Lord.

Such a ministry will inevitably be 
a teaching ministry. "Faith cometh 
by hearing, and hearing by the word 
of God”  (Rom. 10:17), How foolish 
is the preacher or evangelist who 
fails to teach the Word of God. It is 
His appointed method which cannot 
fail Christian baptism is also a 
vital part of the Great Commission. 
It was first practiced at Pentecost 
(Acts 2) and later In the Church 
(Acta 8 and 10).

Thara la no other statement of fact 

(for it la more than a promise) any­
where or by anyone that can com- 
para with the assurance of Christ 
that Ha la with His witnesses al­
ways, even unto the end of the age.

Consider first of all who Is to be 
wltti us, namely, the Son ol God, 
the risen Christ, the Ona with all 
Authority in heaven and aartht Than 
nota that He la to be with His dis­
ciples "always." How Important that 
la, for as we well know, the inspira­
tion of evan the greatest human 
leadar largtly goes with him to tha 
grave. Tba Lord Jesus, on (ha other 
hand, la with each one of His ehil- 
dran always. What assurance that 
fact brings to His witnesses lor 
Christ as ha gives himself Joyfully 
to tha carrying out of the Great 
Coounlaslonl

Findings May Aid j 
Scarlet Fever Control

I Dr. Jean Broadhurst, scientist 
of Teachers College, Columbia 
University, N. Y.. who last year 
was .selected one of the ten out- 
'tandlng women In America for 
her work In Uolatlng the cause 
of measle?, ha.s just made pullc 
the results o f her work on scar­
let fever.

The current Issue o f the Jour­
nal O f Infectious Dl.seases car­
ries an article entitled “ Inclu­
sion Bodies In Scarlet Fever,” the 
text of which Is weighted with 
scientific words which convey 
little or no meaning to the lay­
man. The significance o f this 
article, however, is one that can 
be appreciated by every individ­
ual. Scarlet fever ts a disease 
that few people manage to avoid, 
and here at last, in the discovery 
of cause, is the beginning of a 
preventive and cure.

Scarlet fever has always been 
a t t r i b u t e d  to streptococcus 
which Is bacteria that may be 
seen under a microsojje. But 
treatments based on this theory 
have been suspiciously unsatis­
factory. The presence of a virus 
was suspected—almost 50 years 
ago two Frenchmen, Loffler and 
Frosch, showed that a filtrate 
absolutely free of all bacteria, 
could still convey disease—but 
it was not until Dr. Broadhurst 
discovered a blue analin dye 
called nigrosin that it was possi­
ble to stain and thus identify the 
inclusion bodies that mark a 
virus infection. The proof that 
scarlet fever Is a virus disease 
lays the foundation for Its ulti­
mate control.

In Eldorado Plant

Au'tin —Processing of wool In 
Texas, started on March 1 with 
the opening of a scouring plant 
In San Marcos, will be carried a 
step further on June 1 when a 
wool weaving plant begins opera­
tion at Eldorado.

Governor W. Lee O'Danlel to­
day was In receipt of a report on 
the Eldorado plant which ts be­
ing constructed at a cost of from 
$15.000 to $20.000.

This new concern will buy its 
•coured wool from the Cen-Tex 
Wool and Mohair Company’s 
scouring plant at San Marcos, 
and will make woolen blankets, 
ties, and finished material In 
piece goods for men’s suits and 
women’s dresses, the Governor 
was Informed.

Joe M. Christian, textile engi­
neering graduate from Texas 
Technological College, and his 
father, J. B. Christian, are own­
ers of the new plant.

Texas p r o d u c e d  77,290,000 
pounds o f wool and mohair last 
year. It  Is estimated that 60 per 
cent of this weight Is represent­
ed In dirt and grease upon sriilch 
Texas growers paid freight when 
sending the product to northern 
and eastern markets.

The scouring of wool in Texas 
Is designed to eliminate that loss. 
The San Marcos 'Talant which 
marked the culmination o f seven 
years’ planning on the part of 
H. C. and L. B. Rea of that city, 
will probably be able to supply 
wool to six plants of the size cf 
the Eldorado concern, Governor 
O'Danlel said.
