Hamilton Karakul Sheep Are
—_— -

This people mourn. Dr. chas. A Texas Opportunity

Weatherford, Texas, April 4.—
“Texas has the finest climatic
and range conditions in the world
for Karakul sheep raising,” de-
clared J. E. McDonald, State
Commissioner of Agriculture, on
a recent visit to George H. Kios-
seff’s Parker county Karakul
sheep ranch where successful ex-
periments have proved that Tex-
ans have a new three million
dollar industry awaiting simple
and easy development.

Mr. Kiosseff (pronounced Key-
o-seff) a native Bulgarian whose
grandfathers and one great-
grandfather were killed by the
Turks and who himself had to
wear a fez until he was 12 years
old, has shown, through four
years of experimentations in co-
operation with the State Depart-
ment of Agriculture, that this
fur, wool and mutton producing
sheep gives better quality pelts
than have been obtained in the
native habitat, West Central
Asia.

Mr. McDonald said statistics
show that the United States im-
ports annually three million dol-
lars worth of Karakul and Per-
sian lambskins, and this country,
which consumes eighty-five per
cent of the world's production,
produces less than ten thousand
skins a year, whereas German
Scuthwest Africa last year pro-
duced one million two hundred
thousand lambskins.

Of course, women know that
the soft, tightly curled, tar-black
Persian lamb is born of the Kara-
kul sheep, and from a number of
these lovely little pelts are made
the bezautiful coats and wraps so
desired by women.

Right now, with the world
trade conditions as they are and
the country’s foreign source of
fur supply cut drastically, Tex-
ans stand an unusual opportuni-
ty to cop the world market in
Karakul, believes Mr. Kiosseff
who comes of the third genera-
tion of Karakul raisers and has
spent his life in the fur trade.
He also claims the sheep will do
as well on damp lowlands, as on
hilly semi-arid lands. With the
exception of our milder winters
the climate throughout Texas is
much like that of Bokhara, in
the heart of Central Asia, where
the breed originated. “Over
there,” he says “the sheep are
raised on the hilly country as
well as on the lowlands. They
will lamb twice a year if their
lambs are taken when a few days
old, and have been known to
produce at this rate for fourteen
years. No special season is re-
quired for the production of fine
pelts.”

The pelts taken from Karaku!
lambs which have been still-
born within 20 days of the end
of gestation period are of extra
texture and value, therefore sav-
ing the owner the great loss
which occurs in most breeds of
sheep by what is generally known
as “lamb slinking.”

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Modernize
With Paint
Whether we run cur homes on
a close budget or a liberal one,
most of us like to get our hands
on a paint brush, during this
spring season, and do over some
of our old furniture. There is
much more than economic satis-
faction in these refinishing jobs,
if you go at them whole-hearted-
ly. Bringing the old-timers up-
to-date with fresh, modern colors
gives you such a nice glow of
personal gratification. For you
have really made something new,
and had a lot of fun, as well
Refinishing furniture need not
be a laborious task, now that we
have synthetic enamels, such as
“Duco,” which brush on more
easily and dry far more quickly
than the old-time paints. The
job is ccmpleted so rapidly that
you can often paint a piece in
the morning and have it back in
service again by mightfall.

The choice of color is usually
your first consideration. Alice
E. Riley, Director of the Du Pont
Style News Service, offers the
fcllowing suggestions, which may
solve your color problems: For
small pieces like wall cabinets
tea tables, and oceasional chairs.
Miss Riley selects a tone that
picks up a color from the cur-
tains and upholstery. If you're
going to paint dinette furniture,
she advises something very gay
and cheerful—such as lettuce
green with yellow trim or buff
with tarngerinre. For a feminine
bedroom, pastel colors are now
much in vegue. On the furni-
ture in a young girl's room a
soft blue with white edging is
suggested You can give it a
French effect by antiquing the
freshly enameled surface with a
glaze coating of raw umber mix-
ed with raw sienna. Immediate-
ly after applying this glaze, wipe
off most of it with a wad of
cheesecloth, and you are ready to
go ahead with the painting.

If the article you are going to
paint is a chair, the work will be
simplified if you place it on a
table, turn it upside down and

start on the legs. Then you can

proceed without leaving finger-
marks on the fresh paint. To|
protect your table from drlpplngs:
and smears, spread newspapers |
underneath the chair.

Perhaps some of the pieces can
be improved by a little carpen-
try work. Dressers with attach-
ed mirrors will look more mod-
ern if the mirror is removed and
hung separately. Ugly applied
carvings can be pried off, the old
drawer knobs replaced with
modern ones.

If the old finish is in good con-
dition, one coat of synthetic
enamel may be sufficient, as the
new paints have remarkable hid-
ingpowers. When two or more
coats are used, allow ample time
for drying between coats. On
furniture that is scarred or mar-
red, first brush on the under-
coating that is made especially
for use with the enamel. Then
apply the enamel.

It’s important to stir the ena-
mel thoroughly in the can, with
a wooden or metal stick, so the
pigment will be smoothly mixed.
Provide yourself with a new soft-
bristle brush and dip it deep in-
to the can, filling the bristies
each time. The paint will flcw
on smoothly and may be gone
over without danger of leaving
brush marks. Should sags or
runs occur, they can be correct-
ed with a full brush, but never |
with a dry one. l

AMOS PLEADS FOR JUSTICE

SSON TEXT-—Amos 5:1, 10-15, 21-24,
{‘.%LDEN TEXT—Hate the evil, and
love the good, and establish judgment

in the gate.—Amos 5:15,
]

Social justice, though much spo-
ken about in recent times, has been
the concern of right thinking men
ever since sin entered the world and
started man’s inhumanity toward
man. In the prophet Amos we find

! th? eloquent and plain-spoken voice

of one crying out against such
conditions almost 800 years before
Christ,

This lesson is one which is of ut-
most importance because in.our
present-day struggle with social in-
justice we have come to assume that
it is primarily a political or eco-
nomic question. Amos and all other
Scripture rightly gets at ‘‘the focus
of infection,” which is sin. Sin in
the heart leads to sinful actions, and
these inevitably involve others, and
thus bring about social problems.
Let us learn from Amos to cure our
social ills by bringing man to God.

1. Lanfentation—in the Midst of
Prosperity (v. 1),

From the little village of Tekoa
and out of the wilderness in which
he had been a herdsman came
Amos, the man of God, to hurl his
prophecy of disaster upon the heads
of the complacent people of Israel
and to take up a lamentation over
those in Israel living in luxury and
prosperity. 1

True it was that the common peo-
ple were being ground under the
heel of cruel oppression, but who
cared about the poor as long as they
could be squeezed for taxes to sup-
port the luxurious comforts and
pleasures of the rich? A prosperity
which does not reach the homes of
the poor is not a real prosperity at
all. When in addition thereto it en-
courages the ‘‘haves” to oppress the
‘‘have-nots” it becomes a grave dan-
ger, a real cause for lamentation.

II. The Reason—Sin Which Hates
Reproof (vv. 10-13).

Sin is always a horrible thing, but
when men who have fallen into sin
are responsive to correction and
ready to repent and forsake their
sin, there is hope. The thing which
made Israel's state so serious in the

sight of God and of His prophet was |

that they had only hatred for those
who were bold enough to reprove
them or to live among them accord-
ing to God’s standards (vv, 10, 13).
“They who will endure no criticism
have slammed the door in the face
of truth. When we get to the place
where we cannot endure having our
faults pointed out, we are on the
way to moral collapse’ (Douglass).

The sin which had thus hardened
thelr hearts showed itself in social
inequality and injustice which was
built upon greed, oppression, cor-
ruption in the courts, ete. The shock-
ing picture which Amos paints bears
a surprising similarity to conditions
in our world today. Let us face the
problem and scek its solution.

IIl. The Cure—Seek Good Not Evil
(vv. 14, 15).

God's Word condemns sin, but it
always presents a remedy. In Christ
we have the perfect, final, and com-
plete answer to the sin Question.
Amos, speaking centuries before
Christ, admonished Israel to repent
and to turn away from the evil
which they had cultivated with such
assiduity and to be equally zealous
about doing good, in the hope that
“it may be that the Lord God of
hosts will be gracious” (v. 15). How
favored we are to be permitted not
only to urge people to turn from
evil to good, but to offer them the
One who is the way, the truth, and
the life.

Israel did not repent, but in folly
depended on their religioussceremo-

prophet therefore declares that

IV. Religion Is Not a Substitute
for Justice (vv. 21-24),
